· Dutch , Danish , Norwegian ==> their languages are Germanic.
· Beside their regular in   correspondence in sound system , they resemble one another closely in structure; they have same or similar feature of morphology and syntax.
English and French
· English belongs to the group of Germanic languages.
· Close relationship between English and French .
· Many numbers of English words closely resemble French words of similar meaning.
E : people , danger .     F : peuple , danse .
^ this is a false trail ; if we go back earliest know forms of English, all these words resembling French words simply don’t exit.

· If we go back to the period before the Normans Conquest they have disappeared entirely.
· They are infact  loan-words , taken from French or Latin.
· There are many borrowed words in English , but they have not destroyed its Germanic character and it retains typical Germanic words.
· Such are the Germanic words ( the, and , is ) , the numerals (one, two, three..) and everyday lexical words for the members of the family ( father , mother, brother) and for parts of the body ( head, foot, arm ,hand).
The Indo-European languages 
· Attempt of comparing Modern English with Modern French was misguided.
· We should go back to the French ancestor (Latin) and compare it with Germanic earliest forms ( especially at grammatical features and the central core of the vocabulary.
· Accents omitted in both Germanic and Sanskrit . Germanic put into Latin alphabet , Sanskrit => some of symbols simplified .  Their transcription has been simplified.

Major:
1- Indo-Iranian
2- Greek
3- Italic + Celtic 
4- Baltic + Slavonic
Minor:  3 branches : Albanian, Armanian , Tocharian.
· Indo-Iranian
· language name:  Aryan; so called because people who spoke it called themselves Aryas.
· From root airya ( which means noble ) the name of Iran is derived from the genitive plural of the word(airya ).
· This branch has two groups : Indian and Iranian.
1- Indian:
(Ancient form ) language:  Vedic from North-west India.
Origin: go back to about 1200 BC.
Later form: Classical Sanskrit , was standardized in 4th century BC. And became the learned language in India.
Modern group: Hindi , Bengali, and other languages of North India.
2- Iranian:
Ancient form : found in Avesta.
Origin: go back to 600 BC.
Later form : Persian.
Modern group : Ossetic, Kurdish and Pashto.
· Greek :
· It has literature from the 7th C. BC. The Homeric epics go back even earlier.
· The Greek branch includes all various ancient Hellenic dialects.
· Attic  modern Greek is descended.

· Italic + Celtic
· Both have a verb-inflectional in –r  used to form the passive voice.
· The –r ending similarly found in deponent verbs.= passive in form active in meaning.

Consisted of number of dialects of ancient Italy.

Earliest Latin text  3rd C. BC.

Who were the Indo-Europeans?
· The Indo-European family of languages has developed out of some single language. We can call it Proto Indo-European
· People  of very different races and cultures can come from to be native speakers of Indo-European languages. Such speakers today include : Indians, Afghans, Iranians, Greeks, Irishmen, Russians, Mexicans, Brazilians, and Norwegians.
Where did they live ?
1- The traditional view has been that the Indo-European were a nomadic or semi-nomadic people who invaded neighboring agricultural or urban areas and imposed their language on them. ( traditional , they had dated the expansion to 4000 BC.).
2-  Colin Renfrew believes that the initial expansion of Indo-European was simply the pushing out of the frontiers of an agricultural people.  ( he thinks the expansion began in about 7000 BC.).
3- In Historical times , there is plenty of evidence for the spread of Indo-European languages through : 
· Conquest and colonization.
· Mass-migration.

Family tree


· It is not entirely satisfactory.
Because these are always some points on which a language shows the closest resemblance to a language which is remote from it on the tree.
· Greek and Sanskrit are in different major branches but they are resemble a good deal in syntax, and vocabulary.
· Greek and Iranian are in different major branches but they agree in changing Indo-European (s-) at the beginning of a word into (h-).
