The Sound of it: Understanding Intonation in Tag
Questions

We often a conversation with a sentence that includes a
tag question. We add a “tag” to a sentence, and it
becomes a question. Our voices goes up on the tag if we
aren’t sure about the answers; it becomes a real
question. Our voices goes down on the tag if we already
know the answer and are making small talk.

As you’ve seen, intonation in a tag question carries
meaning. If the voice goes up, the person is unsure of
the answer and is asking a real question. If the voice
goes down, the person already knows the answer and is
just making small talk.

Paying attention to intonation will help you better
understand a speaker’s meaning

Asking Tag Questions

Notice the grammar in tag questions: if the verb in the
main clause is affirmative, the verb in the “tag” (last two
words) is negative.

Example:

It’s warm today, isn’t it?

If the verb in the main clause is negative, the verb in the
“tag” (last two words) is affirmative.

Example:

It isn’t very windy today, is it?
