The Harlem Renaissance was a cultural movement spanned the 1920s.
It was known as the "New Negro Movement", named after the 1925 by Alain Locke.
The Harlem Renaissance is unofficially recognized to have spanned from about 1919 until the early or mid-1930s.
James Weldon Johnson preferred to call it the Harlem Renaissance.
Harlem Renaissance (HR) is the name given to the period from the end of World War I and through the middle of the 1930s Depression.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The notion of "twoness" , a divided awareness of one's identity, was introduced by W.E.B. Du Bois, one of the founders of the National Association for the Advancement of Colored People (NAACP).
Important figures : Langston Hughes and W.E.B. DuBois.
