We have done the major weight in studying poetry about starting a new period which is the modern period in the 20th century when it comes to new ideas/ new approach with some major writers and poets like Eliot’s ‘The Waste Land’ or even Yeats’ ‘The Second Coming’. Now what is left is the second half of the 20th century that is from 1927 on. We will be discussing all these schools in details. We will refer to feminism when it comes to two female poets; Sylvia Plath and Elizabeth Bishop. Sylvia Plath originally is American married to someone who is English. She moved to England and almost of her poetry was written in England. Her husband is Ted Hughes. Poetry of resistance and political issues in her poetry is taking us back to something similar to Yeats with another Irish writer like Seamus Heaney. We will see post-colonialism and the colonized area the literature written in these places. So, we will tackle the Caribbean poetry or poetry which about people who are under the influence as being in colonized country. We need to know what is meant by post-colonialism.
We have Sylvia Plath’s relation to her family and her love affair and marriage. She used to love about two or three years and then they got married. They spent six years together and then the troubles started to be created between them and he had divorced. You will not be able to forget this information. A failure in marriage is a social issue but it is a failure in marriage between two poets and she left her country to live with him there and her life has ended with a disaster; she committed suicide. She managed to pass away in the second time. She tried to commit suicide several times and at the end she succeeded. What a difficult experience she passed through with this man. Is it this man or is it her own mental disturbance/ instability?!So, you would start analyzing things.
