Approach

There is a little use of the target language
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Focus is on grammatical parsing, i.e., the
form and inflection of words
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Direct Approach
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No use of the mother tongue is permitted (i.e.’

teacher does not need to know the students’

native language).
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Lessons begin with dialogues and anecdotes
In modern conversational style
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Actions and pictures are used to make
meanings clear.

Reading Approach

Only the grammar useful for reading

comprehension is taught.
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Vocabulary is controlled at first (based on
frequency and usefulness) and then expanded.
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Translation is a respectable classroom
procedure.

Lessons begin with a dialogue.
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Mimicry and memorization are used, based on
the assumption that language is a habit
formation
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Grammatical structures are sequenced and
rules are taught inductively.
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Situational Approach

The spoken language is primary.
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All languages material is practiced orally
before being presented in written form
(reading and writing are taught
only after an oral base in lexical and
grammatical forms has been established).
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Only the target language should be used in the
classroom.

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Language learning is viewed as rule

acquisition, not habit formation.
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Instruction is often individualized:; learners are
responsible for their own learning.

Grammar must be taught but it can be taught
deductively (rules first, practice later) and/ or
inductively (rules can either be stated after
practice or left as implicit information for the
learners to process on their own).

Respect is emphasized for the individual (each

student, the teacher) and for his/her feelings.

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Communication that is meaningful to learner is

emphasized.
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Instruction involves much work in pairs and
small groups.
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Comprehension-
Based Approach
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Listening comprehension is very important
and is viewed as the basic skill that will allow
speaking, reading, and writing to develop
spontaneously over time given the conditions.
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Learners should begin by listening to

meaningful speech and by responding

nonverbally in meaningful ways before they

produce and language themselves.
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Learners should not speak until they feel
ready to do so; this results in better
pronunciation than when the learner is forced
to speak immediately.
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Communicative
Approach
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The goal of language teaching is learner’s

ability to communicate in the target language.
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The content of a language course will include
semantic notions and social functions, not just
linguistic structures.
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Students regularly work in groups or pair to

transfer meaning in situations where one

person has information that the other(s) lack.
