S. E. Hinton's The
Outsiders (1980) and Robert Cormier's I Am the Cheese (1977) are two
novels that offer vivid portrayals of the sometimes unpleasant aspects of

Since the release of the first novel Harry Potter & the Philosopher's Stone
on 30 June 1997, the books have gained immense popularity, critical
acclaim & commercial success worldwide. The series has also had some

share of criticism, including concern for the increasingly dark tone.

As of June 2011, the book series has sold about 450 million copies,
making it the best-selling book series in history, & has been translated into
67 languages. The last four books consecutively set records as the fastest-
selling books in history.

Nesbit husband died, her heartbroken, & her financial situation once
again became unstable.

Nesbit difficulties were eased a little, when she was awarded a
small pension from the government for her services to literature.
She also sold produce from the garden of her house to bring in a

little extra money.
