                                   LECTURE TWO 

Last lecture we said that at the end of the 18th c the industrial revolution rose and the capitalists started to appear, and in the beginning of the 19th c the capitalist used the theaters for their own good, and there was very poor drama , the romantic poet started to write drama put it was poor because it was not their job in the mid and end of the 19th c this is what we are going to focus on because drama flourished and it is the beginning of the modern movement , the beginning of modern drama , and they say that modern drama continued until nowadays.
Although I always tell you that at the end of the 19th c until 1945 and contemporary drama starts from 1945 until the year 2000 the end of the 19th c المنهق بتاعنا الحتة دي بس  
The industrial revolution does not influence economics only but it also influence literature because it changed society from backwards to progress , in contemporary drama we have something called digital literatureالأدب الرقمي  anything published on the computer is called أدب رقمي  
In the mid and end of the 19th c there was natural drama and there was a reaction to naturalism and natural hedonism , there was esthetic drama , aestheticism, the aesthetes = الجماليين  
The naturalist adopted naturalistic hedonism, so they seek physical pleasure only not spiritual pleasure but the aesthetes seek spiritual pleasure , and from the aesthetic we have Oscar wild the one we are going to study his work ,we are going to study  Lady Windermere's Fan.
Henrik  Ibsen the Norwegian writer had his great influence on the whole of Europe, he is the inventor of realism .
The aesthetes in drama wrote 2 kinds of experimental plays , the experimented with 2 kinds only in the 19th c, there were only 2 experimental schools = nontraditional = unrealistic, those 2 schools are symbolism and impressionismالمدرسة الرمزية والمدرسة التأثيرية  
Naturalism is copying everything in reality then after a year it developed into realism , there is a difference between the 2 , naturalism copied everything in reality in detail, so it is sometimes indecent because it copied everything it is like photographic reality = they show sexual scenes explicitly on stage ,they copy everything ex. If they want to plant in a garden they bring a real tree with its roots on the stage ,everything is like reality , if the scene has a river they create something similar on stage , you see a river on stage تكلفة عالية ومقهود فزيع إنهم يعملوا كدا   .
Another characteristic is pessimism the influence of Arthur Schopenhauer, ex . George Elliot is a naturalist is a pessimistic writer they always say that nature is against them as if god is against them.
What is realism ???
Realism is the selection of events from real life and developing them in a way that looks in away real or true to life , imagination is involved ex. صلاح الدين الأيوبي  in a realistic movie they might create a wife for him by imagination but make it true to life , nobody knows how she looks like or if he is married or not.
Ex, شاهد ماشافش حاقه بس خلكم على المثال اللي فوق اوجه هههههه
In realistic drama you don't have to show all the details عادة  realistic drama is decent , because you do not have sexual scenes, you do not have to show everything , you can give an impression and the audience will understand , things are hidden.
The characteristics of modern drama:
Modern drama طلعت عشان أيه؟؟؟  because it is against classicism because it takes people backwards in ideas, techniques , in forms, in themes and in everything , modern drama is anti classists, nontraditional , against the traditional forms of drama.
1-It is always less than 5 acts, in classical they are 5 we will find in the play that we are going to study by Oscar wild that it is 4 acts. Can we find 3 acts, 2, 1 act??? Yes , can we find one scene??? Yes. There are plays of one page only.
2- modern drama is implicit , classical drama was explicit  يشرحوا كل حاقة بوضوح و مليانه سيلوليكويز  .
Modern drama is implicit and it contains subtle language , conveying subtle ideas, that is way it is ambiguous , involving mystery and secrets, ambiguity became a praise not a blameلازم الاودينس لما يخش ميفهمش حاقة
3- it is written for cultured audience ده مسرح المسقفين  
4- there are open endings , an open ending or an unconcluded end يعني فيه اندينق بس مش متحددة أوي او اوبن اندينق يعني مفيش اندينق من أساسه 
5- it mostly have a few number of characters, that it could be reduced to one character or none هو فيه مسرحية من غير كاريكترز؟؟؟  ايوه فيه  ex.  Breath By Samuel Beckett   
6- it can be one of the 3 main types :
· Will made plays = its structure is tight like the classical structure of the classical  comedies أنا أحب أوضح حاقة  French people in the 19th c French writers used the well  made plays one of them is the French writer Sardou and the other is Scribe and Dumas الناس دي ما تهمنيش أوي they claim that they invented the well made play, but originally the well made plays goes back to the classical time هم اخترعوا الاسم بس لكن المضمون  it is like the structure of classical comedy ex . as you like it , it has an exposition then the e vents develop to reach the climax, then the knot is un raveled until we reach the resolution  , and there is disguise , which is used as mistaken identity which produce dramatic irony and there are always found or lost letters ex. The letter that went to lady Wishfort from lady Marwood , there are coincidence, and happy endings plus the characters are flat.            

· Problem play =   مسرحية الأطروحة مثل مسرحية الكاتب بينيرو اللي بندرسها إن شاء الله this is called drama of ideas it discusses conflicting philosophical ideas, the characters are round , developing , there is psychological realism and critics say that you must know and understand the influence of Sigmund Freud from Austria.    

· Melodrama , it is like a tragedy it discuses evil and murder ,however tragic events are not taken seriously ex. Christopher Marlow in the Jew of Malta before he dies هو مات وخلاص وهو ميت قام وقال منكو لله وراح ميت تاني  melodrama is not real tragedy, any tragic event they insert comedy in it.

What is symbolist drama??? What is symbolism???مش لازم تكتبو دول لأني كاتبهولكو في الورأ   
A symbolist play evokes rather than disguise, by suggesting the writer's idealistic view point يعني الكاتب يعبر عن نفسه مايهموش الاودينس على الإطلاق 
What does the symbolist writer do??? He uses symbols that give gloomy atmosphere, symbolism conveys the dark side of romanticism , in the 19th c romanticism is a coin with 2 faces , on one face the poets talk about the beauty of nature and how it supports their individual sense الوجه الحلو للرومانسية  , the dark side of romanticism is conveying the gothic tradition ex. Mentioning ghosts, Jane Eyre  , there are always grotesque elements and figures ,supernatural elements but what is the relation of this with aestheticism??? The aesthetes believe that they can show what is scary becomes beautiful ex. Aesthetic painter says you can paint a bullshitt براز أكرمكم الله  in a beautiful way and when people see it they say waaaoow. Ex. The description of Mr. Rochester's mansion was gothic but beautiful.
Are the symbols here showing the details ???ex. A drawing of a naked man , do the show details ??? no, because they are not naturalists they are aesthetes, then what do they do in this case??? They blur the physical details, and this is not because of morals they do not care about morals but because showing details have something to do with naturalist hedonism , they are concerned with spiritual hedonism .
تقرا أمثلة عن قروتسك من أوراق مصورتها لكم 
 There is always a cycle of deep redemption the character either sacrifices himself or scapegoats others.  

What is impressionism??? It is part of aestheticism so the writer wants to convey his point of view not caring about the audience. Impressionistic drama usually shows an ideal point of view he creates a dreamlike atmosphere ,illogical, he does not care what the audience think ex. فيلم هندي لأحمد آدم في حي اسمه شبرا واحد مسيحي وصاحبه واحد مسلم يدورون عرايس وخطيباتهم تهاوشو قاموا تركو خطيباتهم عشان صداقتهم في احد يبيع حرمته عشان الصداقة دي ناس عبيطة 
If there are details the impressionists blur the details , because they are aesthetes شفت مرة صورة ناتشوراليزم لي ست عجووووز بكل التفاصيل وكانت فزيعة بس الناس ازواق
Impressionism is unrealistic ex.فان جوخ رسم الدافوديلز اللي هي زهر الأقحوان بس هي مش زي الطبيعة بازبط you can feel the brush of the painter ex. The Monaliza is naturalistic but look at the background you will find that it is impressionistic because of the influence of Henrik Ibsen.

Oscar wild promote lady Windermere's fan, he rebelled against Victorian principles, what are they???
In the 19th c queen Victoria was there , she was a young queen , she was nice and beautiful , she was raised by her German mother معروف أيه عن الجيرمن ؟؟؟ they are very tough, and she grew up to be a puritan ,when she ruled England was young and all the people around her showed her social respectability, they love her , they always try to keep good manners in front of her to please her , she was very strict and she lacked intellectual flexibility , she was narrow minded , and she started to spread her believes ex. She believed that a widow should not remarry because it is indecent .
Do people follow her rules???
Most of the people follow her rules.
If a woman remarries after her husband's death , she do not take any political position .
The Victorian principles people follow them to conform to the social norms of the society, Victorianism spread through the whole of Europe, the Victorian ideals created hypocrisy in the society several people started to act against their nature to be accepted in the society , they started to hide their real nature, and Oscar wild in his play lady Windermere's fan he criticized those principles and he showed that the puritans are narrow minded, he does not say queen Victoria is narrow minded he makes lady Windermere in the beginning of the play confess that she is a puritans we have implicit ideas, his criticism is not harsh why??? Because he is an aesthete, he want to express his point of you and he does not care if the audience accept his point of view because he is also an impressionist .
 
How is impressionism shown on stage ???? how is the dream world is created on stage???
Ex. When the character shows his feelings when everything is blur , there are no physical details.
Impressionistic writer can experiment space , he can give an impression of a hyperspace إعطاء إيحاء بالمساحة الكبيرة 
In this play we will find impressionistic style ازاي؟؟؟ 
The protagonist says a long monologue and he talks about subjective, about his own self and objective reality , something related to the society ex. ريا وسكينة لمل يكونون على المسرح فجأة نشوف الإضاءة مركزة على وحدة منهم وبعدين تبدأ تقول مونولوق عن مأساتها وبعدين تنتقل الإضاءة للثانية بس حنا أول ماكنا نشوفها لأن كان المسرح اظلم والنور مركز على خويتها ونفس الشيء تقعد تقول منولوق عن نفسها هي دي الايمبريشينيزم 

Can we say that the play lady Windermere's fan is totally impressionistic???
ممكن لكن أنا كناقدة اعتبره ضعيف ما بيقيبش سيرة المجتمع يعني لو في مهرجان ما ياخودش قايزة لأنك بتعبري عن رأيك   بدون أي دليل علمي which is illogical  ز
Is Oscar wild's  play lady Windermere's fan totally impressionistic???
No , because he is influenced by Henrik Ibsen and Pinero , they mix experimentation and realism.
What kind if experimentation that he uses ???
He mixes experimentation with impressionism .

Good plays are those that refer to local events( in the society) and through locality the writer reaches universality ex. نجيب محفوظ وحصوله على جائزة نوبل للأدب
Ex in prose impressionism is descriptive ex. لما أقول دخلت الفصل وكان النور مش إلا هناك وكتمة مافيه تهويه هذا يعطيني ايمبريشن سيء عن المكان وانه كئيب
Let's go through the characters of the play, we will find that lady Windermere is from the upper class she lives in a big house full of servants, and one called lord Darlington comes to visit her , he is the friend of her husband.
She is a young lady married for 2 years she has a 6 months old baby , she welcomes lord Darlington    انزلوا حبة كده نشوف الحوار معانا بعد الايقزيت , باركر الخادم :
 مش مهم الكلام what a wonderful fan! May I look at it ?
  بتقول إن دي هدية قوزها ليها وسمها مكتوب عليها  
 The fan is a symbol, it is an extravagant useless toy used by aristocratic ladies ولها سيمبل ثاني إذا قرينا المسرحية it is full of secrets , I want you to read the conversation between lord Darlington and lady Windermere because it is a witty conversation and don't forget that the audience are cultured, its beginning is like the conversation in William Congreve The Way of The , using subtle language. 
Lord Darlington is reflecting Oscar wild, Oscar wild was a dandy , and lord Darlington is also a dandy الغندور  who does not care about the social norms of the society .
