                                            LECTURE SEVEN 

We are going to start The Second Mrs. Tanquery by Arthur Pinero , the second Mrs. Tanquery has the same background of Lady Winder Mere's Fan , Lady Winder Mere's Fan was written in 1892 and Pinero wrote the second Mrs. Tanquery in 1893, one year between them so the same background , the same issues Victorianism and ant-Victorianism, and we will discuss what is new in the play.
Lady Winder Mere's Fan is a well made play but Pinero's play is a problem play, this is one of the differences .
A well made play is traditional , but the problem plays is nontraditional , Pinero was influenced by Henrik Epson because he represents the 19th c and he also influenced Oscar Wild .
What is a problem play??? Problem play , thesis drama???  أسماء مختلفة لمسرحية المشكلة 
It is a drama of ideas that reflect conflicting views ex. Victorianism X anti-Victorianism, in a problem play there is conversation more than action ,it is highly intellectual because readers think about different points of view, and the audience turn open minded the audience stat to accept the others point of view , so they become open minded .
In the well made play most of the characters are types  but in the problem play most of the characters are round, so there is depth in characterization and psychological realism is realized =الواقعية النفسية  the characters realize their inner conflict, and are to be psychologically analyzed. The psychological analysis of characters is possible through applying the rules of Sigmund Freud and Henry Bergson.
Sigmund Freud was an Austrian psychologist , the science of psychology was not discovered until the end of the 1t9th c on the hands of Sigmund Freud, ok if so how were the people living at that time before this discovery?! People had some psychological problems but others interpret them as madness like what happened to hamlet, they used to apply the theory of humor, they say this person is melancholic, choleric, phlegmatic, they treat him with wine because wine will make him warm he will lose his mind , he will become emotional and he will act according to his instincts he will become more like an animal , primitive treatment but that is what was available at that time. In the case of Muslims they say that he is haunted by jinn , we find superstitionشعوذة خارج الدين شئ شعبي  and magic .
the science of psychology was discovered at the end of the 1t9th c on the hands of Sigmund Freud he stated that there are psycho patients , Sigmund Freud came up with his theory of psychoanalysis.
Psychoanalysis is applicable to most problem plays, where characters are psycho patients. Psychoanalyst treats a psycho patient by listening to him and by allowing him to verbalize his thoughts, past conflicts, fantasies and dreams. In his book the interpretations of dreams, Freud said that dreams are symbolic of what a person is unconsciously thinking of. Freud says that an analyst interpret to the patient his thoughts ,fantasies and dreams and relates them to his clarifies the patient's life wishes and guilt, and confronts him with his complexes to undo them ,in modern plays we can find characters as psycho patients and we can find others as psychoanalysts.
Psychoanalyst does necessarily be a psychiatrist  , you can be a psychoanalyst by just listening, and everybody under pressure even you are psycho patients .
Sigmund Freud refers to literature to write his theories ex. The great tragedy of Sophocles the ancient Greek tragedian , he wrote a play called Oedipus and he mad complex Oedipus, he refers to his theories from literature and we refer to his theories to apply on literature.                     
In the 19tyh c there was naturalism and realism , there was also capitalism and the opposite of it which is socialism .
Let's see the characters of the play , the characters of the 1st act :
Aubrey Tanquery , he is a 43 years old man, he is living in a house called the Albany , the words in italics are stage direction and this is a modern element , the type of this play is a modern element, in the 16th c +17thc , you rarely find stage directions.

THE FIRST ACT. 

Aubrey Tanqueray's Chambers in the Albany — a 
richly and tastefully-decorated room, elegantly and 
luxuriously furnished : on the right a large pair 
of doors opening into another room^ on the left at 
the further end of the room a small door leading 
to a bed-chamber, A circular table is laid for a 
dinner Jor four persons, which has now reached 
the stage of dessert and coffee. Everything in the 
apartment suggests wealth and refinement. The 
fire is burning brightly,

The scenery is too much remember the stage settings of Shakespeare , it was a pare stage but in the modern plays the stage is rich it has  a rich scenery ,fancy furniture here we are talking about an upper class person.
Pinero likes to use few French words in the English conversation ex. ….brick..china طبعا هي مش موجودة عندي ولا في النت انتو طلعوها في هذا البراقراف من أوراقكم اللي في الكوبي سنتر لما تاخذونها وتحطون دائرة على كل كلمة فرنسية في المسرحية لأنها مهمة فهي تعتبر من المودرن اليمنتس اللي استخدمها بينيرو في المسرحية 
In the modern age the audience must be cultured .

In the 19thc the Russian formalists  Viktor Shklovsky and Roman Jacobson say that modern writers should come up with something new. Jacobson refers to this as Literary and  Shklovsky calls it defamiliarisation كسر الاعتياد according to  Shklovsky a modern writer defamiliarizes the real by creating something new of what is there ex. One of the characters in act one said a French word : a horrible misalliance =زواج غير متكافئ  
يمكن البعض يقول طيب كيف نفهم قصد الشخصية إذا هو يتكلم كذا؟؟؟؟ because this is a modern play the audience must be cultured and educated to understand such plays ex. Vin= خمر            ordinaire = ordinary              ex. L'age critique ! = the critical age 40-50 in men 

 ممكن يجيكم في الاختبارwhat are the modern element أو  how does Pinero experiments = use modern techniques ??
We will write about his use of French words , you give examples.

In the first act we will see friends meet at Aubrey's house , who are Aubrey's friends ??? 
Dr. Frank, Misquith, Gordon Jayne , Cayley Drummle. At the beginning Aubrey will find Jayne and  Misquith only he keeps talking to them in a long conversation after that Drummle will arrive and he will spend some time with them and after that they leave.

The first act is about their meeting and it is not a normal meeting , it is an important and significant meeting but I will not tell you why it is significant you will discover that from your reading to the first act , you will find that this servant of Aubrey is called Morse.

In the play we will now something about the working class and the masters like Aubrey , is there a conflict between the working class and the upper class?? There must be , because capitalism produces class conflict , upper class own land and factories and the working class work for them for very low wages , we have social in justice, from a socialist point of view Carl Marks will call for a classless society to achieve social justice , to cancel social oppression and replace it with social justice.
Socialism was for social justice but what really happened that it produces no social justice , it makes the poor goes poorer , and it makes the poor country rule the country and when the poor people rule the country they will have class envy , so they turn fierce , they started ruling people as if they are masters. During the spread of capitalism there was rich and poor, but socialism created masters and slaves , the socialist leaders become tyrants like ex.
