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A discussion on "My Last Duchess" by Robert Browning:

He was born in London. He was provided a comfortable life for his family and passed on a love of art and literature. He had a library of almost seven thousand books. His mother, an excellent amateur pianist, gave him a love of music, while her strong and simple religious faith provided him with an lifelong belief in the existence of God. His education was all at home. He married Elizabeth Barrett till her death. When she died in Italy he turned home and lived the rest of his life in England.
About his works. He gained fame on his works of art. He wrote a dramatic monologue like this one "my last duchess" why he wrote this dramatic monologue, we will know that by the time we get to the poem. Death is a common theme word in the Victorian age so it would be easy to find it in their poem. Too much subjectivity. 
He used romanticism as an approach to nature and how it deals with literature. Romantic attitude during the Victorian age was not to be a philosophical movement  but to how to deal with nature and dealing with nature's identity and describing certain scenes. This developed to a belief of worshiping beauty. 
Having a question is having a meaning in your life. They were passing through an age of quick and unclear changes but this gave them a quest or a position to reach to which got them to know that as human being they have an aim of serving humanity in general which is a pure philosophy.
A character fictional identity is a personal. That means it is a person or a fiction create character. This work of art remind us of the stream of consciousness in drama. When a character is being emotional on stage as if we are overhearing their thinking but in fact it is a sound which is the stream of sub consciousness or that their thoughts are being voiced. The aim of this technique is to enlighten the audience with the theme and the one to do that is the speaker, that’s how his thoughts, intentions, feeling, fear, love, hate and all these inner self emotions being presented and that’s why this poetry is a dramatic monologue with dramatic language in which we find someone with certain characteristics speaking and we may analyze his voice and discover its nature. 
There is an analysis of his body language. When it is written in such a device, it is not enough for analysis and it raises lots of questions not only concerning the theme but also the rule of the character that plays the theme and the influence of that character in presenting the theme. The whole goal is to get the audience to emotionally interfere.
This character in our poem is a sitting and the whole poem is a description of a sitting. A portrait on a wall in a palace and someone describing who is the poet and there are supposed listeners. Saying dramatic sitting invites us to the dramatic elements of sitting and character, limitation of time and place, action and central events and other events that happened to go up on a crisis then fall down to the end.
All these poems are applicable and we have the poem giving us a part of his mind and life. At certain point we reach the critical point where we feel strongly invited to the theme of someone who killed his wife.
The poem is revealing personality and state of life with his relation to others and his attitude to the topic. He is about to kill his old lady and marry another one. When he was revealing that he was revealing  a part of experiences. The main focus of the dramatic monologue is the personal information. That’s why it's used here. 
The dramatic monologue is always meriting by giving us a hint and revealing many of the mysterious pieces of the poem even the poem is sliding in an atmosphere of ambiguity and mysteriousness. It's easy to be cleared in poetic drama but not in pure poetry it is difficult to deal with a poem where the poet is admitting a crime. That makes the dramatic monologue useful in analyzing this character. If he used it to speak of someone who passed a way which means using death which is a common theme in Victorian age poetry. Description of the crime is a different thing although death was a normal major theme of this age but discussing it in a monologue in a dramatic way makes it more newer. 
He used a 16th century Italian duke for his poem. He used such a character which is far in age which is 16th century and of  another faraway nationality which is Italy. He wanted to achieve a certain thing by that which is that at the 16th century we find that dukes at that time were of superiority while women were not fighting for their rights. So when his wife passed a way as a result of the crime of a revolting character not easy to guide he wrote this poem. So revolting against her husband's orders is what got her killed.
