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        In the second section, concerning the effect of the poets on their own and their succeeding generation, Shelley begins by saying that poetry always imparts both pleasure (delight) and wisdom (knowledge).
  - In the infancy of the world, poetry acts in a divine and un-apprehended manner; and even in modern times no poet ever lives to enjoy the fullness of his fame, which is left for future generation to determine. 
 - A true poet, as in the case of Homer, embodies the ideal perfection of his own age in human character, and his readers are refined and enlarged by having awakened within them the desire to become like those characters (sympathy). 
  - It is not the purpose of poetry to reform society by the teaching of ethical doctrine; but it awakens and strengthens the imagination, which is the instrument of moral good because it enables us to identify ourselves with all that is beautiful and good in others.
  -  A poet, therefore, should not embody his own ideas of right and wrong in his work, because they are likely to belong to his own place and time only. 
- The most perfect literature of people is always contemporaneous = (at the same time) with a slice achievement in art, philosophy, and the forms of civil life. 

· There are two kinds of pleasure; the temporary pleasure and the permanent pleasure.   
   Poetry gives and provides the permanent, universal or eternal pleasure; this is why he did not write about things that are specific. 
    Sciences like philosophy sometimes only give short live or temporary pleasure, whereas poetry goes on and continuous. 
· The difference between the poem and the story: the story is limited to certain time and beauty whereas a poem is not limited with time or beauty but it lives forever. The poet talks about now and the future. A poem creates an everlasting or permanent pleasure.  

· P: 249.
· What does he say about science; scientific or political wisdom, economical knowledge?
   He says that ma has so many achievements when it comes to science, economic or many other branches of knowledge. He becomes a master in the science that he creates all these achievements, but at the same time, he becomes a slave. This is a paradox; to be a master and a slave at the same time.  
   For the present time we become masters of technology and we become at the same time becomes slaves to it as it controls our lives. Shelley here says that each advance has a price to pay. At that time it was the industrial revolution, from the viewpoint of a poet Shelley believes that there are advances and achievements but they come at a price that we become captured to the new forms of science. 

“We have more moral, political, and historical wisdom than we know how to reduce into practice; we have more scientific and economical knowledge than can be accommodated to the just distribution of the produce which it multiplies.”
“The cultivation of those sciences which have enlarged the limits of the empire of man over the external world, for want of the poetical faculty, proportionally circumscribed those of the internal world; and man, having enslaved the elements, remains himself a slave.”
     The man with these advancements can conquer more countries, more fields in science. He has developed in that way and he has much advancement but those advancements come at a heavy price which is that his soul, his character, his self becomes a slave. 
“The functions of the poetical faculty are twofold: by one it creates new materials of knowledge, and power, and pleasure; by the other it engenders in the mind a desire to reproduce and arrange them according to a certain rhythm and order which may be called the beautiful and the good.”
    He describes the process of writing poetry, the poetical and mental faculty and poetry as the highest expression of imagination, and how imagination and poetry work. 
· How many steps he talks about in the process of writing poetry?
We have two steps; the first one is creating new ideas, images, and sources of pleasure. The first step is to create, put together and sympathize. The second step is to reproduce these images in certain language.
   This reminds us with Coleridge`s primary and secondary imagination then fancy. The primary imagination is all the regular images stored in our mind. The secondary imagination takes all these images, combines them to recreate. In this process we have sympathies, harmony; we result and translate those images into poetry which is called fancy. 

   According to Shelley; the first step is referring to the secondary imagination which is creating and recreating new images and new sources of pleasure. The second step according to Coleridge is fancy.  
According to Coleridge imagination is divided into primary imagination that all people have it (the images stored in our minds) and secondary imagination which is restricted and limited to poets and artists.
 The function of secondary imagination is to sympathize, create harmony and unity and to recreate new sources and images of pleasure.  Once we have recreated them in our minds, the next step is to translate those images into paper which Coleridge calls fancy. 
      According to Shelley the process of writing poetry; he does not divide it into secondary imagination and fancy. Instead he says; the poetic faculty works in two steps; the first step is recreating images, creating sympathies, harmony and unity. This step is similar to the ideas of Coleridge of secondary imagination. 
The second step according to Shelley is to put these images into papers which is according to Coleridge is called as Fancy. 
· This is the third time that he echoes Coleridge views and opinions:
The first time: when he gives us the definition of imagination and the difference between reason and imagination. 
The second time: Wordsworth. (The function of poetry). 
The third time: the process of writing poetry and his ideas about imagination.  


· The poetical faculty that creates poetry is imagination. 

“The functions of the poetical faculty are twofold: by one it creates new materials of knowledge, and power, and pleasure;”
   Imagination is a mental faculty that creates new materials and sources of knowledge, power and pleasure.  Like Wordsworth. He recreates new ideas and images which are the sources of pleasure. These new ideas and images come from imagination. This is the first step. 
“By the other it engenders in the mind a desire to reproduce and arrange them according to a certain rhythm and order which may be called the beautiful and the good.”
   The second step is to take these new ideas and images and transform and share them with the reader so to put them down in the form of poetry in the metrical language. Them= the new images and ideas. Rhythm and order = poetry. The beautiful and good= the poetry. He says that poetry only reflects the beautiful things and the image of poetry as the ideal and the beautiful.  
“Poetry is indeed something divine. It is at once the centre and circumference of knowledge; it is that which comprehends all science, and that to which all science must be referred.”
    Poetry is something divine reflecting Plato`s theory of inspiration. Poetry is the centre and knowledge starts from poetry.  all knowledge begins with knowledge this is like Sydney`s the first milk to all knowledge.  The highest forms of knowledge are also forms of poetry. So poetry is the beginning and the end of all knowledge. 
· What is poetry? (Or) who are poets?
“A poet, as he is the author to others of the highest wisdom, pleasure, virtue, and glory, so he ought personally to be the happiest, the best, the wisest, and the most illustrious of men.”
He is the happiest and the wisest. 
He is the wisest because he always creates and recreates new sources of knowledge and because all knowledge comes from poetry. He is the happiest because he always creates pleasure for others and he has the ability to express himself sharing his ideas with others. He creates pleasure so he is happiest because he is able to make other people, so he feels good about himself.   
“Poetry turns all things to loveliness”
Imagination makes everything seem lovely, beautiful and ideal. 
“They are the unacknowledged legislators of the world”.
The poet is able to express his imagination. It is poetry that teaches us all these things. It is from poetry that we learn about friendship, beauty. 
· The practical criticism:
The paraphrase is to say what the poet says or explain it? (This is not required)
· When you have a poem (from Wordsworth, Shelley, Coleridge) in the critical part:
-1- To remind yourself about this critic. 
-2- For example; things or characteristics of Wordsworth like: nature and what is the role of nature? Setting; is it a rustic area? 
I wandered Lonely as a Cloud
The setting is in the countryside where there are daffodils. It is a typical Wordsworthian setting of romanticism.

     The setting is in the city of London. Why he describes the city when he is against city life?   When London is sleep is an image of death. He enjoys that image. This is surprising as people usually enjoy images of life not images of death. 
· Why he enjoys the images of death?
 The industry is dead so as a result all factories are dead. He does not enjoy London when it is awake or when people are moving but he enjoys it when it is still sleep. When it is still sleep it is in harmony with nature. So it is not the description of the city life but it is a description when the city is sleep and dead and he can find beauty even when the city is sleep. This setting is unusual.

1: See what the setting is; is it a typical setting of the critic? In I wander Lonely as a Cloud the setting is a typical one of Wordsworth. This is the same as in The Solitary Reaper. 

2: The characters: they are rustic figure in the two previous poems. 
3: How these characters function together? What is the interaction?
4: Language. What type of language? Is it a rustic language?
· If I have a poem of Wordsworth, what are the things that I suppose to look for?
-1: Memory. In the three poems there is a memory of something. 
-2: Make the ordinary unordinary: in I Wonder Lonely as a Cloud, the daffodils dancing and the human beings become a cloud. In the Solitary Reapers: the voice of the reaper into a magical voice. 
3: The Meter and the Rhythm: 
4: Exposition.
5: Creating the pleasure. Sometimes the source of pleasure is rhythm. But in other poems as I Wonder Lonely as a Cloud, the pleasure is when the daffodils dancing. In The Solitary Reaper the source of pleasure is the song or the sound. 
6: Expression; what are the feelings that he is trying to express? Expressing the feeling spontaneously.
7: Imagination: the ordinary into the unordinary creating images. 
8: What is the stimulant? What makes the poet write the poem? Or what is the stimulant that makes the characters do what they do?   In The Solitary Reaper the stimulant is the when he saw the young woman? Or when he read about her? The stimulant of the reaper is nature most of the time it is nature. 

9: The Theme of Isolation: you can say it or not.
10: The Process of Writing Poetry.
· Do not explain the poem as a whole, look for these things in the poem. 
* Do not write an introduction about the poet, you can only one or two lines. 
· If we have a poem about Coleridge, what you are supposing to write about? 
1: Imagination: images; both ordinary images the product of the primary imagination and more importantly we will look for strange, unusual and un-apprehended thoughts, images and ideas which are the product of secondary imagination? 
2: Characters: educated, ideal, strange and independent characters. In The Ancient Mariner, the secondary imagination is in the whole experience and the whole story is unusual and strange. 
3: Setting: it is unusual and strange setting. 
4: The Interaction: the interaction between man and his surroundings. How man affect his surroundings and how he affected by the surroundings? 
5: Language; elevated language for educated people, and we also suppose to look how the language reflects the secondary imagination?



· If you get a poem by Shelley, what are going to look about?
1: Imagination
2: Characters: the ideal, the good and the beautiful characters. 
3: To look for where are the beautiful, the ideal and the general; as the poet should not talk about his own self and his own conceptions about good and bad. He supposes to write about concepts that are related to all humanity. Poetry teaches us about love, wisdom, courage, where this can be shown in the poem?
· Do not gather all the images in one paragraph but each one comes within explanation. 

· The Final Exam: 
- It is a long poem. 
- The definitions
- Three essay questions.
- The short notes questions. 
The conclusion: 
To Wordsworth, most of the time, there is something that makes him feel excited or stimulated to feel pleasure and he wants to share that pleasure.
To Coleridge, it is a little bit more philosophical. Why he writes this? What he trying to tell us? What is the message? What did you feel and how do you react to the poem? (Your own reaction)  What is unusual, different and new in this poem?
