Chapter 2 : How are language and speech produced ?
-The cerebellum (the part of the brain devoted to programming, timing and coordination of all voluntary muscular movements)  sends hundreds of messages along the nerve path ways which go to the appropriate muscles in the head , neck , in the back , in the arms , in the legs and in the feet .
-There are 4 stages for speech production :
1- Conceptualization : 
-Speech does not start from nothing. We don't know enough about this stage .
2- Formulation :
-Slips of the tongue are important because they help to reveal the unconscious mind. They don't come randomly. Sounds and words are not thrown together arbitrarily. There is a clear and linear order of putting words into our mouths.
-Speech errors function as a window to the formulation process.
-When we mistake , we make errors within the boundaries and the framework of a certain language structure. Errors occur at a predictable points and follow predictable patterns . "There is a system for making errors "

{l} and {r} are two consonants which share many phonetic features .
-Slips of the tongue also reveal that when we formulate speech , we are not only influenced by the sound system , we are also conditioned by the way words are put together.

Four-doors here is adjective and adjectives don't come 
plural .
)-A common error by learner of English is to say :
*A four-doors car  ×
*Apples pie ×
- What happens here is that the learner extends the plural to the formation of noun phrases. 
 -Native speakers correct themselves when they err but learners of English experience great difficulty recognizing what was wrong and how to correct it .
-The fact that when native speakers correct themselves, they show how they are paying attention to grammar.
-How we choose to formulate what we say or write is by Politeness of social appropriateness. 


3- Articulation :  
-Unless all of the electrical impulses coming from your brain in the term of speech are transformed into audible and comprehensible articulations.
-No words are heard and nothing is communicated.
-Speech has now become the primary function of the larynx.
