Pride and Prejudice

by Jane Austen

· The language: it is very simple and easy language. 
· The 19th century writers used to write descriptive language. It can take pages describing the curtains, the dress, and every single detail even the weather, the scenery, the clouds, the rains … etc. but Jane Austen does not follow this way. In Jane Austen’s novel, there is not any description and the whole novel is dialogue and conversational. The conversational style makes the novel more easy to understand and get inside the novel. 
· The most important sentence in the 18th century literature and novel is the first sentence in the novel. This sentence has a lot of information so that it tells the plot.
Chapter One: The first sentence in “Pride and Prejudice”:

IT is a truth universally acknowledged, that a single man in possession of a good fortune must be in want of a wife.
· “IT is a truth universally acknowledged” the whole universe acknowledge that and knows this truth. Truth means facts as if she is giving scientific information. 
· “that a single man in possession of a good fortune must be in want of a wife”, this is the irony of the novel. She is saying this sentence as if it is a discovery. Of course, it is not a universal fact but it is something that Jane Austen wants to attract our attention to it. 
· This sentence gave us the plot. The plot is going to be about fortune, single man, marriage and looking for a wife. She put the plot in a very ironic way and mocking it. 
However little known the feelings or views of such a man may be on his first entering a neighbourhood,

· Nobody knows the views and feelings of this man who is just came to the neighborhood. 
this truth is so well fixed in the minds of the surrounding families, 

· This truth will not be changed in the minds of the surrounding families. There is a truth that there is a sing wealthy man who is looking for a wife. 
that he is considered as the rightful property of some one or other of their daughters.
· Not only they believe that he is a single man that is looking for a wife but also each family will think of their own daughters. 
Then Jane Austen entered directly into a dialogue:
``My dear Mr. Bennet,'' said his lady to him one day, ``have you heard that Netherfield Park is let at last?''
· Mrs. Bennet is the first character speaks and we are introduced to. Mrs. Bennet is basically what Austen wants to critic in the sentimental novel or novel of sensibility as Mrs. Bennet is too sentimental. 
· Mrs. Bennet is too sensitive and emotional as when we read, we will find that she says “my nerves are suffering”, “habit on me” and “I have no patience” – like she asked her husband to visit the new single man and Mr. Bennet refused, then she cannot be a patient and her nerves are suffering. 
· So, portraying a lady as being too emotional is something common and even in feminist theory. There is a male domination in writing and they are the ones who made the trends and the rules, so basically what they did is always portray woman as being too emotional. Mrs. Bennet is this person who is too emotional. She is a typical woman and was made in a stereotype. 
· Mrs. Bennet is a shallow trivial character who care about trivial things and exaggerate in her emotions and reactions. Mrs. Bennet is a sympathetic character. She is a mother and she is kind. She loves her daughters so much. She is a mother who wants the benefit of her daughters except that she is a shallow person who thinks only for one thing which is the marriage of her daughters. She might be the product of her society. She speaks a lot of things that may be embarrassing for her daughters but she is not intelligent enough, so we pity her. 
· Mr. Bennet always makes fun of Mrs. Bennet. The whole comedy of the novel runs around Mr. Bennet. 
``My dear Mr. Bennet,'' said his lady to him one day, ``have you heard that Netherfield Park is let at last?''
· In the 18th century, the houses were have names. 
Mr. Bennet replied that he had not.

· Mr. Bennet replies that he had just known and did not hear about before.
``But it is,'' returned she; ``for Mrs. Long has just been here, and she told me all about it.''

Mr. Bennet made no answer.

· Mr. Bennet ignores Mrs. Bennet’s talks and made no answer. This shows that he is a typical English man and she is a typical English woman of the 18th century and this is where realism goes in. 
``Do not you want to know who has taken it?'' cried his wife impatiently.

· She is not speaking to him only but she also speaks loudly. She speaks to him loudly and impatiently asking him whether he do not want to know about that new man. 
``You want to tell me, and I have no objection to hearing it.''

This was invitation enough.
· She is satisfied with what he said. 
``Why, my dear, you must know, Mrs. Long says that Netherfield is taken by a young man of large fortune from the north of England; that he came down on Monday in a chaise and four to see the place, and was so much delighted with it that he agreed with Mr. Morris immediately; that he is to take possession before Michaelmas, and some of his servants are to be in the house by the end of next week.''
· Notice how little he speaks and how much he does. 
``What is his name?''

``Bingley.''

``Is he married or single?''

``Oh! single, my dear, to be sure! A single man of large fortune; four or five thousand a year. What a fine thing for our girls!''

· Notice that men are valued with numbers. So, they not only care that he is rich but they care also how much he had. Later on when Darcy comes he will have ten thousand a year. But here Bingley is four or five thousand a year. 
``How so? how can it affect them?''

· Mr. Bennet knows but he is just playing on Mrs. Bennet’s nerve or may be he wanted to explain more. 
``My dear Mr. Bennet,'' replied his wife, ``how can you be so tiresome! You must know that I am thinking of his marrying one of them.''

``Is that his design in settling here?''

· “design” means is that what he is looking for? 
``Design! nonsense, how can you talk so! But it is very likely that he may fall in love with one of them, and therefore you must visit him as soon as he comes.''

· She wants Mr. Bennet to visit Bingley because in the English tradition, you visit the person first and then after a day or two he has to return the visit. If he returns the visit, he will see the daughters and fall in love with one of them. So, Mrs. Bennet had a plan. 
``I see no occasion for that.

· Although Mr. Bennet intended to visit him and he knows that he cannot escape from this visit because of his wife, he still plays with her nerve. 
You and the girls may go, or you may send them by themselves, which perhaps will be still better; for, as you are as handsome as any of them, Mr. Bingley might like you the best of the party.''

· He is giving his wife a complement. 

``My dear, you flatter me.
· She is happy with her husband complement. Then she kept insisting on him visiting Bingley or other families like the Lucas family will go and he may like one of their daughters. 
· So, she tried to convince him and he played with her nerve and says; May be he likes Lizzy. He means Elizabeth. Elizabeth is his favorite daughter. Then Mrs. Bennet told him that she was planning for Jane because Jane is the eldest and the most beautiful. 
· So, through the dialogue between the parents we come to know the names of the daughters and who is the intelligent and who is the beautiful. 
· The mother is unhappy and she said to him that it is not fair to make Elizabeth over the other daughters and then he said something that Jane Austen wanted to emphasize in her novel;
``They have none of them much to recommend them,'' replied he; ``they are all silly and ignorant like other girls; but Lizzy has something more of quickness than her sisters.''

· These words are about the English girls of the eighteenth century. This is not the opinion of Jane Austen that the girls of the eighteenth century are silly but this is the view of the society at that time. It is something that she wanted to highlight. It is an irony that the men view women as silly and ignorant. So, Jane Austen wanted to highlight that women at that time were accused of being silly and ignorant. So, Jane Austen criticizes this in her novel and highlight that women were misjudged at that time. So, Jane Austen made the father criticize his own daughters. 
· At the end Mrs. Bennet said;

``Mr. Bennet, how can you abuse your own children in such way? You take delight in vexing me. You have no compassion on my poor nerves.''

· The reply of Mrs. Bennet is very ironic;
``You mistake me, my dear. I have a high respect for your nerves. They are my old friends. I have heard you mention them with consideration these twenty years at least.''
· Mr. Bennet is known to be a very sarcastic character. He uses words that has double meanings and makes fun of his wife in a very sarcastic way. 
· By “these twenty years at least” he means the years of their marriage. 
· Then we have a description of Mr. Bennet and Mrs. Bennet from the narrator;
Mr. Bennet was so odd a mixture of quick parts, sarcastic humour, reserve, and caprice, that the experience of three and twenty years had been insufficient to make his wife understand his character.

· “caprice” means sudden changeable mood and behavior. 
· Although there are more than twenty years passed on their marriage, still Mrs. Bennet does not understand Mr. Bennet’s character. She does not know whether he is making fun of her, he is serious, he is telling the truth, he is just playing with her nerve and this is the way Jane Austen portrayed the typical marriage at that time. 
Her mind was less difficult to develope. She was a woman of mean understanding, little information, and uncertain temper. When she was discontented, she fancied herself nervous. The business of her life was to get her daughters married; its solace was visiting and news.
· “solace” means her main job to do. Basically she is good at being very trivial, very shallow and the business of her life is to get her daughters married. 
Chapter Two:

· Mr. Bennet told them that he has visited Bingley. Everyone tried to get information from the father how the house of Bingley looks like and Mr. Bennet gives them no information which frustrates the wife and the girls as well. 
· After two pages from the beginning of the chapter, there is an ironical dialogue; Mrs. Bennet is speaking and she kept complaining. 
· Mr. Bennet in a very weird way asked Elizabeth;

``When is your next ball to be, Lizzy?''

· And Elizabeth answered;
``To-morrow fortnight.''

· “fortnight” means two weeks.
· Then Mr. Bennet asked Elizabeth whether she is going to dance or wear such hate in front of Mr. Bingley, and Mrs. Bennet answered that Mr. Bingley will not know their daughters if he did not go to visit him. Then Mr. Bennet said that he will visit him this morning and Mrs. Bennet was so happy, suddenly there was a change in the mood and they became happy. Then Mr. Bennet left the room and Mrs. Bennet said;
``What an excellent father you have, girls,'' said she, when the door was shut. ``I do not know how you will ever make him amends for his kindness; or me either, for that matter. At our time of life, it is not so pleasant I can tell you, to be making new acquaintance every day; but for your sakes, we would do any thing. Lydia, my love, though you are the youngest, I dare say Mr. Bingley will dance with you at the next ball.''

· Mrs. Bennet told the girls that their father is excellent and will do anything for their sake (but it is only a visit). Then, since Mr. Bennet decided to visit Bingley, Mrs. Bennet started to plan for the next step. 
· Since all families had already visited Mr. Bingley, there is information circulated that Mr. Bingley will travel to London to bring a party (his friends) with him. There was a news saying that Bingley’s party are twelve women and six men. The Bennets were sad with this news. Eventually when he comes to the ball (حفلة راقصة), he brings with him only his two sisters and the husband of one of his sisters and his friend. 
Chapter Three:
NOT all that Mrs. Bennet, however, with the assistance of her five daughters, could ask on the subject was sufficient to draw from her husband any satisfactory description of Mr. Bingley. They attacked him in various ways; with barefaced questions, ingenious suppositions, and distant surmises; but he eluded the skill of them all; and they were at last obliged to accept the second-hand intelligence of their neighbour Lady Lucas. Her report was highly favourable. Sir William had been delighted with him. He was quite young, wonderfully handsome, extremely agreeable, and, to crown the whole, he meant to be at the next assembly (إجتماع - حفلة) with a large party (large group). Nothing could be more delightful! To be fond of dancing was a certain step towards falling in love; and very lively hopes of Mr. Bingley's heart were entertained.

· The style of writing in this paragraph is all ironic. This is the description of their neighbor. 
· At that time, all what they thought about is that if you dance with someone, there is a high chance to fall in love with him and get married. This is why later in the ball when they came back, they were happy because he danced with Jane twice but with the other girls he only danced once. So, Jane’s chances are more. 
``If I can but see one of my daughters happily settled at Netherfield,'' said Mrs. Bennet to her husband, ``and all the others equally well married, I shall have nothing to wish for.''

· So, this is her only wish for her daughter. 

And when the party entered the assembly room, it consisted of only five altogether; Mr. Bingley, his two sisters, the husband of the oldest, and another young man.

· The heroine or the protagonist of the novel was introduced at the beginning and she did not speak at all but she was introduced through the dialogue of her parents. She was introduced as the intelligent daughter of Mr. Bennet. Then, we are introduced here to the hero of the novel. The narrator did not give us the hero’s name but just introduced him as a young man coming with Mr. Bingley. 
After that we get the description of Mr. Bingley fron the third person narrator point of view:
Mr. Bingley was good looking and gentlemanlike; he had a pleasant countenance, and easy, unaffected manners.
· “countenance” means facial expressions. 
His sisters were fine women, with an air of decided fashion. His brother-in-law, Mr. Hurst, merely looked the gentleman;

· Notice that these descriptions are said by the narrator, so we should take it as facts. But if a character who is telling this description, it will be just the character’s point of view. 
Then the narrator gives a description of Mr. Darcy:
but his friend Mr. Darcy soon drew the attention of the room by his fine, tall person, handsome features, noble mien; and the report which was in general circulation within five minutes after his entrance, of his having ten thousand a year.

· “mien” means character, so he has a noble character. So, Mr. Darcy entered the room and five minutes later, everybody knows that this person makes ten thousand a year. So, Mr. Darcy is more wealthy, is more better, is in a higher level and more rich than Bingley. 
The gentlemen pronounced him to be a fine figure of a man, the ladies declared he was much handsomer than Mr. Bingley, 
· Notice that at that time, the word ‘handsome’ was used to describe a man or a woman but now in modern English the word ‘handsome’ is used only for man. 
and he was looked at with great admiration for about half the evening,
· In this part, Jane Austen made suspense as once Darcy entered everybody’s attention was on him for half the evening. 

till his manners gave a disgust which turned the tide of his popularity; for he was discovered to be proud, 
· So, he attracted the people’s attention till he discovered to be proud and this turned his popularity down. So, the pride of Mr. Darcy that led to the prejudice against him from Elizabeth. 
· “for he was discovered to be proud” is said as if he is discovered to be sick or he is discovered to be a thief although pride is not something negative. 
· Pride is not something negative and this is why, later, through the discussion between the girls who were accused of being silly and ignorant we come to a conversation that is very intelligent. They are going to discuss the difference between vanity and pride. They will show that being pride is not something negative while vanity is something negative. 
to be above his company, and above being pleased; and not all his large estate in Derbyshire could then save him from having a most forbidding, disagreeable countenance, and being unworthy to be compared with his friend.
· So, basically, Mr. Bingley goes up to the surface again as being the better as on the other hand Mr. Darcy was disagreeable to people and they do not like him. Mr. Darcy rarely speaks and if he spoke, he would reply with one or two words. He thinks high of himself as he came from the town to those people of the country and he think that those people are inferior and he is superior. So, he does not dance with anyone except the sisters of Mr. Bingley and he does not spoke to anyone, so gradually his popularity came down between the neighborhoods. 
His character was decided. He was the proudest, most disagreeable man in the world, and every body hoped that he would never come there again. Amongst the most violent against him was Mrs. Bennet, whose dislike of his general behaviour was sharpened into particular resentment by his having slighted one of her daughters.

· So, people already decided the character of Mr. Darcy just from the first ball. Mrs. Bennet was among the people who hated Darcy, but till now we do not know why she hated him. 
· “resentment” means hate. So, Mrs. Bennet hated him because he has offended one of her daughters. 

Then the narrator gave us the story of offending Elizabeth that made prejudice arise:
Elizabeth Bennet had been obliged, by the scarcity (نادر) of gentlemen, to sit down for two dances; and during part of that time, Mr. Darcy had been standing near enough for her to overhear a conversation between him and Mr. Bingley, who came from the dance for a few minutes to press his friend to join it.

· During the ball, there are ten dances (مقطوعة راقصة) played and each time the dancer change his partner but for Elizabeth, in two of the dances, she did not find a partner so she sat down. She did not find a partner because there were not a lot of men in the ball. 
``Come, Darcy,'' said he, ``I must have you dance. I hate to see you standing about by yourself in this stupid manner. You had much better dance.''

``I certainly shall not. You know how I detest it, unless I am particularly acquainted with my partner. At such an assembly as this, it would be insupportable. Your sisters are engaged, and there is not another woman in the room whom it would not be a punishment to me to stand up with.''

· When Bingley asked Darcy to come and dance, Darcy answered him that Bingley’s sisters are engaged in dancing with other partner and he cannot find another woman whom he can dance with in the party and this woman does not considered a punishment for him (. 
``I would not be so fastidious as you are,'' cried Bingley, ``for a kingdom! Upon my honour I never met with so many pleasant girls in my life, as I have this evening; and there are several of them, you see, uncommonly pretty.''

· “fastidious” means concerned with details. Mr. Bingley said to Darcy; do not be so precise (دقيق). Then he told him that there are a lot of pretty girls in the party, so what is wrong with you. 
``You are dancing with the only handsome girl in the room,'' said Mr. Darcy, looking at the eldest Miss Bennet.
· Darcy was looking to the eldest daughter of Mr. Bennet namely Jane. So, Darcy told Bingley that he is dancing with the only pretty girl in the party and otherwise there is not any pretty lady. 
``Oh! she is the most beautiful creature I ever beheld! But there is one of her sisters sitting down just behind you, who is very pretty, and I dare say very agreeable. Do let me ask my partner to introduce you.''
``Which do you mean?'' and turning round, he looked for a moment at Elizabeth, till catching her eye, he withdrew his own and coldly said, ``She is tolerable; but not handsome enough to tempt me; and I am in no humour at present to give consequence to young ladies who are slighted by other men. You had better return to your partner and enjoy her smiles, for you are wasting your time with me.''
· Bingley told Darcy that the sister of this pretty girl is sitting behind him and she is also pretty, then Darcy turned and look at Elizabeth then he said that she is “tolerable” which means she is not bad but “not handsome enough” and I am not going to entertain girls who had been ignored by other men. Of course, this is very offensive. So, Elizabeth disliked Darcy because she was near and heard the conversation between them and heard what Darcy said. 
· Elizabeth judged Darcy because she hated him. Elizabeth started to tell the story to everybody because she is very confident young girl. 
Chapter Four:
They were of a respectable family in the north of England; a circumstance more deeply impressed on their memories than that their brother's fortune and their own had been acquired by trade.

· Jane Austen is ironic in these lines. They were of a respectable family in the north of England but they were proud of that or they acted as if they earned their money from trade which is not true as this class of landed gentry gain their money by inheritance. So, she is criticizing those landed gentry being too proud of their money that they did not earn or make or work hard for, and in spite of that they are proud of their inheritance. 
Mr. Bingley inherited property to the amount of nearly an hundred thousand pounds from his father, who had intended to purchase an estate, but did not live to do it. -- Mr. Bingley intended it likewise, and sometimes made choice of his county; but as he was now provided with a good house and the liberty of a manor, it was doubtful to many of those who best knew the easiness of his temper, whether he might not spend the remainder of his days at Netherfield, and leave the next generation to purchase.
· So, Mr. Bingley inherited his money from his father who was intended to buy an estate but he died before he accomplished it and then came Bingley and decided to live with the money and may be the next generations will buy the estate or what Bingley’s father intended to do. 

Between him and Darcy there was a very steady friendship, in spite of a great opposition of character. -- Bingley was endeared to Darcy by the easiness, openness, ductility of his temper, though no disposition could offer a greater contrast to his own, and though with his own he never appeared dissatisfied.
In understanding, Darcy was the superior. Bingley was by no means deficient, but Darcy was clever. He was at the same time haughty, reserved, and fastidious, and his manners, though well bred, were not inviting. In that respect his friend had greatly the advantage. Bingley was sure of being liked wherever he appeared; Darcy was continually giving offence.
· So, there is a comparison between Darcy and Bingley. Although Darcy is better and superior and clever and haughty but in comparison to Bingley, Darcy was hated. 
· Austen is criticizing the landed gentry, she is mocking the social class and society and how people think of themselves very high and change attitude and manner. 

Chapter Five:
WITHIN a short walk of Longbourn lived a family with whom the Bennets were particularly intimate. Sir William Lucas had been formerly in trade in Meryton, where he had made a tolerable fortune and risen to the honour of knighthood by an address to the King during his mayoralty (العمودية). The distinction had perhaps been felt too strongly. It had given him a disgust to his business and to his residence in a small market town; and quitting them both, he had removed with his family to a house about a mile from Meryton, denominated from that period Lucas Lodge, where he could think with pleasure of his own importance, and, unshackled by business, occupy himself solely in being civil to all the world. For though elated by his rank, it did not render him supercilious; on the contrary, he was all attention to every body. By nature inoffensive, friendly and obliging, his presentation at St. James's had made him courteous.
· All his time he is occupied in being civil (متحضر). So, Jane Austen here is making fun of society. “supercilious” means behaving as being superior to others. Although he felt himself more important than his house but still he was nice to people. 
Lady Lucas was a very good kind of woman, not too clever to be a valuable neighbour to Mrs. Bennet. -- They had several children. The eldest of them, a sensible, intelligent young woman, about twenty-seven, was Elizabeth's intimate friend.

· Another example of a husband and a wife is Lucas where the husband is reserved and the good character, and the wife is not clever. Mr. and Mrs. Lucas have a daughter called Charlotte and she is the best friend of Elizabeth. 
Then we have discussion between Charlotte and Elizabeth:
``His pride,'' said Miss Lucas, ``does not offend me so much as pride often does, because there is an excuse for it. One cannot wonder that so very fine a young man, with family, fortune, every thing in his favour, should think highly of himself. If I may so express it, he has a right to be proud.''
· So, Charlotte (Miss Lucas) gave him an excuse of being proud. He has a reason to be proud. It is normal for him to be proud because of his family, his money and his character and his look, so why should not he proud. 
``That is very true,'' replied Elizabeth, ``and I could easily forgive his pride, if he had not mortified mine.''
· Notice that the conversation between the two girls is very sensible, very rational and not being trivial or silly. So, Austen did not ridicule the girls or their conversation. Actually the conversation between the girls is reasonable, which actually contradicts the mothers and the description of them as being not clever, silly and ignorant. 
· Elizabeth said that she forgives Darcy’s pride but he offended her own prides and this is where she cannot forgive him. 
Vanity and pride are different things, though the words are often used synonimously. A person may be proud without being vain. Pride relates more to our opinion of ourselves, vanity to what we would have others think of us.''
· “Vanity” (الغرور) means excessive pride of one’s appearance or achievement. 
· So, according to their description, vanity is what people think of me while pride is what I am thinking about myself. Marry id the one who said that, she is the most intelligent daughter of Mr. Bennet. 
Chapter Six:
``Well,'' said Charlotte, ``I wish Jane success with all my heart; and if she were married to him to-morrow, I should think she had as good a chance of happiness as if she were to be studying his character for a twelvemonth. Happiness in marriage is entirely a matter of chance. If the dispositions of the parties are ever so well known to each other, or ever so similar before-hand, it does not advance their felicity in the least. They always contrive to grow sufficiently unlike afterwards to have their share of vexation; and it is better to know as little as possible of the defects of the person with whom you are to pass your life.''

· In this conversation, Charlotte and Elizabeth are discussing the ball and that Jane and Bingley dance twice and they were happy.
· Jane Austen makes Charlotte speaks in the voice of society at that time. Charlotte tells Elizabeth that Jane must make more effort. Elizabeth was shocked and she asked what effort. Charlotte said that there should be more dinners with families and they should talk together longer. So, the voice of society at that time was that it is the woman’s job to hunt a man. So, if she is good in hunting men, she will get a good husband. 
· “I wish Jane success with all my heart” as if Jane is going to have an exam. 
``You make me laugh, Charlotte; but it is not sound. You know it is not sound, and that you would never act in this way yourself.''

· “it is not sound” means = غير معقول. So, Elizabeth disagrees with Charlotte. 
· Then Elizabeth and Darcy meet again and she refused to dance with him even when he asked her to dance with him. He develops an attraction towards Elizabeth. This attraction was gradual not of a sudden and this is what Austen wants to emphasize. This is a feminist point of view (physical appearance and intelligence and manners and the inner beauty). 
· When Darcy talked more to Elizabeth and know her more and know her inner beauty, he started to be attracted to her and be fond of her on the contrary of his opinion at the beginning. So, he gradually develops a passion towards her and he proposes to her as well but she refused because he loves her in pride.  
Chapter Seven:

· The theme of inheritance is very important in the novel as Darcy inherited from his farther; Bingley inherited from his father and the big issue of inheritance is found in the Bennets. 
MR. BENNET'S property consisted almost entirely in an estate of two thousand a year, which, unfortunately for his daughters, was entailed, in default of heirs male, on a distant relation; and their mother's fortune, though ample for her situation in life, could but ill supply the deficiency of his. Her father had been an attorney in Meryton, and had left her four thousand pounds.

· The mother has not lot of money as her father was an attorney in Meryton and left her only four thousand pounds. So, she only had inherited from her father and she had not any income. 
· “attorney” means a lawyer (محامي). Attorney was not a respectable job at that time. Working people at that time was not something to be proud of. 
· “entailed” is a law settle the inheritance of property over a number of generations, so that ownership remains with a rule. So, when the grandfather bought the state he put a rule that no body inherit it except the ones who hold the name Bennet. So, the girls cannot inherit it because it will goes to their husbands and the name become Darcy or Bingley.
