Should means...it would be a good idea.

You should eat something you are hungry.
Youshould read a book and turn off the television.
Theyshould stop being so loud.

We should have a party at the beach.

Could or might are more gentle than
should....

You could read a book.

They might like the movie.

We could buy some candy.

I might play basketball.

He could win your blue marble.
