1- Women's work during the Tudor era 

Concerning poor women, a Single woman could work as a servant. It was not an option for married women. A servant was considered a job for the young woman, because women used to work as servants to save money then get married. 

Here is the classification of the Tudor women's work: 
· Peasants

· Merchants' wives. 
· Midwifes, wet nurses and doctors

Peasants: the peasant family was an economic one. Everyone works his ability. Women work alongside with their men in the master's land. If the peasant is not working in the field, she could work as a servant.  The housewife would milk cows, raise chickens, and make her butter and cheese. She would also sell extra butter and cheese at market. 

Merchants' wives: Married women would help as her husband's partner. She would help her partner in the family's business. If the merchant was travelling, she would look after the business and run the estate. The merchant leaves his business to his wife, because she would be able to run it. A merchants wife would have own her business. She would allow her husband to manage her business. 

Midwifes, wet nurses and doctors: 
The most prestigious at that time was the midwife. The midwife was essential, because men were not invited into birth room. The midwife was a respected figure in the community.  
A wet nurse is a job woman a village woman could do for extra money. It was not common among the upper classes to nurse their own children, so they hired nurses to do that.  

Licensed women doctors: they were unusual although some women were skilled as doctors and surgeons. They were very well known. 

2- Coffeehouses in England in the 16th century.  
England in the previous ages suffered from a long period of wars within England and without England, with France, Scotland and elsewhere. With the advent of Tudors, comes the peace and settlement of England as a whole country. Peace and settlement always bring satisfactions in needs and people begin to look for something beyond their needs. They begin to trade and discover things and go and come. New things were discovered at that time which was the "coffeehouses". The tea was the most popular drink for the aristocratics at that time. The English had a tea named after them, "the English afternoon tea". Nowadays statistics say that People in England drink more than five mugs of coffee during a day. Let us discover how it comes to the English culture and hot it became something popular that overcome the tea, the popular drink the English were known for. 

I will start with the etymology of the word "coffee". The word "coffee" entered English in 1598 via Dutch koffie. This word was created via Turkish kahve, the Turkish pronunciation Arabic" qahwa", a truncation of qahhwat al-bun or wine of the bean. One possible origin of the name is the Kingdom of Kaffa in Ethiopia, where the coffee plant originated; its name there is bunn or bunna.

 Largely through the efforts of the British East India Company and the Dutch East India Company, coffee became available in England no later than the 16th century according to Leonhard Rauwolf's 1583 account.

The first coffeehouse in England was opened in St. Michael's Alley in Cornhill. The proprietor was Pasqua Rosée, the servant of Daniel Edwards, a trader in Turkish goods. The Grand Cafe in Oxford is alleged to be the first Coffee House in England, opened in 1650 by a Jewish man called Jacob. It is still open today. By 1675, there were more than 3,000 coffeehouses throughout England.

Women were not permitted in coffeehouses in London. Banning women from coffeehouses was not a universal idea. Women made a petition against coffee drink. This petition was anonymous in 1674. They decaled  

"The Excessive Use of that Newfangled, Abominable, Heathenish Liquor called COFFEE  has Eunucht our Husbands, and Crippled our more kind Gallants, that they are become as Impotent" 
In 1600 Pope Clement VIII, confirmed to consider that the 'coffee culture' is a heresy, 'foreign culture'. Many priests wanted to ban it, as the heretical Muslims drink it. 

There was no street in England without a coffeehouse where intellectuals used to go to these places and exchange their ideas. Charles II tried to suppress the London coffeehouses. 
3- Jolly Roger as a symbol  

The legend of the lord of Saigon: 
This symbol was connected to the templar. The Templers was a kind of society, mostly ardent crusaders. It was in Malta, on the borders of the Islamic world. There was a military order created to protect the crusades against Muslims. The legend I will handle is a bout one of the Templers called The legend of the lord of Saigon. 

He was a knight Templer, and he loved a lady. She died in her youth. In the night of her burial, he went to the graveyard and drugged the grave and extracted her coffin. Then he heard a mysterious voice telling him to come after 9 month. . When he came to the grace after 9 months, he found a skull and two bones of the leg. The same voice told him that it will bring good things for him. So, he took it with him. He was able to defeat his enemies only by showing them the skull. It became a" Jolly Roger", the flag of the pirates.  

People throughout history used this symbol. First, they used it as a symbol for The Cross Bones graveyard. It is a special kind of cemetery. Historians from a Tudor time called it a graveyard for a single woman. There are special kinds of prostitutes licensed by the church and given the right to practice adultery and prostitution, but after they die, they were buried in that graveyard, and they were denied the rituals of the burial. It is no more used for the burial of the prostitutes. 

People altered this symbol a bit. They removed the cross bones and put wings instead. This was originated in America in the 17th century, and then it was used in England. They used the wings to symbolize the journey of the soul from the mortal life to the immortal one

Tower of London

It is an ancient monument in London. The tower is on the northern part of Thames, on the eastern part of London. It was built by William the conqueror and his two sons in 1078. The bloody tower is one of the famous parts of it. It was called the bloody tower when it was believed to be the site of the murder of two young boys. Edward IV passed a way, leaving his two sons, Edward V and his youngest brother. Edward V was under minority, so his uncle, Richard was the lord's protector. The two brothers were confined in the tower of London. Richard has claimed himself as King Richard III. People believe that he murdered them in the tower of London.  This was discovered during the reign of Charles II. The water-gate is another part of the tower of London. The use of the tower as a prison is one famous reputation of the tower. Despite its reputation as a prison, there are only seven executions before the World War. The tower was used as a prison in the 16th and the 17th century. The executions were carried out outside the tower of London. Anne Boleyn and Catherine Howard were executed there. 
The lecture: 

Henry VIII issued the Act of Six Articles. He married Kathryn Howard; she was his fifth wife. She was the niece of Lord Norfolk. He was catholic. She was another lady- in-waiting. She has not reached 17 when she was beheaded. She was accused of adultery. Most of the historians said she committed adultery.  The last lady that he married was Katherine Parr. She was already a widow, wise. He died when she was still alive with him. He sealed the number of his marital life.  

Ireland was very much part of England. They accepted Henry VIII as their monarch. Wales was sending representatives to attend the English parliament. By the time he died, he left his son Edward. He was only 9. He passed out in 1447. His son Edward V took over in 1447.  He was so young. In a will, he entrusted the government to a council, not to one person. One member of this council is the uncle, the brother of Jane Seymour. He soon overpowered this council and became lord protector or the regent. After he took over, he became Duke of Somerset 

· The first issue he needed to address is to check the Scots and to have his queen betrothed to his nephew. He prepared a military campaign that was sent over to Scotland. The Scottish army was defeated. In secret, the Scots signed a treaty with France. Secretly Queen Mary was sent over from the western coast of Scotland over to France where she would marry the French king instead of Edward VI. 
· The most important about the characteristics of Duke of Somerset is that he was humane. This action of creating enclosure was not restricted to the lands landlords own. They went further in their action to enclose common land. This further increased the distress of the people. Because he was humane, and his faith in Protestantism was genuine, he set up what is known as "Enclosing Commission" to investigate the matters, who enclosed the common lands and who didn’t. 

· He was genuinely faithful. He ordered all pictures, statues, and paintings of the biblical figures to be destroyed within the church. Earlier they did this, but this didn’t include all churches. He made sure that these things were destroyed in all churches. 
· He asked the parliament to repeal the Act of Six Article and the laws of heresy.  Anne Boleyn and Kathryn Howard were accused of treason. Heresy is issued by the Pope himself. 
· He demolished the chantries. They are a group of people who do the mass for the dead. They don’t do it in the church, but outside in a place that belongs to the church. Their lands and endowments were taken and given to royal treasury. 

· In the old times, during the medieval times, clergymen would set at the alter and perform the Holy Communion. In a way, the bread and wine would become to the flesh and blood of the Christ. The bread was only eaten by clergymen at the Lord Supper. The Six Articles maintained the Lord Supper which means that it maintained the clergymen's authority. He wanted to maintain the priest's authority. Nowadays they are allowed to drink the bread but not to drink the wine. He allowed priests to marry, and he allowed the laymen to share in the Lord Supper. 
· He went even further to take up Cramer's Book of Prayer.  It was taken up by Duke of Somerset and it was composed in all churches of England  
· He passed An Act of Uniformity. The Pope of Rome just arranges the order of the masses, the order of the service. The service was said in English and Latin. He allowed the clergymen to say it in Latin. He united all churches, as all churches should take up Cramer's book .The reaction came from the west at the Devon and Cornwall. The rebels were crushed by the English troops. These troops were lead by earl of Earl of Warwick, another counselor.
Duke of Northumberland
Soon Earl of Warwick dislodged Duke of Somerset. He had him in prison and he soon took over. This Earl of Warwick was the son of Thomas Dudley. After he took over, he overpowered the whole council and he became known as Duke of Northumberland. 
To the contrast of Duke of Somerset, his interest in Protestantism was not genuine. His faith was not genuine. He saw went on to develop Protestantism in England, but he saw it as a way of increasing his wealth by taking the wealth of the churches. He also wanted to please the king who was an ardent protestant.

There was a social grievance about the land practiced by the upper class. He stopped the enclosing commission for a while. Any grievance issued that will be issued by the lower class will be treated as treason. This very much pleased the upper class whose fortune was increasing. There was a revolt. They used some of the endowments of the chantries and of the guilds to build grammar schools. These schools are known as King Edward VI Grammar Schools to please and to silence the protestors. 

England is a save haven for all the adaptors of the new faith coming all the way from Holland fearing the prosecutions of Charles V. It was under his control. He was catholic. They fled their country to stay in England. 
Protestant Reformers 

· Calvin was a French man; he took over after the death of Zwingli. He worked in Switzerland after the death of Zwingli. Calvinism is a branch of Protestantism.

· The Scottish John Knox is also a reformer.  
Bishop Ridley and Bishop Latimer encouraged duke of Duke of Northumberland to affect changes. They started in 1549 with The Act of Uniformity was issued. In two years time, Cramer issued second book of prayer. Another act of uniformity was issued in 1552 with essential changes from the first book of prayer. It kept the early items [the laymen would participate in the Lord Supper, and the priest would marry].  He added other items in the second book that were quiet influential:

In the second prayer book of Cramer which was taken up at the order of Duke of Northumberland:

· It became a must according to The Act of Uniformity issued in 1552 to replace the word "priest" with "minister".
· There should be no altar, as according to them, it does not belong to the Christian religion. It was substituted by a round table.
· The ban on publishing the books and the manual scripts was lifted, so everybody can read both the script and the bible. 
All these actions riffle the priests from their authority .There was a protest, but it was crushed down. 
Edward VI is almost 17. He grew to be very ill. He died of consumption. According to the will that was approved by the parliament, the will of King Henry VIII, Edward's sister, Mary, should follow him and ascend the throne. Henry VIII declared two of his daughters as bastards by a parliamentary act. When Anne Boleyn was executed, Princess Elizabeth was declared as bastard.             

Since Henry VIII can change the line of succession, so could Duke of Northumberland. He convinced Edward VI to change the will to exclude his sister from the line of succession in his will; he also excluded Mary of Scots. Duke of Northumberland wanted to replace them with Jane Grey, because he already secured her in marriage to one of his sons. He will remain in power. She was not interested; she refused him, so he had to lock in her room. This imprisonment was for a long time. Edward VI died, his death was not proclaimed at once, because Duke of Northumberland was trying his best to convince Grey to accept to become the queen of England. It was on in the fourth day of Edward's death that they declared the news, and he had to force her accept the crown of England
