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Henry VIII issued the Act of Six Articles. He married Kathryn Howard; she was his fifth wife. She was the niece of Lord Norfolk. He was catholic. She was another lady- in-waiting. She has not reached 17 when she was beheaded. She was accused of adultery. Most of the historians said she committed adultery.  The last lady that he married was Katherine Parr. She was already a widow, wise. He died when she was still alive with him. He sealed the number of his marital life.  

Ireland was very much part of England. They accepted Henry VIII as their monarch. Wales was sending representatives to attend the English parliament. By the time he died, he left his son Edward. He was only 9. He passed out in 1447. His son Edward V took over in 1447.  He was so young. In a will, he entrusted the government to a council, not to one person. One member of this council is the uncle, the brother of Jane Seymour. He soon overpowered this council and became lord protector or the regent. After he took over, he became Duke of Somerset 

1. The first issue he needed to address is to check the Scots and to have his queen betrothed to his nephew. He prepared a military campaign that was sent over to Scotland. The Scottish army was defeated. In secret, the Scots signed a treaty with France. Secretly Queen Mary was sent over from the western coast of Scotland over to France where she would marry the French king instead of Edward VI. 
2. The most important about the characteristics of Duke of Somerset is that he was humane. This action of creating enclosure was not restricted to the lands landlords own. They went further in their action to enclose common land. This further increased the distress of the people. Because he was humane, and his faith in Protestantism was genuine, he set up what is known as "Enclosing Commission" to investigate the matters, who enclosed the common lands and who didn’t. 

1. He was genuinely faithful. He ordered all pictures, statues, and paintings of the biblical figures to be destroyed within the church. Earlier they did this, but this didn’t include all churches. He made sure that these things were destroyed in all churches. 

2. He asked the parliament to repeal the Act of Six Article and the laws of heresy.  Anne Boleyn and Kathryn Howard were accused of treason. Heresy is issued by the Pope himself. 

3. He demolished the chantries. They are a group of people who do the mass for the dead. They don’t do it in the church, but outside in a place that belongs to the church. Their lands and endowments were taken and given to royal treasury. 

4. In the old times, during the medieval times, clergymen would set at the alter and perform the Holy Communion. In a way, the bread and wine would become to the flesh and blood of the Christ. The bread was only eaten by clergymen at the Lord Supper. The Six Articles maintained the Lord Supper which means that it maintained the clergymen's authority. He wanted to maintain the priest's authority. Nowadays they are allowed to drink the bread but not to drink the wine. He allowed priests to marry, and he allowed the laymen to share in the Lord Supper. 

5. He went even further to take up Cramer's Book of Prayer.  It was taken up by Duke of Somerset and it was composed in all churches of England  
6. He passed An Act of Uniformity. The Pope of Rome just arranges the order of the masses, the order of the service. The service was said in English and Latin. He allowed the clergymen to say it in Latin. He united all churches, as all churches should take up Cramer's book .The reaction came from the west at the Devon and Cornwall. The rebels were crushed by the English troops. These troops were lead by earl of Earl of Warwick, another counselor.

Duke of Northumberland   :   Soon Earl of Warwick dislodged Duke of Somerset.     He had him in prison and he soon took over. This Earl of Warwick was the son of Thomas Dudley. After he took over, he overpowered the whole council and he became known as Duke of Northumberland. 
To the contrast of Duke of Somerset, his interest in Protestantism was not genuine.(why)  His faith was not genuine. He went on to develop Protestantism in England, but he saw it as a way of increasing his wealth by taking the wealth of the churches. He also wanted to please the king who was an ardent protestant.  (2 causes)
There was a social grievance about the land practiced by the upper class. He stopped the enclosing commons for a while. Any grievance issued that will be issued by the lower class will be treated as treason. This very much pleased the upper class whose fortune was increasing. There was a revolt. They used some of the endowments of the chantries and of the guilds to build grammar schools. These schools are known as King Edward VI Grammar Schools to please and to silence the protestors. 
England has become a safe haven for all the adaptors of the new faith coming all the way from Holland fearing the prosecutions of Charles V. It was under his control. He was catholic. They fled their country to stay in England. 

Protestant Reformers 

· Calvin was a French man; he took over after the death of Zwingli. He worked in Switzerland after the death of Zwingli. Calvinism is a branch of Protestantism.

· The Scottish John Knox is also a reformer.  

Bishop Ridley and Bishop Latimer encouraged duke of Duke of Northumberland to affect changes. They started in 1549 with The Act of Uniformity was issued. In two years time, Cramer issued the Second Book of Prayer. Another act of uniformity was issued in 1552 with essential changes from the First Book of Prayer. It kept the early items [the laymen would participate in the Lord Supper, and the priest would marry].  He added other items in the second book that were quiet influential:

In the Second Prayer Book of Cramer which was taken up at the order of Duke of Northumberland:

1. It became a must according to The Act of Uniformity issued in 1552 to replace the word "priest" with "minister".

2. There should be no altar, as according to them, it does not belong to the Christian sacrificial religions . It was substituted by a round table.
3. The ban on publishing the books and the manual scripts was lifted, so everybody can read both the script and the bible. 

All these actions took down the priests from their authority .There was a protest, but it was crushed down. 

Edward VI is almost 17. He grew to be very ill. He died of consumption. According to the will that was approved by the parliament, the will of King Henry VIII, Edward's sister, Mary, should follow him and ascend the throne. Henry VIII declared two of his daughters as bastards by a parliamentary act. When Anne Boleyn was executed, Princess Elizabeth was declared as bastard.             


Since Henry VIII can change the line of succession, so could Duke of Northumberland. He convinced Edward VI to change the will to exclude his sister from the line of succession in his will; he also excluded Mary of Scots. Duke of Northumberland wanted to replace them with Jane Grey, because he already secured her in marriage to one of his sons. He will remain in power. She was not interested; she refused him, so he had to lock in her room. This imprisonment was for a long time. Edward VI died, his death was not proclaimed at once, because Duke of Northumberland was trying his best to convince Grey to accept to become the queen of England. It was on in the fourth day of Edward's death that they declared the news, and he had to force her accept the crown of England.
    Mary I of England
We talked about the corruption that overwhelmed England, not only the peasants and but also the clergymen. People were very contemptuous of corruption. When Edward VI died, Duke of Northumberland appointed Jane Grey against her wish. He kept the news of the monarch's death for 4 weeks, because he wanted to convince the parliament to have Jane Grey as the new queen. He secured her as a wife to one of his sons. This thing won't become approved until the legitimate heir, Mary, becomes under lock and key.  Therefore, he sent two of his son to capture her. She was taken in a place that was not very far from London. With an old adviser of her followers, she fled to the northern part. It was almost 100 mile. She rode day and night to get there, because Northumberland and his sons were after her. She fled to the northern part with her catholic supporters. When they went after her to the northern part, their troops mutinied and joined her supporters. She was very well received, not only by the northern people, as throughout her way to the north, people were supporting her, because they were sick and tired of the corruption of Northumberland.  Even the royal navy declared its allegiance to Mary. Therefore, she became the queen of England in 1553. She was the most admirable of the Tudors, but the least successful. 

She was 37 years old. She was not beautiful enough. She came because of her supporters and because of the corruption of Northumberland. She was separated from her mother and disinherited. She was declared through an act as an illegitimate child. This had an effect on her person. The only consolation she found was in religion. This religion is the religion of her mother which is Catholic doctrine. 

By the time she became the queen, Mary had two tasks in her mind: 

1. To restore the old doctrine as a service of the church. 

2. To bring back England under the control of the church in Rome. 

She held the parliament according to which:

1. The Latin service was revived. 
2. All acts of religions that were issued after the death of her father were cancelled.
3. She cancelled the divorce of her parents. This would make her a legitimate child.
By the time the parliament closed, they issued a petition that she would get married, but not to a foreigner. Actually, the parliament implored Mary to get married, because whenever the line of succession is vague, this means that there will be a problem at the country. Mary had in her mind something different than what her parliament had. She has already set her eyes on Philip, son of Charles V. He was her Spanish cousin. She saw that with his heir, she is going to bring the whole country back to Catholicism. The gab between the two is 11 years. Despite this gab, Philip and his father were eager to sign the marriage treaty between Spain and England, because they are badly in need for the British alliance in their war against France. 

The parliament was held and they agreed on this marriage on two conditions: 

· Prince Philip should cease to be the king of England after the death of Mary of Tudors. 

· No foreigners ( Spaniards ) should take up official positions in England.  
The couple agreed on these two conditions and the marriage treaty was signed when the parliament was off session. 

After her marriage, a second parliament was held according to which all laws issued by the parliament ever since 1521 were cancelled. This is her way to bring England back to Catholicism, to the bosom of the Roman church.

Protests in England: 

These things didn’t go on without protests. The father of Jane Grey protested against her actions. Jane Grey became the monarch of England for 15 days, and then she was deposed. There was another repel by the name of Thomas Wyatt. He has nothing to do with Catholicism or Protestantism. He wanted to have Elizabeth. Because the allegiance of the people is dedicated to Queen Mary, the protesters were crushed. Accordingly, Jane Grey and her father were executed. Although Thomas Wyatt declared on the scuffle, that Elizabeth has nothing to do with the conspiracy that he did, but in spite of everything, she beheaded Jane Grey and her father and imprisoned her sister in the tower. 

Mary gathered a parliament asking it to exclude Elizabeth from the line of inheritance, but the parliament was spoken up to reject her suggestion. Elizabeth was already disinherited and declared illegitimate by their father. 
The bells of the churches rang announcing Mary's pregnancy. She was happy, because   she will have an heir that will exclude Elizabeth from the line of inheritance. This will ensure England's stay within the bounds of the Roman church. Elizabeth was attending the masses out of caution rather than conviction. Even the prayer books were dropped when Mary revived all services in Latin.  

Right now, Mary is going on to execute the second issue that was in her mind which is turning whole England within the bounds of Roman church. 

· Gardiner and Edmund Bonner were ardent Catholics. They were in prison during the reign of Edward VI. Mary set them free and took them as her advisors. 
· The pope sent his legate over to England to take up the submission of the whole country. 
The Catholic Church needed to perform the rights of submission. The pope's legate would do these rights. Cardinal Pole was the pope's legate. He was a royalist from England. He got in a kind of disagreement with Henry VIII over the breaking away from the Roman church. He was his cousin.  Because of this disagreement, he was sent over to exile. He was made cardinal. This person was chosen to be the new legate of the pope in England. He also replaced Cranmer who was the Archbishop of Canterbury. 
He could not make it to England, because during the reign of Henry VIII, he issued An Act of Attainder against him. According to this act, the king has the right to punish him without either a trial or witnesses. Therefore, he fled England and he was made over there cardinal. He can't come back to England unless this act is being reversed. He was granted whatever he wanted and he came over to England. Right now, England has the Pope's legate who is ready to receive the submission of the whole country back to the Roman church. 

What is the attitude of the parliament of coming back to the Roman church? 

The parliament agreed on the return back to the English church on one condition. Everything will be written as it was except for the confiscated lands that belong to the masses and the churches. The confiscated land should be kept under the control of its owners, it should not return to the monasteries or to the churches.  

They agreed on that. The process of turning the whole country into Catholicism again has started. It was Cromwell's vision that the act should be in agreement between the monarch and his parliament. Bonner, Gardiner, and Cardinal Pole along with the Queen started the process of prosecution of the Protestants. Most historians said that King Philip has nothing to do with persecution of the Protestants in England. It was enough for him to prosecute Protestants in Holland. 

As soon as she took over, Mary gave the Protestants the chance to flee the country. Cranmer, Ridely, and Latimer stayed. 

Most of the clergymen, especially those who are married refuse to put aside their wives were deposed from their positions. 

The laws of heresy came back again. All the charged of heresy will be burnt on the stake. Those who didn’t endorse Catholicism or the new service will be burnt at the stake on the charge of heresy. 

 Most of those who were burnt were clergymen and laymen. One third of them were clergymen, and one third of them were women. One third of the burning took place in East Anglia. Half of the burning took place in London. This happened mostly among the lower and the middle classes of the English society. Those who were given the chance to flee the country fled, but the remainders and they didn’t want to attend the catholic service in Latin were be burnt 

This is something unprecedented. Nobody did execute this huge number of people. The average of execution in England was once a year, but during Mary's time, the average is twice a week. 

The reaction of the people: 

People were attending the execution. At the beginning, they used to cheer, clap and yield. But later, the mob's attitude has changed. They saw that those who were burnt down did not hesitate or change their mind; they stood firm on their faith. So instead of cheering, people started to encourage them out of sympathy. There were certain members of the families who would ask them to stand firm and not to hesitate.  [image: image1.png]
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
