A performative verb is one which, when used in a positive simple
present tense sentence with a 1st person singular subject, can make
the utterance of that sentence performative.
There are a number of performative verbs including: promise,
apologize, thank, approve, request, warn, congratulate.. etc.
E.g. I thank you all for attending.
I approve this message.
Although most performative utterances have 1st person
singular subjects, there are exceptions.
The following are some examples of these exceptions.
E.g. 1. “You are forbidden to leave this room.”
E.g. 2. “All passengers on flight number forty-seven are
requested to proceed to gate ten.”
E.g. 3. “We thank you for the compliment you have paid us.
