Performatives can be either explicit or implicit.
An explicit performative contains a performative verb
naming the act.
	E.g. I order you to go.
An implicit performative does not contain a performative
verb naming the act.
E.g. Go.
In the two examples above, we can achieve the same
purpose (giving an order) with “Go” as we did with “I order you to go.”
Consider the following two examples:
1. “There is a car coming.”
2. “I shall be there.”
These examples can either be constative utterances, or
implicit performatives.

Example 1 is an implicit performative if it is used as a
warning, and so is example 2 if it is used as a promise.
Both examples can also constatives if they are simply used
to describe something.
