18th century Prose
The heroic form of writing dominated the writing for drama.
Now we do not have these heroic tragic ideas. There were philosophical, political or oratoricalخطابى writings. Members of Parliament used oratorical writings to address the public. 
In the middle of the 18th century the writings of the novel had started. The real novel started in the middle of the 18th century. For example, we had:
Novels of adventure like "Robinson Crusoe" & "Rasselas- the Prince of Abyssinia"
We have the picaresque novels like the "Sentimental Journey".
We have novels written in the form of letters like "Pamela"
· DANIEL DEFOE  wrote two works:
1. "Robinson Crusoe" it is based on a real story of a sailor Alexander Selkirk, who quarreled with his captain, he was put on an island close to Chile and lived there alone for four years. Defoe made a good story out of this event. It was the first novel in English. It is a didactic literature. It is about a man who disobeyed his father. It is classified under novels of adventure because Robinson had many adventures. He experienced the pirates in the sea  
2. "The Journal of the Plague Year" it is the year in which the plague started in London. The plague broke out in 1665, when Defoe was only five.   
These two works were - published in the form of journals.
· RICHARD STEEL and JOSEPH ADDISON: 
They are two important essayists- not novelists- They worked together in producing:
· The "Tatler"- a paper of essays on various subjects.
· The Spectator- it was more famous. It presents the art of presenting characters in the novels. It presented a number of imaginary characters. It helped novelists to write novel. It also offered the study of the character of women. That is why it is important. It described the actions of imaginary characters such as Sir Roger Coverley, who became a great favorite among the readers.     
   These essays were written in pure English language prose. The language used in these essays is fine English. 




· JONATHAN SWIFT
He was a bitter– severe satirist. He wrote a number of books.
1. The Battle of the Books" people were divided into two groups, one group was on the side of the modern writers and the other group was on the side of the ancient writers. He wrote this book to support the ancient- classical books- he was on the side of the ancients.
2. "The Tale of a Tub" he attacked many religious ideas of his time. He annoyed many readers. Many people did not like Swift at that time.
3. "A Modest Proposal" it is a famous satire. In this book, he presented a strange idea in which he suggested that the poor who needed money should sell their children to the rich as food. This kind of satire seriously accepts the evils of the world, and goes on to show their extreme results.
4. "Gulliver's Travels" it is divided into four parts- four books. It is based on the hero- Gulliver and his travels to different places. He visits an island on which people are six inches high- Lilliput- . He also visited another island- Brobdingnag- where people are immenseهائل. In that island he explained to the king about the Lilliputs- the English- the king declared that the nation is full of hatred as it is a nation that is always engaged in wars. 
· SAMUEL JOHNSON:
He was an editor. He is considered a judge of books. He was a kind of literary ruler, giving judgments on books.  He published 
1. His famous "Dictionary" appeared in 1755 and went into 5 editions.
2. His conversations have been preserved in "The Life of Johnson" by his friend James Boswell. This is the greatest biography in English.
3. Johnson writes "Rasselas- Prince of Abyssinia". This is classified as a novel of adventure. It has a story but there are many essays on various subjects. Johnson wrote it in one day because he wanted money to pay for the funeral of his mother. 
· EDWARD GIBBON: He was historian. 
· "The Decline and Fall of the Roman Empire" in this book, we find philosophy, history, information. This book has been published in 6 parts. It covers a period of 13 centuries. It deals with various religions, Roman Law, Persian politics, the attack of uncivilized tribes and many other affairs. It is a historical prose work. It is the only historical work. 



· EDMUND BURKE:
 He was a member of Parliament. He wrote fine rhetorical prose. Some of his speeches may be found in his:
· "Speech on American Taxation.
· " a Speech on Conciliation with America"
· " Letter to the Sheriff's of Bristol" 
· "Reflections on the French Revolution" this book is applicable to all ages. It deals with governmental problems. He was against slavery.

· The Prose of Writing Letters:
At that time, letters were the only means of communication. It was an important issue at that age to write and receive letters. There were people who were famous in writing letters.
· LADY MARY WORTLEY MONTAGU.
She wrote some of the best-known letters. She was a witty, learned beautiful woman. She went to Turkey where her husband represented King George I of England. She wrote many letters to her friends in England telling them about Turkey- the country- and the people. It is written in fine prose writing. These letters become famous because she described events in Turkey. There, she discovered a way of preventing- to stop smallpox - that it would not infect her own child. She sent a letter to England just to describe how to stop this disease. Later, she traveled to Italy with her husband. She wrote letters from Italy that shows her wisdom and good sense.
· EARL OF CHESTERFIELD:
He is famous for his letters to his son. They are in fine prose, contain wise advice, but are not always normally perfect.
He received a letter from Dr. Johnson who once asked him help with his dictionary. Just as the work was finished, Chesterfield praised it in public. Johnson wrote an angry letter asking why a great man should help him when no more help was needed.
· HORACE WALPOLE: 
He wrote letters in good prose, but the character of the writer is not always attractive. 
· The poets Gray and Cowper. They wrote important letters. The letters of Gray are those of a learned man. Cowper's letters show s something of his simple and gentle character.  
The English novel proper was born in the middle of the 18th century-
All these prose writings were attempt. The last attempt was done by 
· Samuel Richardson. 
· He wrote "Pamela". It is a novel written in the form of letters. The main character in the novel is Pamela who is a servant. She worked for a lady. Her master tried to seduce her. Because she is a virtuous woman, she effused to her master's seduction. He admired her character and asked her to marry him at the end. This novel is a didactic novel.
Why "Pamela" is important?
It was the first time that we had a novel about a woman. It is not about a queen, not about a fairy tale but it is about a commoner. It is a real novel about a real common person.
· "Clarissa Harlowe" who is forced by her father to marry against her will. She went into a state of depression. She dies. It is about the cruelty and not understanding of other persons. 
Why is this novel important?
This novel is a very long one. It is about eight times as long as an ordinary modern novel. It was widely read in England at that time. 
· HENRY FIELDING.
· "Joseph Andrews" it was a kind of satire on "Pamela". Joseph is supposed to be Pamela's brother. Pamela was a serving girl whose master paid her too much attention. Joseph is also a servant and is in difficulties of the same sort. 
· "Tom Jones" it appeared in 18 books. Each one f this had an essay before it. Tom is a boy found in Mr. Allworthy's house. He is brought up there with kindness. Then he falls in love with the beautiful Sophia daughter of the Squire Western. The Allworthy does not like this. Tom is driven out of the house. In London, he has many adventures, but in the end he meets Sophia there and all ends happily.
· "The History of Jonathan Wild the Great" it is a satire. It deals with a real criminal. 
· TOBIAS SMOLLETT:
He wrote picaresque novel: a novel of adventure in which the hero is a wicked person- or a common person- yet we love him.
· "Roderick Random" the novel is powerful and unpleasant. It describes bitterly the life of those who sail in the sea.
· "Peregrine Pickle" the hero is an unpleasant fellow who travels a good deal, has fights and visits Paris and Holland.
· "Humphrey Clinker" in the form of letters. It describes the travels through England and Scotland of a family.
Somllett's books often give us interesting information about life and society in his time. 
· LAURENCE STERNE
 His books are confusing. He seems to dislike order and common sense.
"Tristram Shandy" made him famous. We have to read about half the book before the hero. He adds a few blank pages to confuse his readers. 
"A Sentimental Journey" 
· OLIVER GOLDSMITH 
· " The Vicar of Wakefield " 
· " Elegy on the Death of a Mad Dog'
We have Novels of Horrors;
· HORACE WALPOLE . 
"The Castle of Otranto" is a novel about the 12th and 13th centuries. It contains descriptions of impossible events such as destruction of a building by an immense ghost inside.
· WILLIAM BACKFORD : he wrote very frightening novel called 
"Vathek" it tells us that Vathek was the grandson of Harun al- Rahid and became the servant of Eblis, the devil. After many adventures, he is allowed to visit the underground halls of Eblis, but discovers that all the riches and wonders there have little interest for him. He decides to leave that world.  
· MRS. ANN RADCLIFFE:
She developed the novel of terror. She mixes between realistic and novel of terrors.

Early 19th Century Poets
The Romantic Age
They have lost all the rules of the Age of Reason. It did not happen suddenly. It happened gradually. At the end of the age of reason, a lot of poets started to write about nature, about feelings. Gradually, they had changed.
Romance= does not mean love between man and woman. 
Politically, there were so many revolutions. There were the American Revolution- The French Revolution and the Industrial Revolution inside England. All this happened at the same time and affected the English intellect, philosophy, the way they thought and the way they wrote. 
The Romantic poets are divided into two groups: 
1. The first generation:
2. The second generation
First Generation :
Now, Early 19th Century Poets, we have a new controversialجدلي moment. Now, they are back to the country life, they are back to love, back to emotions. The language was not the restoration heroic couplet. It is a natural flowing language. The early 19th century poets are the Romantic Poets. They would appreciate anything even a plant or a bird, the sun rise, the clouds. 
Two poets: William Wordsworth and S.T Coleridge. They are the ones who started the romantic period. They wrote The Lyrical Ballads. With the publication of the first edition of that book, the romantic age started. Both Wordsworth and Coleridge wrote in the same book, but their style is different. Wordsworth loved nature.  He thought that God had resided in nature, and that we can learn moral lessons from nature. Coleridge believed in the magical, supernatural. He wrote about ferries, nightmares. 
William Wordsworth and Coleridge are romantic poets. Both of them joined together and wrote the Lyrical Ballads- this book initiated the Romantic period. The ideas in this book are full of romantic language. It inspired other poets who came after them and tried to imitate Coleridge and Wordsworth. They poets lived at Northwest of England, near to a lake. That is why they call them the Lake Poets. These two poets appreciated nature and wrote many poems about nature.
Romantic poets love to go to the past besides writing about nature, form, the use of normal and natural language. They find release and comfort in the past. They find that nostalgic الشعور بالحنين إلى الوطنfeeling. They enjoy contemplatingيتأمل their past memories. 
Wordsworth and Coleridge loved nature. They are similar but still they are different some way.  Wordsworth likes to present nature, while Coleridge likes to look for mysterious things. 
They supposed that the language of poetry should be the language of a pastoral; it should be understood by everybody. They are not using heroic couplets any more. They stopped using this complex restoration language. They used more natural language. 
Romantic Age started in 1798- 1832. It started with the publication of the Lyrical Ballads.
The Romantic Age was mainly about nature.
The age of reason was concerned with reason- logic- satire- using poetic diction- certain rules to follow in writing- they had to follow the meter of the heroic couplets.  There were a lot of rules, a lot of teaching the society, the world, human kind. This was the Age of Reason methodology. 
The Romantic Age is exactly the opposite- no rules- chaos- freedom- breaking from rules- not about all human beings- all the world. Romantics are about individual human beings- about feelings- emotions- nature- 
What does the Romantic Age reflect? 
   It reflects indirectly an interest in the charming, magical, medieval romance, the rich imaginative activities.
Imagination and magic= it is about Coleridge- the mystical, magical, the creation of his imagination. 
This is magical. It does not speak to our reason. It speaks to our heart. This is Coleridge's talent. 
What does Romance mean? 
Romance= freely imaginative idealizing fiction. It refers to highly imaginative medieval tales of knightly adventures written in French derivatives.
This imagination belongs to the medieval time- to the Greek gods and goddesses. 
Because of the French Revolution, it had an effect on the English mentality. In literature England was affected at that time by Germany. 
The Characteristics of the Romantic Age: 
1. Romantic writers emphasized imagination and emotions- but in the 18th century- the Age of Reason- stressed reason and judgments.
2. Romantic writers were concerned with the particular experience-  particular incidents that happened- like the incident of the mariner- the incidents of particular persons BUT the 18 century poetry was concerned with the universal feelings- 
3. Romantic writers championed the value of the individual being But the 18 century writers were concerned with society at whole. 
4. Romantic writers sought freedom But 18 century sought- to follow authority rules. 
5. Romantic writers took a revitalize interest in medieval subjects But the 18 century writer took their primary inspiration from the classical age and the roman authors. 
*SAMUEL TAYLOR COLERIDGE    
His poetry is very interesting.  His poetry is lyrical. His stories are interesting. 
He thought that poets are the trumpets which sing in battles. Poets are the legislator مشرعof the world. 
He is unlike Wordsworth. Wordsworth made nature extraordinary. 
Coleridge made magical and mystical events be reasonable to the minds. 
His works"
· The Rime of the Ancient Mariner,
· Christabel-  
· Kubla Khan
His poetry is musical
COLERIDGE has certain characteristics in his poetry.  He came through charm, mysterious objects. Coleridge wrote The Rime of the Ancient Mariner.  It tells about an arrogant mariner who was traveling in the sea. He did not appreciate anything around him. During his voyage, he killed an albatross. Because of this action, a curse fell on the ship. The wind stopped. They had no water to drink. The ship stopped and they remained there for a long time. Other members of the ship died out of thirst. The only one who lived was the ancient mariner. He should suffer the consequences of killing the bird. He stayed there for many days. In one night, he saw some of the sea creatures on the ship. He started to appreciate the creation of God. As a result, the ship moved and he was able to go back home.
The idea of this poem is a new one. It is a mysterious idea. We have more than one moral lesson; to appreciate God's creation and to consider our action. There is mystery and magic in this poem. 
He wrote another poem "Christabel". It was not finished. There is mystery and magic in this poem. Christabel has been wondering in the wood and he found a beautiful and charming lady Geraldine. She told him that she is the daughter of his father's friend who has quarreled with him. He took her home. He found that she was not a beautiful lady but she was an evil spirit in the form of a lady.  
It is a very nice poem. It is one of the most popular English poems in the 19th century.
He wrote "Kubla Khan". It is another poem. There is magic. Coleridge did not finish writing it.  When he wrote this poem, he was reading about Kubla Khan's city in Xanadu- on waking he knew that he had a dream about that wonderful place- the views, the deserts. During that dream, he dreamt about hundred of rhymes of poetry- as if in his dream he was composing- as if someone had inspired him. When he woke up, he immediately began to write down everything. Unluckily, he was interrupted and he forgot the rest of the poem – after writing hundreds of lines. 
· Lyrical Ballads (1798) - collaboration between Wordsworth and Coleridge. It is the actual beginning of the Romantic Age. Wordsworth, Coleridge and Southey are called the Lake Poets- they loved to sit by the lake and write about it.
Wordsworth was against poetic diction. Wordsworth wanted his poetry to be the language of every day speech. He wrote his "Preface" to the third edition of the Lyrical Ballads. He is considered an atheistملحد= for him God residesيسكن in nature, so we can learn from nature. God is seen through nature.  
· The Prelude (1850) It is written in 14 books
· The Excursion (1814) was written in 9 books. 
A lot of his poems tell stories. A lot of his poems are songs, lyrics. There is a lot of repetition. 
The principles of writing poetry according to Wordsworth: 
· It should be the language of ordinary men and women
· Nature as the great teacher of morals and the prime bringer of happiness. In nature resides God.
· He was against the rational of the Augustan poets- the classical poets. He wanted poets to turn to imagination , legend and heart 
· He believed that the poet is a prophet- in 18th century they thought that the poet is a translator of the ideology of his age- like a chronicle of his age. The romantics believed that a poet had a mission and that poetry is about vocation- the poet is chosen by God- like a prophet to teach people. In the 18th century poets used to have jobs and write poetry in their free time. In the romantic age, writing poetry was a vocation of the poet. He existed because of that.
The Lyrical Ballads was the joint work between Coleridge and Wordsworth. WORDSWORTH wrote more than half of the book. They consider his part to be larger than Coleridge's part. 
Wordsworth wrote in" Lines Written on Tintern Abbey" the poet returns to a scene of his childhood, sits under a tree, and looks at the lovely views which he used to remember far away. 
He also wrote one of his best sonnets- "Westminster Bridge" – an emotional view of London asleep.
He wrote "London". It is a cry for help in the troubles of the world. 
· The Daffodils
· The Solitary Reaper
· Lucy 
· Ode on Intimations of Immortality. It is longer and more important. The poet finds a basis of faith in memories of childhood. He finds comfort in the past; in remembering the memories of his childhood. In this poem, he stresses that the daily life activities should not hide our perception to the value of heaven. 
· He published "The Prelude" it is a long book that is divided into four themes, records, of poems. In these parts, he records his day of childhood, his travel to France during the French Revolution, which he witnessed. 
· "The Excursion" is written in nine books, is the middle part a great philosophical work which he planned but never completed. It has some of his philosophical ideas. 
Second Generation:  all of the poets of the second generation died very young 
*GEORGE  GORDON - LORD BYRON 
He was a romantic figure. He liked to travel a lot. His poetry was much influenced by the classical form of Pope. He wrote a lot of poems. He liked to imitate the classical writers, as Alexander Pope and Dryden. He wrote the form of the heroic couplets and the Spenserian stanza. It is said that the language he used are very simple because his words do not have connotative meanings (deep meanings), no metaphorical meaning, rather than the denotative meanings.  He says what he wants to say directly.
We have the Byronic hero- the typical hero that Lord Byron created. He is a hero that is very sentimental, very sensitive.  He fought in the Grecian war between the Greek and the Turks.
A Byronic hero is a man who is proud, cynical, with defiance in his prow, misery in his life, incapable of revenge, yet capable of affection.
He wrote a number of poems:
· "Childe Harlod". It is about someone who goes off to travel far to travel because he is disgusted with life's foolish pleasures. In this poem, he uses the Spenserian stanza. Lord Byron said the different places that he visits give him an opportunity what once happened in them. 
· "The Giaour"= the Christian. It is about a slave Leila- who is thrown into the sea by her master Hassan. In revenge her lover, Giaour kills Hassan.
· "The Bride of Abydos" . it is a tragic love story. It is written in heroic couplet. It is a story of love fighting death .
· The Corsair and Lara " It is written in heroic couplet. It is a story of love fighting death .
· "Don Juan "it is a famous poem. It tells the story of a ship wreck. It is meant to be a satire against his enemy- it was a cover to attack his enemies. 
· "The Assyrian Came Down"- a number of short poems which are popular. 
He died of fever before he was forty.

*PERCY BYSSHE SHELLY  
He was a sensitive poet. He revolted against any given facts, he was an atheist. He believed only in nature. He believed that all the answers to the human beings can be found in nature. He was influenced by Godwin, a philosopher at that time. He revolted against all the existing rules.
He wrote a number of poems:
· "Alastar-or- The Spirit of Solitude " it is written in blank verse. He was influenced by Wordsworth. It expresses the sorrows of the violent feelings of men. 
· "The Revolt of Islam" it is a cry of impatience at the cruelty of the world. It is too long- 5000 lines. It is written in the Spenserian stanza.
· The Cenic a shocking but honest tragedy= a play  It has some dramatic power
· Prometheus Unbound " it is another play= poetic play on the Greek model. It deals with human struggle, against the power of false gods. The language is dull but the lyric is beautiful. 
· "Adonais" is one of his best poems. It is an elegy- written to lament the death of his friend Keats.
· One of his finest sonnets "Ozymandias" 
· "The Cloud"
· "Ode to the West Wind". It gives expression to his wild and free imagination.
Shelly died early- at the age of 29- he was drowned.
*JOHN KEATS
· His early poem "Endymion."It is in 4 books. It is based on old ideas : the old gods, the love of the moon goddess for a Shepherd- Venus and Adonis. It was violently criticized but he did not lose faith in himself. 
· " Lamia" in which a snake is changed into a beautiful lady. (short poem)
· "Isabella". It is taken from a story in Baccaccio's Decameron. (short poem)
[image: ]There is similarity between Keats and Coleridge.
· "The Eve of Saint Agnes" . It is built on the idea that at night girls may see their lovers in dreams. (short poem)
· "Hyperion"it is not finished. It is about the Greek gods and goddesses- about mythological subjects.
· "Ode on a Grecian Urn"
· "To a Nightingale" 
· "To Autumn"
· " La Belle Dame Sans Merci" a good ballad.  
Keats died at the age of 26 of tuberculosisالدرن. 

Victorian Poets:  Later 19th Century Poets
*ALFRED, LORD TENNYSON : 
He is the most important late Victorian poets. His poetry is full of music but it lacks thoughts. He republished some of his early poems; he edited them, omitted some. It is said that he liked experiments. He liked to use the hexameter – a tone of writing poetry. They called him the master of rhythm. 
The rhyme; the sound of the end of the line
The rhythm: the internal music of lines.
He had a sense of nostalgia -الحنين إلى الوطن= deep sense of longing to the past. 
He tended to write about current issues - issues that happened at his time. He had been a man of his age. Whenever we read his poetry, we read about the problems of his age. His poetry is not a universal one. 
His works:
· Chiefly Lyrical (1830)
· Poems (1833)
These two works were an improvement through they were still the work of a young man. The music is there but the thought is not deep. They lack thoughts but they are full of music. They are musical. 
· The Lotos-Eaters
It is a poem of the wanderings of Ulysses- a mythical figure- and his men. We have fairy tales, description of animals.  
· Idylls of the King (composed 1833-1874) 
· Morte D' Arthur- he put Malory's story into blank verse. 
It is known that his short poems are better than his long poems. They are short and condensed. His long poems are dull. 
The Victorian poets shared interest in the medieval setting, characters, and tales. 
· The Passing of Arthur. It is about King Arthur. It describes the moment when King Arthur dies.
Tennyson used many meters and made experiments with new ones. He tried hexameter. He was fond of the four-line stanza rhyming abba. 
· In Memoriam  A.H.H. (1849) 
In this poem, he used the four line stanza rhyming abba- yet is an elegy for his friend Hallam. Though the poem has its fine qualities, it is too long for a discussion of death alone and the sorrow for the loss of a friend. Gradually, it changes into an expression of a wider love of God and man. 
· "Ulysses" (1833)
· The Princess (1847- 1853) it contains five lyrics.  
· Becket (1884) it is his best play. It is on the subject of the quarrel between King Henry II and Thomas a Becket who was murdered at Canterbury in 1170.  Chaucer's pilgrims were on their way to Becket's grave , and T.S. Eliot has written a play on this murder- Murder in the Cathedral  
His poems are better than his plays. Tennyson's influence in his own time was immense. He reflected the changing ideas of his age in his various poems, but at the beginning of the 20th century, his popularity fell. 

· ROBERT BROWNING: 
He was unlike Tennyson. Tennsyon's poems are musical but they lack thoughts. Browning is the opposite. In his poems, thoughts are more important than music. His poems are full of ideas and thoughts and he is careless about the idea of musicality. His immense knowledge came from his studies in London, his travels and his own work. He was hopeful by nature. He often attempted poems beyond his powers. 
In 18946 he married Elizabeth Barrett, one of England's greatest poetesses against her father's wishes and in spite of her bad health. They went to live in Italy at Florence, a place which influenced the work of both. 
Browning is still influencing poets and writers in the 20th century. He is interested in psychology. He is interested in the mentality of characters. 
He is famous for his dramatic monologue. It is dramatic because it has a story. It is monologue because it happens inside a character. 
· Pauline: A Fragment of a Confession. It is a long poem about 1,000 lines. It is only a part of a much longer poem that he planned but never wrote.  
· Strafford (play) it is a tragedy- a play. His gift was more in poetry. He had more success with dramatic material for one speaker= dramatic monologue.  
· Sordello it is his most difficult poem. 
· Pippa Passes ( 1841) it is one of his successful dramatic poems. 
· Dramatic Romances and Lyrics (1845) these are dramas written in poetic language. 
· The Pied Piper of Hamelin 
· Dramatis Personae (1864)
· The Ring and the Book (1868-9) 
· Asolando (1889) it was published on the day of Browning's death. 
Browning's difficult style is the result of his unusual knowledge of words and his bold ways of building sentences. 

· WALTER SAVAGE LANDOR:
He was chiefly a writer of prose but some of his verse is important. 
· MATTHEW ARNOLD:
He is a poet and a critic. He was weighed down by the problems if his time, much of his work is sad. He is a melancholic poet. 
His career as a writer is divided into four stages.  
The first stage 1850s: Most of his poems appeared in 1850s- his poems are full of sadness and melancholy. He does not believe in the future, there is no hope in the future, there is no solution. 
His poems:
· Thyrsis (1867) is a lament for his friend Clough.
· The Scholar Gipsy (1853) tells of an Oxford man who joins a band of gypsies غجرand wanders with them. 
The second stage 1860s: he shifted from poetry to criticism. He wrote two influential critical books. 
He wrote:
· Essays in Criticism (1865, 1888)
· Culture and Anarchy
The third stage 1870s: he wrote about education and religion.
The fourth stage 1880s- he returned back to literature. He published the second part of Essays on Criticism.
He was unable to find rest, and greatly admired Wordsworth's calmness. He made a fine collection of Wordsworth's poetry. His sad Memorial Verses (1850) are a lament for Wordsworth's death and for the death of other poets at home and abroad. 
He wrote a critical sonnet on Shakespeare, whom he praised too much. His other poems: Empedocles on Etna. It has been highly praised. It is not altogether sad.

· ARTHUR HUGH CLOUGH: Arnold's friend. He wrote a few important poems. He is a political poet. 
His works:
· Easter Day
· Naples
· Say not the Struggle naught availeth [do not say the struggle is useless.  It is a patriotic poem. It is a cry of encouragement.
· Amours de Voyage . It is more a modern poem.

· DANTE GABRIEL ROSSETTI
He was a painter as well as a poet. He wrote a number of sonnets. They reflect nature but not like Wordsworth's nature.  He said that poetry ought to be based on the senses. Many of his lines are clearly written by a man with a painter's eye. He was fond of alliteration. 

· His sister CHRISTINA ROSSETTI : she wrote mostly sad and religious poems and poems for the young. Her poems are mainly about death.

· Another great poetess ELIZABETH BARRETT BROWNING she married Robert Browning. Some of her poems are too long. She could not write too much. Her form is limited to 14 lines. Much of her best work is contained in her Sonnets from the Portuguese. She pretended at first these sonnets were translated from the Portuguese, they were really an entirely original expression of her love for Robert Browning. 
She wrote an important work the verse-novel Aurora Leigh  it is a land mark – a master piece- it is an elevated work- it is about the psychology of women. 
She wrote a play The Barrets of Wimploe Street 

· ALGERNON CHARLES SWINBURNE 
He was a follower of Dante Gabriel Rossetti. He misused alliteration more than Rossetti did.  He wrote much political verse. He has been criticized 
His works:
· Atlanta Calydon. It is a drama  
· Poems and Ballads
· Tristram of Lyonesse – book page 110

· EDWARD FITZGERALD 
  One of the greatest poetic translators. He translated Rubaiyat= four line verses of Omar Khayyam . 
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Nineteenth Century Novelist
The 1st half of chapter:
Victorian Novelists: 
Most of the Victorian novels are concerned with issues and problems of contemporary society. These novels are very long. They were often published in serial forms. These are two major characteristics of the Victorian novels in general. The Victorian novelists were not writing about kings or fairy tales. They were not using the medieval settings. 
There is a difference between Victorian poetry and Victorian novels. Victorian poetry is talking about King Arthur- the medieval settings. 
In the Victorian novels, we do not have medieval settings but we have the realistic picture of life. We have middle class, working class people. We do not have queens or kings.  It is about the Victorian British society. Victorian novels give realistic picture of real people- not imaginary settings- the setting of Victorian novels is in London and in cities and villages around London. 

1. JANE AUSTIN is a Victorian novelist- a woman writer- women at that time published their novels. 
Jane Austin wrote novels of family life. She lived during the French Revolution. 
Most of the Romantic poets and Victorian people lived during the French Revolution that happened in the 19th century. 
Jane Austin witnessed this revolution. In her novels, she was not affected at all by violence of the French Revolution. She focused on family life and family issues. In spite of the fact that two of her brothers worked in the navy, she was not affected by violence, by wars, or by the revolution. 
She published her first novel as "Elinor and Marianne" which was later rewritten and republished in 1811 as Sense and Sensibility
In 1796, she started First Impressions, in 1796 and completed the initial draft in August 1797 when she was only 21 (it later became Pride and Prejudice)
The idea of the novel is that one should not judge people by the first impression. 
Mansfield Park was published in May 1814
In 1816 she wrote Emma
In 1818 she wrote "Northanger Abbe". It begun as a satire on Mrs. Radcliffe's "Mysteries of Udolopho" to show that real life is very different.
In 1818, she wrote Persuasion . This is her last novel. There is a belief that her own love affairs are reflected in those of Anne Elliot .
Jane Austin brought the novel of family life to its highest point of perfection. Her works were untouched by the ugliness of the outside world. She kept the action to scenes familiar to her through her own experience. Her first novels were refused by the publishers and had to wait 15 or 20 years after beginning to write before any novel was accepted. She stopped writing for 15 or 20 years. After that she wrote "Northanger Abbey " it was sold to a book seller for ten pounds, but he did not publish it, and it was bought back later on. It was a depression that happened to her. 
Her novels are classified as Family Novels- her novels are about family life. 
Women writers were not allowed to publish their works. Publishers consider novels written by women as triviality written by women. 
* Mary- Anne Evans, is one of the greatest nineteenth century women novelists. She wrote under a male name GEORGE ELIOT to be able to publish her works.
Jane Austin's knowledge within her own limits was deep and true, but her performance in writing these novels was astonishing. She manages her characters with a master's touch. 
Examples of Jane Austin character- Mrs. Bennet in Pride and Prejudice- quotations from the novel.
In general the least attractive of Jane Austin's characters are the young men. 

1. MARY SHELLEY
Read book page 117
She is the wife of the poet Shelley. She is remembered chiefly as the writer of a famous novel of terror Frankenstein 1818. 
It was begun as a ghost story, but Mrs. Shelley finally made her character the Genevan student Frankenstein  collect bones, build a human being, and give it life. Everyone hates it for its ugliness and it is lonely and fierce. The creature turns into a killing machine. Frankenstein  was killed by his own creation. 
This novel is full of critical ideas. Frankenstein  is supposed to be God- the father and his creation is his son there are many running themes in that novel. The novel reflects the doubts rose at that time. 
It is important because it is considered the first scientific novel.  It is called science fiction novel. 
She wrote another novel "The Last Man" it is like a modern movies. It is the story of the slow destruction by diseases of every member of the human race except one.  Mary Shelley is known for the modernityالحداثة in her thinking. 


1. EDGAR ALLAN POE
He was born in the United States, he went to school near London. Most f his poems were unsuccessful but his stories have filed thousands with interest and fear. 
His works: under the title Tales of Mystery and Imagination , they include :

He is known for his powerful descriptions of astonishing and unusual events that is attractive.

He is a historical writer. He wrote verse a kind of verse which formed him a suitable introduction to the prose that he wrote later. It is historical verse

It is about a foolish son who is sent to sea and meets some foolish adventures but shows himself a brave officer, taken to prison, wins a beautiful wife, and so on. Chucks, a character in the book, amuses everyone by beginning his angry speeches politely and ending them in rough language.
0. EDWARD BULWER LYTTON  
He was writing novels in a style rather like Scott's. He wrote for financial support.   Most of his novels are about social life. One of his best remembered books:

0. CHARLES DICKENS
He is one of the most important and greatest novelists. He is one of the few   whose works did not become unpopular after his death. He wrote on many important issues. The setting is usually ugly- like in Oliver Twist- the dark alley- dirty asylumsملجأ -

His novels are social novels. He wrote about the suffering and abuses of children in the asylums, in London as a corrupted place. He aims at social reform that is why he is classified as a social novelist. They are realistic characters- definitely living human beings  
All of these novels are crowded with characters either fully developed or drawn by a few quick but sure strokes of the great writer's pen. 
In his novels, he describes and attacks many kinds of unpleasant people and places- bad schools and schoolmasters, government departments, bad prisons, dirty houses. His characters include thieves, murderers, and men in debt, stupid and unwashed men and women, hungry children. His scenes are terribly unpleasant. His settings are the real setting of London- dirty= corrupted- full of smoke because of the factories- children are working in dirty places.  
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
