I. Adjectives  

( Chapter 16   page 449)

are used to  Adverbs are used to describe nouns whereas  Adjectives

describe verbs.

There are three kinds of Adjectives:-

big, hot, cold, small, thin, slow, quick…..etc ] tall, [  Short adjectives  .  1

difficult, interesting, famous …….etc ] important, [  Long adjectives  .

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III. Comparative Form

. Comparative Form 2

A. If the adjective is short, we add [–er+ than] after the short adjective.

Example

1-Ramiis taller than Fuad.

2-Fuadis shorter than Rami.

.  Fuad isn’t as short as  Rami - 4

I. Adjectives  ( Chapter 16   page 449)

Adjectives are used to describe nouns whereas Adverbs are used to describe verbs.

There are three kinds of Adjectives:-

1. Short adjectives [ tall, big, hot, cold, small, thin, slow, quick…..etc ]

2. Long adjectives [ important, difficult, interesting, famous …….etc ]

3. Irregular adjectives [ many, much, little, good, bad …..etc ]



Note 1: We add -ly to most of the adjectives to change them into adverbs.

Note 2: Here are some words that are considered as adjectives and adverbs at the same time.

2. Comparative Form

A. If the adjective is short, we add [–er + than] after the short adjective.

  Example

  1- Rami is taller than Fuad.

  2- Fuad is shorter than Rami.

  3- Fuad isn’t as tall as Rami.

  4- Rami isn’t as short as Fuad.    

  Notice that all these four sentences have the same meaning 
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I. Adjectives & Adverbs  ( Chapter 16   page 449)

2. Comparative Form

B. If the adjective is long, we add [more+ the adjective + than ] .

  Example

  1- English is more difficult than Arabic.

  2- Arabic is easier/ more easy than English .

  3- Arabic is less difficult than English

  4- Arabic isn’t as difficult as English.

  5. English isn’t as easy as Arabic.     

  Notice that all these Five  sentences have the same meaning 
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II. Similarity

1. Similarity

  *[ as + an adjective+ as  ]

Ahmed is as tall as Salim.          ( Short adjective “ tall” )

Ahmed is as famous as salim.  ( Long adjective “ famous’ )

Ahmed is as good as Salim.      ( Irregular adjective “ good” )

   *[ as + an adverb + as ]          

 Ahmed speaks English as fluently as Salim does.

  Women work as hard as men do.

 Note: The negative form of a similarity sentence .

  Ahmed isn’t as tall as Salim. [ Here it is comparative in meaning]
