 After the death of William the conqueror he was buried in Normandy.         
His sons;
1 – Robert = he got Normandy.
2 – William = got England .
3 – Henry 1 = got 5,000 silver coins.


      Diocesan system :                            "administrative  division "
It is about the religious administrative system. It's as important as the political. Religion and political were very much related in the medieval time. In diocesan system it's about a hierarchy, and at the top of this hierarchy there is the pope. The pope resides in Rome " where the Vatican are". The over lord is the pope , and in England the one who comes under the pope is the archbishop. There are two archbishops one resides in Canterbury and the other archbishop is in York. So all over England we have only two archbishops. By the advent of William the conqueror to England .
  The archbishop of  Canterbury was stronger and more powerful than the one in York since York located in northern part as more important to William of Normandy.    

The archbishop position has an administrative and political aspect in addition to the religious. Usually they are appointed by the pope himself in collaboration with the monarch .  
In their job they didn’t held masses or set marriage unless the king's marriage or a funeral of a royalty.






      Under the archbishop  we have 14 bishops  each  one is in charge of a dioceses.  In England  it was divided by the church into  a  working  dioceses  and each  dioceses  is presided  by a bishop  , where he has a see  located   in   a  cathedral.

Cathedral = a Latin  name   means  the  throne.

        Cathedral symbolizes the power and authority of the bishop over his dioceses. Cathedrals are  a large ,huge buildings  in which they are characterized by the majestic and grand church in the term of  size and  the way  they built  it.

       Underneath the cathedral there are scores of Parish churches = very small in size. Usually , cathedrals were built in a very important places.

Every  dioceses have  a cathedral where the bishop see is located.
So the cathedral only located in main centers not on villages.
And there is a third name of  church which is the chapel , it is formed in the royal palaces , officials , and public places. The responsible of it called chaplain. 
Clergyman who serves the bishop "at the church" are called chapters.             Chapters 
 
               Monastic        secular

Every dioceses should have its own chapter who would serve in chapel , parish , or cathedral. 
  Also , there is the monasteries. 
A monasteries : always located away from the civil places. 
    Monastic: they are mostly monks and nuns later on. They lived inside a monastery and their whole life is dedicated to serve the lord. Either  through 1- meditation or 2- teaching and writing. As they lived a communal life. In medieval era the education takes place in monasteries where a pupil and teachers ,most of them read Latin the language of the church.  

 However, this  information were passed down from one generation to another because it was written by the monks inside monasteries 
And in their chronicles'. In these chronicles there are the events of the history. Mainly, the educated people located inside the church among the monks. 
Each monastery has a huge library .
While secular = they are payment. They are paid a certain salary to perform certain …… 38:20 …. . as they don’t live a communal life.

By the time William the conqueror ruled England he refused to have the pope to be his over lord in England. So when he came in England, he found all the churches in a mess. He became in charge of everything in religion. So he deposed some of bishops because he is in full charge and appointed a person by the name Lanfranc. To be the archbishop of Canterbury. He assigned this person to set things right. 
What was the mess?
Most of the rural  priests were ignorant didn’t speak Latin, he found the dioceses system lack discipline and the most important thing, he found most of the priests were married to children which was against the Canon  law  of  celibacy. 
       Lanfranc adopted a very  strict attitude towards the chapters who acted discipline and imposed the education on the chapter as well as imposing the canon law of celibacy over chapters.
  Cathedral they do over all the services and the neighborhood districts , but those who live in villages had their own churches. All  the churches would act the same role of cathedral except that the cathedral has this administrative role because it has the see of the bishop, in which he is in charge with everything belong with dioceses. 

Church  and its role :
The whole villages life revolved around the church. The one who built the parish church is the lord of the manor house. Either tenant in chief ,or sub- tenant. The tenant weather his state is large or small , he is the responsible on building a church in his state. 





Church as a building:
The church is divided into two parts.
A – chancel=western side.
B – Nave=eastern side.
Chancel :
It is the main part where the alter is. The mass is always given there , it is conducted in the chancel. And the lord of the manor would pay for the chancel.  
The name of the priests in the village " parson or rector" and he is chosen by the lord of the manor house and pointed by him. So the lord would cover the prices of the church especially the chancel. 

Nave:
Located in the eastern part of the church. Type of the services done in this section are mostly related with public.
1 – baptism. Being conducted in the nave ,john the pastiest.
2 – confirmation. To confirm the Christianity of people it is between the age of 3-12. 
3 – confession . is to be done in the lent season.

 The ceremony of the marriage will be done in the nave but the celebration will be at porch.  
In case the nave needs to be renovated , the expenses of renovation would be paid by thither. 

Thithe = tenth =every single Christian true believer he dedicate one tenth of his possessed to the church.
The thithe would have some of it and the rest would be sent to the bishop and the archbishop would sent it to the pope. 

Relation to the church in the medieval era:
Medieval era was called the age of faith.
According to their relation to religion. So all people in Christendom has a very deep single faith in religion and this reflected in their relation to the church. 
But at the 18th century it was the age of faithS .
Till 1349, the black death swept throughout England. However , this affect the attachment to the church. 
After the death of William the conqueror , William Rufus took over England. Ever since he took England he set his eyes on Normandy. He tried his best to attack it under his role, But he couldn’t . at 1095, he has the opportunity to have Normandy when the pope recall 'sum in' all the rulers, princes, to go on a crusade to Jerusalem.

Robert responded with zeal and he wanted to lead Jerusalem expedition, this military expedition needs to be finance that’s why he pawned Normandy to William for 6500 silver pounds.
So William Rufus levy the dangled in England to provide the 6,500 and therefore he had the money ready to give it to his brother.

So Normandy became part of William Rufus reign. 
Although William Rufus was strict and tough , but he maintained  peace throughout his reign within and without England.

Then William was on a hunting trip when he got shot by one of his companion "counts". No one really knows weather it was intentional or accidental . however, Henry 1st ran away and returned to Winchester. To seized the treasury. The whole companion went back with Henry.
Then he was appointed as the king.
It has been said that William body been buried by a group of villages.

Henry 1st nickname Beauclerk = 
- this name was given to him by historians in the 14th century.
Because he is very intellectual and well read. He became the king in the 11th c. very harsh but wise. 
1 – he married the daughter of king Malcolm, the king of Scotland princess Maud who is the daughter of an English woman which won him the heart and the minds of the English people. This marriage was very fruitful because when William was killed , Robert heard the news  and that henry took over , Robert was on his way back to home he was in ;;;Sisley ;;<check the spelling, 
And when he arrived Normandy he was captured and prisoned  and died in his prison and his boy with 6 years old they set him free.   
2 – he maintained all the improvements William Rufus.









In what way henry developed the country?

First; he centralized the role of England when he created the government ,in which  he was in charge of everything related to the country ,he made the central government in London in charge of everything .
How he did he centralized the role ? through supervision and interference with relations among the counts and barons. In order to not let the count correspond against Henry. And this makes centralization of the rule more  effective. And tightened His role.             

2 – he introduced a certain financial procedures . in old England , to centralized his role he needed a loyal administrative people. He did create this administration one of the most administrative positions which is Justiciar= who would be the replacement of the king in case the king was absent. 
The  justiciar at that time was BISHOP ROGER who was a chancellor also. He seems to be trusted by Henry. And very influential as well .

In old England , in the court the king would set in his court and levy a tax or his count to pay him a part of the dangled so it is an annual tax called firma  = paid by the count ,once  a year.
BISHOP ROGER introduced the Exchequer. < capital E.. 
Exchequer= a financial procedures , it’s a royal meeting held inside the court attended by the king and the treasurer , barons, counts who would set at the table or around the table and the table is covered with chickers  cloth and it has a moveable counters. They would sat and every count would mention what he has and count .	Comment by User: يعد
