Every second, 1 hectare of the world's
rainforest is destroyed. That's equivalent to two
football fields. An area the size of New York City is
lost every day. In a year, that adds up to 31 million
hectares -- more than the land area of Poland. This
alarming rate of destruction has serious
consequences for the environment; scientists
estimate, for example, that 137 species of plant,
insect or animal become extinct every day due to
logging. In British Columbia, where, since 1990,
thirteen rainforest valleys have been clearcut, 142
species of salmon have already become
extinct, and the habitats of grizzly bears, wolves
and many other creatures are threatened.
Logging, however, provides jobs, profits, taxes for
the government and cheap products of all kinds
for consumers, so the government is reluctant to
restrict or control it.

The English language
has twelve different tenses. In this lesson, we will
review the meaning of each verb tense.

Expresses a habit or often repeated action. The action
can be a habit, a hobby, a daily event, a scheduled
event or something that often happens. It can also be
something a person often forgets or usually does not
do.

Why do we dream? They ask themselves Z“the
purpose, or reason. There are many theories, or
opinions about this , but *scientists don't know if
these ideas are correct.

One theory of sleep says that during the
day, we need sleep to make new chemicals *and
repair, or fix, our bodies.

One syllable adjectives generally form the
comparative by adding -er and the
superlative by adding -est, e.g.

Soft=>softer=>softest.
Sweet=>sweeter->sweetest.
Thin=>thinner=>thinnest.

Note that if a one syllable adjective ends in
a single vowel letter followed by a single
consonant letter, the consonant letter is

doubled, e.g.. thin — thinner, big —
biggest.

If an adjective ends in -e, this is removed
when adding -er/-est, eg.. wide —
wider/widest.

If an adjective ends in a consonant followed
by -y, -y is replaced by -i when adding -er/-
est, e.g.: dry — drier/driest.

Indefinite Articles: a and an:

"A" and "an" signal that the noun modified is
indefinite, referring to any member of a group. For
example: "My daughter really wants a dog for
Christmas." This refers to any dog. We don't know
which dog because we haven't found the dog yet.

"Somebody call a policeman!" This refers to any
policeman. We don't need a specific policeman;
we need any policeman who is available.

When | was at the zoo, | saw an elephant!" Here,
we're talking about a single, non-specific thing, in
this case an elephant. There are probably several
elephants at the zoo, but there's only one we're
talking about here

Remember, using a or an depends on the
sound that begins the next word. So...

a + singular noun beginning with a consonant: a
boy; a car, a bike; a zoo, a dog

an + singular noun beginning with a vowel. an
elephant, an egg, an apple; an idiot; an orphan

a + singular noun beginning with a consonant
sound: a user (sounds like 'yoo-zer,' i.e. begins
with a consonant 'y’ sound, so 'a' is used), a
university; a unicycle
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If the noun is modified by an adjective, the choice
between a and an depends on the initial sound of
the adjective that immediately follows the article:

a broken egg ,an unusual problem
a European country (sounds like 'yer-o-pi-an,' i.e.
begins with consonant /j/ sound)

Definite Article: the

The definite article is used before singular and
plural nouns when the noun is specific or
particular. The signals that the noun is definite,
that it refers to a particular member of a group. For
example: "The dog that bit me ran away." Here,
we're talking about a specific dog, the dog that bit
me.
