English grammar rules :
The simple present tense in English is used to describe an action that is regular, true or normal.
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We use the present tense
1- for repeated or regular actions in the present time period.

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B) John sleeps eight hours every night during the week.

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It can also be something a person often forget or usually does not do.
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2- for facts or generalization
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We use the present simple to talk about universal truths ( for example , laws of nature) or things we believe are
true.
