What is Pragmatics?

Pragmatics is concerned with the interpretation of linguistic meaning in context.

Linguistic Context  & Situational Context

1-The Role of Beliefs and attitudes  
nonlinguistic knowledge and beliefs can play an important role in selecting the antecedet for a pronominal.

example :

a- The judge denied the prisoner's request because he was cautious. 

b- The judge denied the prisoner's request because he was dangerous

Presupposition
Example :

a. Have you stopped exercising regularly?

b. Have you tried exercising regularly??

2- What do we call such assumption ?

more example:

a-Abraham Lincoln was assassinated in 1865.

b- Abraham Lincoln was murdered in 1865

a- When did you travel to the Australia?

a- I imagined that Kelly was ill.

Other Factors

As we mentioned other pragmatics factors revelant ot sentence interpretation can include knowledge of the context in which a sentence is uttered





setting
Physical environment
Every language have forms whose use and interepretation depend on the location of the speaker and/or hearer within a particular setting. These are called Spatial Deictics



* in English Deictic constrast doesn't only involve determiners but it also involves the understanding of some of the commonly used verbs



example:
a. The bear is coming into the tent.

b. The bear is going into the tent.
..

Discourse
a connected series of utterances produced during a conversation

Why is it important?
single sentences commonly  have elements that can't be interprated without the help of information in preceding utterances

example..
I found a butterfly in my garden. There, I grow variety of plants. I look after them carefully.

* when it comes to discourse we need to distinguish between:
1- Given information
2- New information

example
a. The man is at the front door.

b. A man is at the front door

Conversational rules 


(the Cooperative principle )
Another info  that might effect the interpretation of utterances is the rules of conversation that is how to use a language to properly deliever a message in a certain situation.


* This Principle was suggested by Paul Grice, he suggested that in this principle we have rules to follow in order to convey the message, these are called Conversational Maxims or Grice's Maxims

1- The Maxim of Relation 

2- The Maxim of Quality
3- the Maxim of Quantity
4- The Maxim of Manner


The Maxim of Manner
* Avoid Obscurity and Ambiguity
* be Brief and ordered

example
A: Where is Mr. Abdullah's office?

B. Latitude 39 degrees, 7 minutes, 48 seconds, longitude 56 degrees.

A: ok, I will bring my GPS then

example.
You will b fortunate indeed if you can get him to work for you

The Maxim of Relevance
* Be relevant.

example:
A: Where is Mr. Abdullah's office?

B. I think I will grab some food

The Maxim of Quality
* Don't Lie 
* Don't make unsupported claims
* be Adequate





Example



A: Where is Mr. Abdulla's office?

B. College of Arts .

The Maxim of Quantity
* Say neither more nor less than the discourse requires.

Speech Act theory

* The theory describes to how can use language to do things; to make promisses, lay bets, issue warnings etc. that is  Actions that are carried out through an utterance.

* Speech act is a functional unit in communication

* This concept was proposed by John austin in 1962 one of th founders of pragmatics and later developed by his apprentice John Searle.

example
I pronounce you husband and wife 

( felicity conditions)

Components of speech act a.k.a Austin's levels of action

Locutionary Act : The production of the sounds and words that make up an utterance. in other words, the literal meaning of the utterance.

Illocutionary Act: The Real action performed by the utterance, that is, the intended meaning of the utterance.

Perlocutionary Act: The result or effect that is produced by the utterance


Example 1 : The kitchen will be closing in 10 minutes

Example 2 : I forgot to go to the cash machine
