Constative and Performatives 

Constatives : These are certain utterances which do not denote an action. The do not contain a performative verb that would direct the other party to perform an action.. 

Performatives : those sentences that denote an action.


for a sentecne to be performative it should have what we call " Felicity
 conditions "

1- The speaker should have the authority to perform that action.
2- The intention should be understood by the hearer.

3- The utterance should reveal clearly its consequences.

4- "The procedure must be executed (i) correctly and (ii) completely."

* So if a performative doesn't meet these conditions then it doesn't have the power to denote actions.
