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Abstract:
     In kindergarten, English language is new to them, so how do we teach English to children? Is there a way to combine learning and fun? Are the songs successful at this Stage? This study focuses on the effectiveness of using songs to acquire new words, it will verify whether these method help to improve listening, speaking and writing skills for children or not. The main tools used in this research are: Interviewing teachers and collecting their opinions about this method , do they see it as a successful way of teaching children at this stage? why? or why not?  and What are the advantages and disadvantages to be found in using songs in kindergarten classes. Test for the children where are divided into two classes, each class contains 13 children, class One is taught by songs while the other is taught by the traditional way, at the end of the semester 

we will test the children in both classes by putting several questions and knowing the effect of the songs method on their answers
Introduction:                                 
     "Early Start, Grow Smart" These words illustrate the importance of childhood education, So it is better that language is taught in kindergarten to build a foundation in language skills, this helps a lot in preparing a child for the future, especially if this child later wants to learn English as a second language.

      As a child Most of their interest is playing and fun. so how do we make education fun? The teaching of English for Kindergarten  is different from that for middle school or high school,  so teachers should Providing a good learning environment and choose suitable teaching methods that are appropriate for children such as teaching letters,  numbers, colors and behaviors by songs.  

  Why do we use the song? 
    The songs are one of the most successful indirect ways to learn English for children at this stage, it is a fun way to learn a language, children will be happy hearing it many times and they enjoy learning with the song, they are going to sing it not just in class, they will even sing it all day at home and keep it tune in his memory for a long time. 

     A successful song is not going to be effective unless it had some of these conditions: it must have specific rhyme , it is words must be simple and appropriate for children and have an educational aim.

     Some kindergarten teachers thought songs can be a valuable teaching element, Unfortunately, There are teachers who do not care about the song and do not give it a Basic role in education, just use it to fill the time At the end of the lesson  and have no educational value.

Literature review:
          Teaching by songs is not new, There are many opinions that support the use of the songs, and many experiments and studies that illustrate the importance of using English songs and their impact on the acquisition of language, especially on children.
      In a study conducted in classes for pre-school with 15 children Their ages between 4-5 years old,  The purpose of this study was to determine whether this method helps in learning targeted words by using words as a song , the result was the knowledge of all target words with percentages between 60 to 80 percent. This study has proven the success of this strategy in educating children new words at this age.
(Priester, 2011) .

     Education by the traditional method is difficult to memorize and remember at this age, but if it is in a way that is repeated with a certain rhythm accompanied with moves that they share with friends and sometimes with pictures or a Video clip it will be easier to Delivering information and help save them faster, as well that tune stays a long time in their minds, some adults still remember the tune of the song after years of heard when he was a child. 
     It is also a perfect way to use it with children making learning part of the fun, according to (Warnke,2006 )  " this is always a good way to learn English through play. This method is mainly used in the kindergarten"
      Here is how Millington stressed the role of the song in learning and developing language skills "Songs also help clear pronunciation of many English words. They support young learners to improve their listening skills, pronunciation and  eventually improve their speaking skills" .
 (Millington, 2011)



The significance of research:
     At this time English has become the dominant language in all fields, not just a material study , it is more than this, English  is The world's first
And most widely prevalent language, 98% of Internet content is written in English, it is used for business ,study and travel, it is one of the means of global communication among the peoples of the world, and knowledge of the habits, heritage and culture of other peoples.
Because of their importance they have been included in the curriculum of the elementary school, but it's better to learn it in the early stages Until the child is ready to Learn language in the future.

     This research will show the importance of using the song and its role in learning new words in kindergarten And their impact on the behavior of children in class. The English  is a new language for them so it's important that they be presented in a fun way like songs. For example, when a teacher uses the traditional method and the children sit for hours without any reaction, they will be bored, and maybe he feels that English is hard to understand, and that  impact on their education in later academic periods, but When the child participates in the performance of the song with his friends it reinforces confidence in himself, and he feels he is the primary ingredient in the education process, not just the listener and he wants to learn more about this language.




Research questions:
The project aims to answer the following questions:
-What is the role of using songs in the acquisition of  English Language in kindergarten?
-What are the conditions for using songs for children?
-What is the impact of using songs to improve basic skills?

Research methodology:

The research will be performed on Kindergarten Teachers as well as a group of children  . In general, there will be
(4) Teachers and (26)  children divided into two classrooms :
(A and B). And put them on two different methods of teaching . The main tools used in this research are as follows:
1-For teacher:
Interview:-
   This methodology is to ask teachers a number of questions about the song method, and to collecting their opinions about it is effectiveness and its impact on children in acquiring new words and remembering them, how it is develop listening and speaking skills  in learning English? do they see it as a successful way of teaching children? and what are the advantages and disadvantages of using the song in the classroom?
  
2- For children:
-Test:
(Teaching English letters)
     The test will be on 26 children divided into two classrooms (A-B) and put them on two different methods of teaching, (A) We used the song method(ABC song) to teach them letters, (B) We used the traditional way to teach them. We are doing it for one semester. At the end of the semester, children will be tested in both classrooms to determine the level of children in language. The test includes 10 questions in basic skills reading, writing and listening.
In the listening test, present a picture of the English letters on the child, I will pronounce  three letters and ask the child to select it.
In the writing test, I'm going to ask the child to write three letters.
In the Pronunciation test, I will chose four letter and ask the  child to pronounce the Letter.


After the test, the results will be compared, and determine which methods better to teach children.
Ethical considerations:
     Permission from the kindergarten leader have been taken in executing the study. The teachers and children In this study will participate willingly. All participant’s names and kindergarten name will be kept confidential . I will choose an video clip for (ABC song) suitable for the Purpose of research and its words are appropriate for children. Not forcing children to take a test, it is will be optional, In addition, they will have the full right to stop participating if they want.
  
Research limitation:
      Research will be  done in kindergartens in Riyadh city,  the research is largely based on the teachers ' opinions  about this method and on the results of the test after using this method on children. Two different classrooms will be tested, teach one class through songs and the second class through the traditional method. We are doing it for one semester to be able to get reliable results, we will be able to have accurate results for differentiation between the two methods and find The appropriate method to teach English in kindergarten.
Expected results:
     I expect that the children in the class (A) that used the song method will do a better test than kids in class (B) that used the traditional way and most of the kids will answer the questions quickly and great enthusiasm.
    I expect There will also be developments in language abilities and in
basic skills : listening ,focus , remembering and training on the correct pronunciation of words.

                songs will have an impact on the behavior of children specifically on the shy child it is break his shyness to Make him share his friends in the singing And so his linguistic level improves. 
    this method will be able to help the teachers to teach children as well as children learn new words, in an atmosphere of fun, it is a successful way to teach children in kindergarten.
