· The five elements of the novel are: 

· The plot //Characters \\ Setting \\Theme  \\ Style
· Characters:

People, whose the events happen to, are the characters. We understand characters through:

(1) The way they look which is the physical description. So, they give us physical description of character.

(2) The way they speak because language is the reflection of the personality of man (we do not know the person until he speaks). So, they let us hear them speak. So, we speak about the narrator. The language is very important because whenever a person talks we know his character. The pedantical (المتحذلق) character is a character that speaks archaic or outdated language. 

(3) The way they act. 
All of these elements reveal the characters. Physical inability is indicative of spiritual or psychological inability, so in literature physical inability indicates the nature of the character.
The way modern novel is written: Usually modern writers explain the characters indirectly. So, modern novels are not straightforward. 
· The setting:

The setting is the place where the action takes place. A setting can be a real world or it can be a place that has never existed. In science fiction, you may have imagined persons or utopias. Setting can be a time, so setting relates to place and time in which action takes place. Setting can be a time in a past or a time in the distant future.
· The theme: 

Most of the novels have several themes. In this novel, for example, we have themes of feminism, independence, conflict between innocence as represented by Isabel and experience as represented by Mrs. Merle, and the rebellion theme.
· The narrator:
Omniscient narrator: He is not in the story and he knows everything about the characters. An omniscient narrator zooms in on just one character. He introduces the actions of the novel from the perspective of just one character. A novel can be a self discovery. We read novel to understand ourselves. Novel is such a self exploration to explore yourself. Through novel you know what kind of person you are.   
First person narrator: is someone who refers to himself or herself as I. 
The writer tries to attract our attention. We all want to know about others. This is the nature of human beings. Sometimes we are entertained by biographies or autobiographies of other characters because we learn from them. Sometimes you read a novel that makes you laugh, sometimes it makes you cry or even angry. 

Many of the modern inventions such as airplanes and submarines appeared first in literary works and imagined science fiction. 
How to write your assignment? 

1 - You should know the details and focus on the topic of the question.
