· The use of religious theme:  

When the mother told the father he said
“that boy might be happy if he would try if he stays at home. But if he goes abroad he will be the most miserable wretch that ever was born: I can give no consent to it."
· The major themes of the novel:
1- The disobedience of the father which is allegorical to the disobedience of God.
**the major themes of the novel are related to its interpretations:

 If you interpret or studied the novel from a religious theme, you said that the disobedience of God at the nationalistic reading we can say that Robinson’s motivation as an English man is to travel abroad.

2- Another major theme: presentation of an English man as a super human being who can survive for twenty eight years. (Why?) because he wants to serve his country and his nation by motivating English man to travel.

     3- Another major theme: The image of God as a forgiving god who accepts human beings when they repent.

· When Robinson got fever on the island he said “oh God forgive me I make a mistake.”
· When the father said that his son will be punished this is a foreshadowing=foreseeing= to tell someone what is going to happen in the future. 

· Foreshadowing is a technical device. (prophetic) 

· Foreshadowing is based on facts but a prediction is not based on fact so foreshadowing is not a prediction.
When the father foresees= foretells the suffering of his son. He tells the mother that this boy will suffer.

· Foreshadowing in literature= prophetic in religion. 
****Try to use different quotations from the novels that prove that the father was prophetic and he uses foreshadowing. 
**The specific feature of Defoe’s writing is that his novel is not consisting of two chapters as usual in a novel. (Why?)

· Because he used the elements of an autobiography and some aspects of his life and we have studied eight elements of the aspects of his life
The son disobeys his father.
“I consulted neither father nor mother any more, nor so much as sent them word of it; but leaving them to hear of it as they might, without asking God's blessing or my father's, without any consideration of circumstances or consequences, and in an ill hour, God knows,
* The moralistic interpretation of the novel is clear here as we should not disobey our fathers.
- The educational interpretation, When we came to the fact that what is we are in is a difficult situation and that we have to go with it. When we are in difficult situations we need to work hard to survive.
on the 1st of September 1651, I went on board a ship bound for London. Never any young adventurer's misfortunes, I believe, began sooner, or continued longer than mine. The ship was no sooner out of the Humber than the wind began to blow and the sea to rise in a most frightful manner; and, as I had never been at sea before.”

In this date it was his first journey from Humber to London.


 I was most inexpressibly sick in body and terrified in mind. I began now seriously to reflect upon what I had done, and how justly I was overtaken by the judgment of Heaven for my wicked leaving my father's house, and abandoning my duty. All the good counsels of my parents, my father's tears and my mother's entreaties, came now fresh into my mind; and my conscience,

So now there is a very strong storm. He starts to say, oh God save me this time and I will not sail again.
“, I made many vows and resolutions that if it would please God to spare my life in this one voyage, if ever I got once my foot upon dry land again, I would go directly home to my father, and never set it into a ship again while I lived; that I would take his advice, and never run myself into such miseries as these anymore.” Now I saw plainly the goodness of his observations about the middle station of life, how easy, how comfortably he had lived all his days, and never had been exposed to tempests at sea or troubles on shore; and I resolved that I would, like a true repenting prodigal, go home to my father.


*** You have always to support your information and themes with strong examples and quotations from the novel.

· The story of religious interpretation. The religious language he uses words from the Bible such as the word “Prodigal”.

* The first journey-voyage of Robinson Crusoe was from Humber to London.
***I want each one of you write two pages about any of the topics or interpretations we studied and discussed.

· For example we can write about the disobedience of God and the disobedience of the father and how Islam sees the disobedience of the father. Explain that our religion tells us we should obey our fathers.

“The experienced sailors considered that they have never any worse storm like that.”
This suffering reminds us with the father words.
But the worst was not come yet; the storm continued with such fury that the seamen themselves acknowledged they had never seen a worse.
“I was so surprised that I fell down in a swoon.”
He lost consciousness. When you are so tired you lose consciousness. 

*This was all the punishment for the disobedience of the son. 

a light ship, who had rid it out just ahead of us, ventured a boat out to help us.
A light ship = a small boat came to save us. 
“We were not much more than a quarter of an hour out of our ship till we saw her sink,”
Then the ship sank.
- Here he understands that God is a loving and a merciful God he brings us along the shore to assist us as people start to come and show their assistance. 
Here we got in, and though not without much difficulty, got all safe on shore, and walked afterwards on foot to Yarmouth, where, as unfortunate men, we were used with great humanity, as well by the magistrates of the town, who assigned us good quarters, as by particular merchants and owners of ships, and had money given us sufficient to carry us either to London or back to Hull as we thought fit.


· Why he is tortured?  Because he disobeyed his father. 


· Feature of  the style:
- Defoe uses names like Friday. 

- He also uses the name Robinson Crusoe to refer to the main theme of the novel which is son in curse. 

-He also uses Yarmouth as the place where Robinson was saved to remind us that the prophet Mousa was throw out the mouth of waves. 
· Friday is the day of salvation.  That is the in which Friday would be killed. So it is the day of mercy.


· Q- Friday is a blessed day (Why?) discuss relating to the novel
The black man was saved in that day so it is the blessed day of salvation.

Robinson Crusoe refers to the person or the character where as 

Robinson Crusoe refers to the novel itself. 

“But my ill fate”
· Was he blessed?
· What do you think of the word “ill fate”? 

· Is Robinson Crusoe an ill-fated person, punished or he is good-fated as he is saved? 

  Some people believe that he is ill-fated because he suffered a lot, but others believe that he is a lucky person as he is saved by God and that he survived after twenty eight years. He did not gain much money when he went back however in Brazil he gains a lot of money. 

  We can also say that he is not completely ill-fated or that he is not completely a lucky person. We can say that he is ill-fated but he has some good luck at the end. Or we can say that he is lucky because he is saved at last but he suffered a lot. 

· You have to tell reasons to support both answers:

For example; he is lucky because God saved him in the first journey.
The captain of the ship says 
Young man, “you ought never to go to sea anymore ,…..Upon that I told him some of my story; at the end of which he burst out into a strange kind of passion: "What had I done," says he, "that such an unhappy wretch should come into my ship? I would not set my foot in the same ship with thee again for a thousand pounds.”

 The captain says that his fault is to bring a miserable man like Crusoe in his ship and that he does not want to see his face again. This means that he is an ill-omen to the ship as it is his first time to sail and it is the first time this storm happens.  He is now unhappy and miserable person (Why?) because he disobeys his father. 

 Then he was taken by a Turkish ship and this is the second ship. He was taken by Pirates. In the second ship he is taken as a slave became a slave as he disobeys his father but after that he was saved. 

· Q- Was Robinson Crusoe a miserable person or a lucky one? 

We can use this example of being a slave to support the answer that he was a miserable or an ill-fated person.  He is turned from a merchant to a miserable slave. This boy was miss sent to sea.
