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Second Year

· The uniqueness of the character is that Robinson Crusoe is a practical and talented English man. 
Practical = a person who is good at managing his life. 

· The main points:

*1* the contrast between the Turkish and the Portuguese in thought as presented by Robinson Crusoe:

After being enslaved by the Turkish captain he will be saved by a Portuguese captain.

*2* Robinson Crusoe as a talented English man.
* The Turkish considered Robinson as a stupid and fool person and treated him as a slave.
* The generous Portuguese who saved the life of Robinson Crusoe.

This was the unhappiest voyage that ever man made; for though I did not carry quite 100 pounds of my new-gained wealth; ….our ship making her course towards the Canary Islands, , or rather between those islands and the African shore, was surprised in the grey of the morning by a Turkish rover of Sallee, who gave chase to us with all the sail she could make.

- This presentation is an image of Muslims. They used the word Turkish to refer to the Muslims. 
“but i was kept by the captain of the rover as his proper prize, and made his slave,
* Robinson Crusoe was enslaved.” 

* The Turkish are presented as cruel persons who enslaved Crusoe.

I was perfectly overwhelmed; and now I looked back upon my father's prophetic discourse to me, that I should be miserable,
Now he thinks of his father’s words as he is now a miserable person as he is a slave.
* Daniel Defoe presents the Portuguese  as a kind, lovely and helpful man.
As my new patron, or master,….. he ordered me to lie in the cabin to look after the ship.
“I had nobody to communicate it to that would embark with me - no fellow-slave, no Englishman, Irishman, or Scotchman there but myself;”
  Robinson is now alone. He has no fellow no English man no Irish man or Spanish or anybody else.
“After about two years, an odd circumstance presented itself, which put the old thought of making some attempt for my liberty again in my head.”
After being a slave for two years, he started to think of liberty.
I proved very dexterous in catching fish; insomuch that sometimes he would send me with a Moor, one of his kinsmen, and the youth - the Maresco, as they called him - to catch a dish of fish for him.


 The Moroccan master= the Turkish=the Muslim sent Robinson to catch a fish.  

This moment my former notions of deliverance darted into my thoughts, for now I found I was likely to have a little ship at my command; and my master being gone, I prepared to furnish myself, not for fishing business, but for a voyage; though I knew not, neither did I so much as consider, whither I should steer - anywhere to get out of that place was my desire.
He started to think that he have to build a small ship for himself. He will prepare some stuff that will help him in building it.
"But," said I, "you swim well enough to reach to the shore, and the sea is calm; make the best of your way to shore, and I will do you no harm; but if you come near the boat I'll shoot you through the head, for I am resolved to have my liberty;"
He pushed the moor into the sea and kept Xury as his slave/ boy as no one will stop him. 
It is impossible to express the astonishment of these poor creatures at the noise and fire of my gun: some of them were even ready to die for fear,
* The creatures (Negroes) are presented as uncivilized people.  They know nothing about guns. 

Those creatures were surprised and astonished when they shoot a leopard like a tiger. They are also coward as they are ready to die for fear= frightened to death.
1- He presented the Turkish as stupid as and cruel persons.
2- Robinson used the word (rogue=evil person) to refer to the Turkish man. He was taken/ captured by Pirates and was kept as a slave. 

3- Defoe presents the Turkish as uncivilized people who knew nothing about guns. 
 4- These Moroccans were also presented as coward people. They almost die of fear when Robinson shot the gun.

“It is almost impossible to express the astonishment of these poor creatures : some of them were even ready to die for fear, and fell down as dead with the very terror; but when they saw the creature dead, and sunk in the water, and that I made signs to them to come to the shore, they took heart and came, and began to search for the creature.
**He used the word creature to describe them and not the word human beings. So he believes that they are not human beings .that is why he also used the word rogue. 

“"Master, master, a ship with a sail!" and the foolish boy”.
Master = Moroccans
Notice the contrast between the Portuguese = the European unlike the Moroccan. They are sailors and civilized and educated and spoke different languages. Robinson represents the Portuguese and the European and that he was precious. He is a son of an European root.
“It was an inexpressible joy to me, which any one will believe, that I was thus delivered, as I esteemed it, from such a miserable and almost hopeless condition as I was in; and I immediately.”
* Defoe uses positive words to describe the Portuguese. 

* Robinson uses negative words to describe the Moroccans. This hesitates the opinion of Defoe against Muslims.

***This was after the fifteenth century because, up to the fifteenth century Arabs and Muslims had a wonderful civilization but this was at the eighteenth century.  
* It was an inexpressible joy to me =He was so happy that he found Europeans. 

but he generously told me he would take nothing from me, but that all I had should be delivered safe to me when I came to the Brazils.
There were Spanish and Irish people on the island.
 * He described the Europeans and Portuguese as generous as they saved him. The captain of the ship refuses to take any fees unlike the morocco captain who enslaved Robinson.
Besides," said he, "when I carry you to the Brazils, so great a way from your own country, if I should take from you what you have, you will be starved there, and then I only take away that life I have given. No, no," says he: "Seignior Inglese" (Mr. Englishman), "I will carry you thither in charity, and those things will help to buy your subsistence there and your passage home again."
* According to Robinson the English or the Europeans are almost described as nice and charitable people. They are men of generous where as the Arabs are described or represented as evil. 

“As he was charitable in this proposal, so he was just in the performance to a tittle; for he ordered the seamen that none should touch anything that I had: then he took everything into his own possession, and gave me back an exact inventory of them, that I might have them, even to my three earthen jars.”

Moreover he ordered that none of the sailors should touch or annoy Robinson. 
“I was now landed and safe on shore, and began to look up and thank God that my life was saved, in a case wherein there was some minutes before scarce any room to hope.”

** The worst strong storm and the ship was wrecked but he was saved at the island so he thanks God.
How practical he was; he will bring every aspect he needs from the ship. 
“I walked about on the shore lifting up my hands,”

* He is now so happy and rich and thinks about going to Africa to get some slaves, some business.

* He is practical as he presenting an English man who can make use of everything. (Give example of how he was practical on the shore).
“and that there should not be one soul saved but myself; for, as for them, I never saw them afterwards, or any sign of them, except three of their hats, one cap, and two shoes that were not fellows,”
*Then he realized that he was the only saved one from the shipwreck.

“After I had solaced my mind with the comfortable part of my condition, I began to look round me, to see what kind of place I was in, and what was next to be done. “

He said Oh my God i have saved so i should be thankful. 
· What we have talk about in this lecture: 
*** The contrast between the Europeans and Muslims and Arabs Turkish.  

         ***   The practical attitude of an English man. He is ready and can use        everything on the ship and that “I had a dreadful deliverance;” he is saved and he thanks God. 

Anybody else will just feel disappointed but I am an English man. I am going to survive. I am not going to give up”.

“for I was wet, had no clothes to shift me, nor anything either to eat or drink to comfort me; neither did I see any prospect before me but that of perishing with hunger or being devoured by wild beasts; and that which was particularly afflicting to me was, that I had no weapon, either to hunt and kill any creature for my sustenance, or to defend myself against any other creature that might desire to kill me for theirs.”
Although he has nothing to eat or drink or even a weapon or a gun to defend himself, he even cannot find anybody else around him but he will not give up (why) because he is an English man.  

He is so ready to convince the British people that they are so strong.
“In a word, I had nothing about me but a knife, a tobacco-pipe, and a little tobacco in a box. This was all my provisions;”
Now he is going to start a new kind of life. (Why?)

Because he is a practical man.
