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 The last time we started with the essay and we discussed what Coleridge said on Wordsworth's use of the language of the rustics. And he reached the second part of essay where he speaks about objections exposed different expressions used by Wordsworth and here Coleridge chooses those five expressions because they deal with the language of poetry and there are certain words that are used by Wordsworth that were not accurate from Coleridge is point of view. He was not against this but he was only objecting the use of certain words that were not accurate. 

· He said that the first word he objected to was the word purified. The language purified from its vulgarity, difficulty or from its wrong grammar. Then Coleridge here said that it will not be a rustic language any more, it will be from the writer's talent, education and experience. So, in this case it is not purely rustic. 

· He says that the language that is really rustic is only concerned with few facts or limited facts, why? Because the rustics are familiar with few things; they are familiar with the same object everyday, so they are not learning new vocabulary. They know the things that they see it everyday in their life. They don't know anything new, so their language is concerned with very few facts where as the knowledge of a human being is made of the connection between different facts.
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The second objection he said "As little can I agree with the assertion that from the objects with which the rustic hourly communicates the best part of language is formed. So, he objects here the word of the best part of language. Wordsworth said that the rustics from their everyday connection with nature, they learned the best part of language. Coleridge disagrees with that because "for first, if to communicate with an object implies such an acquaintance with it, as renders it capable of being discriminately reflected on, the distinct knowledge of an uneducated rustic would furnish a very scanty vocabulary. So, by connecting with different things we learn the names of those things, then the rustics with the communication with same things everyday their language and vocabulary are insufficient and this is not enough to make a good language as it is very limited. So, because the rustics are not educated so they don't learn vocabulary and only what they know is what they learn in their daily life. 
· "Secondly, I deny that the words and combinations of words derived from the objects, with which the rustic is familiar, whether with distinct or confused knowledge, can be justly said to form the best part of language." Now they are connected with the limited vocabulary and small amount of objects. The objects they see everyday are the same so how they are going to have new information and objects. So, how can these limited objects and vocabulary form the best part of language? 
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Coleridge defines the best part of language saying "The best part of human language, properly so called, is derived from reflection on the acts of the mind itself." This definition is called the theory of science and this is one of the important theories given by Coleridge. According to Coleridge the word is a signifier of a meaning. So when I say any word it means I want to communicate a certain meaning. So, the word for Coleridge is a sign that indicates something and this something has to be found in my and your mind as well so when I say it you understand it. The word or the sign is related to something I have it in my mind. For example if I said the word desk, all of you will know what I mean; you will know that I mean the desk and not the window or the door because you have a previous knowledge about this object and the picture of this object reflects in your mind and then reflects in your word. So, this is what is Coleridge says that the words are a refection of the object to the mind. 
· Coleridge also objects the word best language because everyone considered his language the best language. He believes that there is not best language or worst language because everybody sees his language is the best language. So, the word best is very losing word and not accurate word.  "It is formed by a voluntary appropriation of fixed symbols to internal acts" I appropriate the picture to the information I have in my mind and the word is a symbol that gives me a way of communication. It symbolizes all things happening in my mind. 
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"to processes and results of imagination" so, the imagination is the faculty that makes me communicate between what I see and the knowledge that I have in my mind. For example, if I say the word tree each one of you will know it and visualize the picture of the tree in her mind through imagination but if you don't see a tree before you will not do this. So, imagination is connected with what you have learned and what you stored in your mind. The more you have knowledge, the more you will be able to use your imagination and the more you will give names to the objects and know what we are talking about. So, how the rustics with their limited vocabulary have the best part of language. The best part of language comes from education and rustics aren't educated 
· "the greater part of which have no place in the consciousness of uneducated man though in civilized society, by imitation and passive remembrance of what they hear from their religious instructors and other superiors, the most uneducated share in the harvest which they neither sowed, nor reaped" so, the rustics get their education from religion; from the Bible and the book of hymen and these are not include all words as they are not dictionary; it doesn't include all information, so how can this uneducated man who has only religious education be familiar with different parts of the language that is considered the best. So, the best language can be gained from schools and universities and after the Reformation it doesn't depend only on schools because if you just read you will learn. So, this is the second expression. 
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The third expression on line 610. When, therefore, Mr. Wordsworth adds, "accordingly, such a language"--(meaning, as before, the language of rustic life purified from provincialism)--"arising out of repeated experience and regular feelings, is a more permanent, and a far more philosophical language, than that which is frequently substituted for it by Poets, who think that they are conferring honour upon themselves and their art in proportion as they indulge in arbitrary and capricious habits of expression;"  he quotes from Wordsworth who was talking about the idea of using rustic language after purifying from its provincialism. Coleridge answers saying "it may be answered, that the language, which he has in view, can be attributed to rustics with no greater right, than the style of Hooker or Bacon to Tom Brown or Sir RogerL'Estrange."  Provincialism people who come from rustic life and speak different dialects according to the province they come from. So, every province has its own dialect. If I purify the language from its provincialism so it becomes like any other language and not for people who come from different province and the dialect will be different. So this purification of language that used by Wordsworth will make the language is not similar to the language of rustics. 

· "Doubtless, if what is peculiar to each were omitted in each, the result must need be the same". If each of these people has a language that is peculiar to him and he omits that language then all the language will be similar to each other and not belonging to province or rustics. 
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"Further, that the poet, who uses an illogical diction, or a style fitted to excite only the low and changeable pleasure of wonder by means of groundless novelty, substitutes a language of folly and vanity, not for that of the rustic, but for that of good sense and natural feeling". The poet who changes the language of the rustics by omitting the folly and vanity or the bad words then he is substituting the rustic language by another language.
· The fourth expression is on line 630" Here let me be permitted to remind the reader, that the positions, which I controvert, are contained in the sentences--"a selection of the real language of men;" According to Coleridge he objects the word of the real language because he says that there is nothing called real language.  "I object, in the very first instance, to an equivocation in the use of the word "real." Every man's language varies, according to the extent of his knowledge, the activity of his faculties, and the depth or quickness of his feelings. So, when I speak it depends on the knowledge I have, the education and language I am using come from where. It comes from the extent knowledge I know; from the activities of the faculties of the mind also depends if I can express my feelings accurately and deeply or not. 
· Every man's language has, first, its individualities; secondly, the common properties of the class to which he belongs; and thirdly, words and phrases of universal use. So every man's language made of those three things, firstly, each language has its individualities and also it has its common properties of the class as when you come from a certain class so you have a certain kind of language. 

· In line 653 "For "real" therefore, we must substitute ordinary or lingua communis". So, he says for the word "real" we should substitute it with the word 'ordinary' or 'common language'. 
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· In line 664 "Not to mention, that the language so highly extolled by Mr. Wordsworth varies in every county, nay in every village, according to the accidental character of the clergyman". He says even the language that Wordsworth is speaking about for rustics who comes from different provinces and has different dialects and also their education depend on the clergymen who taught them. So, we cannot call this language the real language. 
· The last expression on line 672 "Neither is the case rendered at all more tenable by the addition of the words, "in a state of excitement." He says that how can we depend on words that come in a state of excitement. He says it is difficult to create while you are excited. "For the property of passion is not to create; but to set in increased activity" he says when you are excited you aren't in a state of creating but in a state of activity. So, how can you write good poetry when you are excited.  "At least, whatever new connections of thoughts or images, or --(which is equally, if not more than equally, the appropriate effect of strong excitement)-- whatever generalizations of truth or experience the heat of passion may produce; yet the terms of their conveyance must have pre-existed in his former conversations", so, the words are not a result of an excited passion but they come as a result of person's knowledge and what he has in his mind. 
· and are only collected and crowded together by the unusual stimulation and what happened when I am excited? I collected what in my mind from different words according to the knowledge I have in order to express this excitement. 
· "It is indeed very possible to adopt in a poem the unmeaning repetitions, habitual phrases, and other blank counters, which an unfurnished or confused understanding interposes at short intervals, in order to keep hold of his subject, which is still slipping from him, and to give him time for recollection" when I am excited I try to find the correct word to express the feeling I have not from the passion I have but from the knowledge I have stored in my mind and bringing and repeating them out. And this repetition or habitual phrases (phrases I used to say it as a habit in certain situations), so, what comes out is the result of the habit in my mind; sometimes you say something habit or you used to say; sometimes you are speechless, so it differs from person to another.
· Those was the five expression used by Wordsworth and commented by Coleridge. So as we said that he agrees with Wordsworth in many things like emotions, images, common people, general poetry but he objects very few expressions used by him. 
· Then we have another essay given also by Coleridge which is imagination and fancy and we will start it next lecture
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
