New Vocabulary:
Secret: (Noun) a piece of information that is only known by one person or a few people and should not be told to others. e.g. You just can't keep﻿ a secret
Training: (Noun) the process of learning the skills you need to do a particular job or activity. e.g. New staff have/receive﻿ a week's training in﻿ how to use the computers
Sailing: (Noun) the sport or activity of using boats with sails. e.g. She loves to go﻿ sailing
Surfing: (Noun) the sport of riding on a wave on a special board. e.g. I like to go surfing
Before you start ……..
 Would you like to go surfing?-
 Would you like to go sailing?-
Would you like to travel somewhere?-
Present Perfect Statements:
^Form: Affirmative:
S +        Have/has        + Past Participle
e.g. He         has            Written a letter.     
e.g. They have cleaned their room.
^Negative:
 S +        have/has         +not          + Past Participle
e.g. She                         hasn’t               Played basketball.
e.g. They                       haven’t             seen him
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Present Perfect Statements: Use:
1-For actions and events that happened at an indefinite time in the past that still have importance in the present:
e.g. I haven’t saved enough money. { I still don’t have enough}
2. For repeated actions at an infinite time in the past:
e.g. We’ve gone sailing three times this year.
3. With certain time expressions: such as {never- just- lately- recently} e.g. I've just finished my homework
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
