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Non-Government Resources for Education
Abstract

The challenge posed by resource gaps in education confronts all countries and not just the
less-developed ones. Every nation has unfinished agendas of expansion of education and
improvement of education quality which could be met with additional resources, or else could
propose many programs in other sectors in socio-economic activity on which it could with
advantage spend resources released by more effective management of education. From an
analytical point of view, the options for closing the resource gap represent as valid taxonomy

of possibilities for the United States as for the least developed countries.

In this article, | shall successively review briefly the options for closing the resource gap in
education; then concentrate more specifically on private funding for education; and thirdly,
examine in particular the potential of community financing. In doing so, I shall be drawing in
particular on work undertaken and published by the World Bank in the financing of

education.
