Old English literature (Beowulf)


Beowulf is the most important poem because it belongs to the seventh century, it is the heritage of all the age production from the 7th century until the 11th and 12th. It was not written down before the 15 and 16th century. It is the oldest epic or story has ever seen and known in England, it belongs to the Anglo-Saxon tribe in Northern areas of the Canadian Island. It deals with non English people, all the English which was written before were addressing and dealing with different cultures and different environment and countries even the settings. The setting of Beowulf was not in England .It was written in 16th and 17th century in English.

    Another important thing in Beowulf is the supernatural and imaginative settings and characters which are found in it as dragons. When Beowulf was written, many things were changed for example Anglo- Saxon tribe were not Christian  when they invaded England, they converted to Christianity, so we find in Beowulf many Christian characters and some characters  deal with the Christian theory as the dragon and the monster , they became symbols of evil and good . So the concept was changed.     

  The beginning of English literature:

   The age of Chaucer:
     English literature really starts with Chaucer. France is related to the Normans who ruled England for many years since 1056.
For Normans and French people English literature was addressed the kings and governments .When Chaucer came, he changed, he didn’t write for the rulers, the government or the king but he addressed all the English people. for the first time in English literature he started to address his poetry to the simple people Because he was born in a moderate family, a family that is not rich or poor. He was well educated and he was in contact with the higher classes that mean he could deal with both classes the upper and the lower one. He could speak Latin, French and English. 
Canterbury tales    

 The masterpiece of Chaucer was a poem called Canterbury tales, as we mentioned before the literature before the age of Chaucer was addressed to people of high class such as kings, nobles and governments but Chaucer changed these traditions and presented simple people of different classes and crafts in the English society by that time. Canterbury tales talks about some pilgrims who are traveling to visit a sacred place called Canterbury. They decided each one tells a story to amuse themselves during this long journey. Each one of these pilgrims represents a different craft and character like what they have in real life in the English society.


     He talks about many cultures in different classes from reality.  In this way he can be distinguished for his technique and we considered him the Father of English literature. He talks about simple people in a very simple language; he talks about the real people in life so he uses a literature to all people. 
   The most important thing in Canterbury tales is that Chaucer uses a variety of real people in the English society so he has used a good characterization.


The bare century: 

    After Chaucer we have another Century which called Bare Century or 16th century .They called it bare because the poets used to imitate and didn’t come any new thing. After Chaucer many poets tried to imitate him so they are not remembered.

     The 16th century is called the age of Renaissance because they try to translate all the works of the greater poets as Chaucer and Plato. They found that there were no great writers than those. 
In the Renaissance age they learnt from Greek and Roman so they were borrowing from abroad to create their own mind

    Although they have died but the English people were affected by them. They always went abroad to learn and to observe what was written abroad .The civilization in Europe was greater and more advanced than in England because England was a remote island which makes it isolated.
 

    Why did the literature advance in the 16th century?

     - In 1485 and in the beginning of the 16th century the Tudor family began to move to England and the conditions in England became to be good because it was inhabited by many tribes and they were united under the French rulers. With the coming of the English king they started to unite places in England and many wars were taken place.
     - With the coming of Queen Elizabeth the 1st , we find that no more wars were happened , because when there are no wars , there will be a good chance for literature , for poetry and for people to create , when the country is settled everything will be in a good state economy , finance and literature . To some extent England was stable so the poets could create their works.
Reformation: 

              Another important thing in the 16th century by coming of   Queen Elizabeth the first was in the middle of 16th century.
Marten Luther king was an educated and rich man in the English church, he had some ideas and new rules to be discussed and he hanged on one of the biggest church in England.

    When some people read his rules, they started a revolution, he wanted to do more changes inside the church, he wanted some reformation against the corruption because the priests inside the church had all the rights and they treated people according to their needs.
     He was with reformation and against the church. The government accepted some of the new rules and adopted with them. Firstly the church was under controlled by the priests and the pops after reformation the church belonged to the king or the queen directly.

   In the 16th century they started to translate many books from Latin and for the great philosophers and wrote many books about the changes in England to show the new buildings and the great palaces before the 11th century and after the 16th century.
Humanism

   Going back to the philosophers and human beings, they started to think for the human being as an individual not as a group of people as government. For the English people who were reoccupied and regain with the new Anglican Church rules, they considered themselves more relative than Europe.
       Humanism in England started to take another shape, more relative and they started to mix new books.   With all this flourishing, London was the biggest capital, it depended on the agriculture, people started to go to London in order to trade and people began to expose to different cultures.
