The cactus is a plant which grows in very hot, dry places. They do not have leaves.
Instead, ®'they have spiny needles which stick out of their stems. There are many
shapes of the cactus. ®*Some are small and round. ®Others are tall like columns or
pillars. Some are shaped like tubes or bells. Some are shaped like wheels. Some grow as
trees or shrubs. Others grow as ground cover. Cactus flowers are big, %and some of
them bloom at night.
