Feminism
It started early in Victorian Age  1929 with two articles of Virginia Woolf . the first is "A Room of One's Own"  which points out the history and social context of women's literary production and the second is "  three guineas" focuses on the relation between male power and the professions (Law, education, medicine…) .the most famous of her many novels include MRS. DALLOWAY .she suffered from the domination of males and masculine values.
Feminism in general deals with  the women's rights and women's suffrage movements which were the main factors in forming the feminism approach ,also, deals with their emphasis on social, political and economic reform. Moreover, they want to establish a new knowledge about embodiment of women drawing on psychoanalytic, linguistic and social theories about gender construction and difference. Feminists have denied the crucial division of viewing the world , the various splits between female and male ,white and black, instead they demand  a vision of unity rather than opposition. 
Virginia Woolf believes that gender identity is constructed by the society and can be transformed. she hoped to achieve balance between a male self-realisation and  female self-annihilation.she dismissed the idea of womanhood, the ideal of 'THE  ANGEL IN THE HOUSE'. It was said the He is the 'One' and She is the 'Other'. Gender has to do not with how females( and males) really are , but with the way that a given culture sees them.
5 main factors are involved in most discussion of sexual differences: biology(she is unable to bear heavy tasks as she is weak creature ,experience(she lacks knowledge of solving problems bec., she is not exposed to the social daily life as men),discourse, the unconscious, and social and economic conditions ( she cannot manage financial matters). It is more evident in language , literary and non-literary for ex."chairman" or where we are talking  about people generally ,as with the word  'READERA.' 
Finally, feminist literary studies focus on the woman as reader and woman as the writer. For the first type is concerned with woman as the consumer of male produced literature in which its subjects include images and stereotypes of women in literature, the omissions and misconceptions about women in criticism. however, when feminist criticism focuses on woman as writer , it concerns itself with woman as the producer of textual meaning in which its subjects include the female creativity; linguistics and the problem of female language and , of course , studies of particular writers and works. they also able to express their emotions freely of a personal nature  such as letters, travel journals, and diaries. Feminism has expanded the canon "sentimental" novel.

Eco-criticism 
it concentrates mainly on how literature interacts with and participates in the entire ecosphere attempting to find a common ground between human in  and nonhuman to show how they coexist in various ways(; because the environment issues have become essential part of our existence, and to analyze the environment and give possible solution for the contemporary environment to make "correction" .
Eco-criticism appears with the publication of THE ECOCRITICISM READER by Gltfelty and Fromm and THE ENVIRONMENTAL IMAGINATION by Lawrence Buell.

Post colonial
The relation between colonized and the colonizer
Homi Bhabha interests in the cultural interaction between the colonizer and colonized. Some critics had denied such an interaction , one stated  between colonizer and colonized there is no human contact, but relations of domination and submission. The west has always been convinced that its presence  overseas greatly affected the natives.on the other hand , they disagreed with the notion that their sons and daughters might be affected by the cultures they encountered which Homi  denied. for example , in THE HEART OF DARKNESS the colonial experience has the effect of turning the ivory collector Kurtz into Godlike barbarian, and in E.M FOSTER's A PASSAGE TO INDIA two  British women( Adela , Mrs. Moore)also  pay a price for leaving familiar territory and suffer unsettling experience in India.
Thus, for Bhabha , the encounter of the colonized and colonizer always affects both in which the colonizer cannot escape a complex and paradoxical relationship with the colonized.
