New Vocabulary:
Mail: The official system used for sending and delivering ,letters, packages , etc . e.g. The book came in yesterdays mail 
Letter: a written message from one person to another ,usually put in an envelope and sent by the post. e.g. I go to a letter from the bank this morning.
Video Conferencing: when two or more people who are in different parts of the world can talk to each other and see each other on television screens. e.g. We used video conferencing to make the deal.
Spam: unwanted email , usually advertisements.
e.g. I get so much spam at work.
Trip: a journey in which you go somewhere , usually for a short time, and come back again. e.g. The trip from York to New castle takes about an hour by train. 
Convenient: suitable for your purposes and needs and causing the least difficulty. e.g.Our local shop has very convenient opening hours .
Jet Lag: the feeling of tiredness and confusion which people experience after making a long  journey in an aircraft to a place where the time is different from the place they left e.g. Every time I fly to the  States ,
I get really bad jet lag.

Comparative Adjectives:
* Comparative Adjectives can be used to talk about the difference between two things, people , or events. The comparative form is often used with than.
e.g. E-mail is less personal than letter. 
e.g.A: How shall we travel? By car or by train.
       B: Let's go by car . It's cheaper.
Don't go by train . It's more expensive.
Form:
Short adjective+ER:*
Old=older                 young=younger
CVC+ER(the final consonant is doubled):*
Big=bigger                 hot=hotter
 *Short adjective ended in-Y-IER:
Easy =easier              heavy=heavier
