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· What is an Urn? A kind of jar

· What kind of poetry Ode on a Grecian Urn is? It is an ode
· What is an ode? An ode is a song.
· What is/are the theme(s) of Ode on a Grecian Urn?

· What is the universal truth Keats is dealing with in this poem?

· How (by what means) does Keats express this theme?
· What was Keats’ purpose of writing this poem?/ What did he want the reader to understand?

· What is the purpose of using the technique of opposite ideals in this poem? To oppose the two kinds of lives; life in art and real life. He does so to show the differences between the two. 
· First by showing the theme of the poem and then how this theme is expressed 

· Read the questions carefully till the end, and underline the points required in the question.
· Do not forget to write the number of the question; if you don’t remember, you will lose marks.
· Concentrate on the names and titles, they should be correctly spelt; for example, Coleridge is usually miss spelt, and Wordsworth is one word but it is usually written as two words which is wrong, also do not write “William”, just write “Wordsworth”. 
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
