The differences, Tannen says, begin when men and women are children. Very young boys
and girls are similar to each other.

When
children in the United States are five or six years old, boys usually play in large groups.

One theory of sleep says that during the day, we need sleep to make new chemicals and
repair, or fix, our bodies. This theory is called the “ Repair Theory”. One piece of
evidence for this theory is that our bodies produce more of growth hormone while we
sleep.
