•Birth: the time when a baby comes 

 out of its mother's body

•Retirement: when you stop working, 
 usually because of your age.  
•Sam will start his own a business

•Public holiday: a special day when people  
do not go to work or school.

IN 

0Season  

in summer -in winter  
in spring - in fall  

I like to go camping in the 
spring. 

•Part of the day  
in the morning  
in the afternoon  
in the evening  

I usually play football in the 
afternoon 

0Year  

in 1999 - in 2003 - in 2012  
Mike graduated from high 

school in 2010. 

•Month  
in July - in September - in 
February  
My summer vacation starts in June.

AT  
0Part of the day 

(exception)  

at night  
I always watch TV at night 
  

0Specific Time  

at 8 a.m. - at midday - at 
midnight  

I often wake up at 6 a.m.  

My break starts at midday. 

 

ON  
0Days  

on Saturday – on 
Monday  
I visit my grandparents 
on Friday. 
  

0Dates  

on 26th of November – on 
September 13  

I was born on September 
13th. 
  

0Weekends and 

Weekdays  
I don’t work on 
weekends.  



I only work on weekdays. 

Since  
0A specific time  
2005 – 7:30 – 
Saturday – July  

I lived there since 

2003. 

for  
0Duration of 

time  
3 hours – 6 days – 
a year …etc.  
I lived in the 
Manchester for 7 
years.

Use “be going to” to talk about future with:  
1.Planned actions  
We are going to take a test this Saturday.  
I am going to fix my car tomorrow.  
2. Definite events or actions in the near future  
Ahmad is going to be 19 next week.  
Look! The sky is dark and cloudy. It’s going to rain. 
 
 

The structure:  
subject + be + going to + bas verb 

 
 
 

Yes/No Questions Structure  
be + subject + going to + base verb 

 
 

Information (Wh-) Questions Structure  
Wh-word + be + subject + going to + base verb
