* Why people study another language? People can get a better job. They want to travel
Have a look at these examples:
 1-All high schools have Math teachers. 
2-A lot of people do not like Math.
2-No students like exams.

Some questions:
1-What do we call the words in red?
2- How do we use them?
3-Why do we put “of” sometimes and we delete it other times?
Determiners:
1- All, most, A lot, some, few, no, and none are “quantifiers”
2-They are used before nouns to say how much or how many of something we are talking about.
e.g. A lot of students hate Math
Form:
1. Determiner + Noun
e.g. Most people stay up late.
2. Determiner +of+ Determiner+ Noun
e.g. Most of the/my People stay up late.
3. Determiner + of + Object pronoun
e.g. Most of them stay up late
Use:
1. These quantifiers are used with “of” before other determiners such as /the, my, this, us, and them. e.g. A few of the people stay up late.
2. The exception is “A lot of” which is a fixed expression
e.g. A lot of people like pizza.
3. “No” is not followed by “of” or by a determiner.
e.g. No students like exams
Determiners:
1-All, most, A lot, some, few, no, and none are “quantifiers”.
2- They are used before nouns to say how much or how many of something we are talking about.             e.g. A lot of students hate Math
