Relative Clauses:
*Relative pronouns:
Who: people.                 That: People/ things.                 Which: Things. e.g. Johnny is a man who lives next door.
e.g. I saw his car that is so expensive
Relative Clauses: 
^Relative clauses give information about
^who or what you are talking about. We have two kinds of relative clauses: Subject relative clauses:
1- The relative pronoun is the subject of the verb in the clause:
e.g. Paul is the guy who drives the car
2- Object relative clauses: The relative pronoun is the object of the verb in the clause. In these clauses, the relative pronoun is often left out.
e.g. Charlie is someone who/that I can trust.
e.g. Charlie is someone I can trust
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
