New Vocabulary: 
Wedding: a marriage ceremony and any celebrations such as a meal or a party which follow it. e.g. Do you know the date of Caroline and Matthew's wedding?
Decorate: to add something to an object or place, especially in order to make it more attractive. e.g. They decorated the wedding car with﻿ ribbons and flowers.
Degree: a course of study at a college or university, or the qualification given to a student who has done this course. e.g. She's got﻿ a degree in﻿ physics from﻿ Oxford.
Member: a person, animal or thing which is part of a group. e.g. a family member﻿.
Parade: a large number of people walking or in vehicles, all going in the same direction, usually as part of a public celebration of something. e.g. a National Day parade.
Travel: ﻿to make a journey, usually over a long distance. e.g. I travel to﻿ work by﻿ train.
Tent: a shelter made of cloth, which you can fold up and carry with you and which is supported by poles and ropes﻿. e.g. To put up/ take down a tent.
Reception: ﻿a formal party at which important people are welcomed. e.g. a wedding day reception.
Wear: ﻿to have clothing on your body. e.g. Tracey is wearing a simple black dress.
Gown: woman's dress, especially a long one worn on formal occasions. e.g. A graduation gown.
Exchange: to give something to someone and receive something from them. e.g. I exchanged those trousers for﻿ a larger size.
Promise: ﻿when you say that you will certainly do something. e.g. I'll try to get back in time, but I'm not making﻿ any promises
The poor: having little money and/or few possessions. Opposite of the rich. e.g. He helped the poor.
Sheep –Goat
Offer up: to give something for God. e.g. Dear Lord, we offer up our prayers.
Gifts: a present or something which is given. e.g. a birthday/wedding gift﻿.
Have a look at these examples:
A:What are you doing tomorrow night?
B: I am going out for dinner.
B: We are meeting at the restaurant at 8:30.
B: It is going to snow tomorrow.
Present continuous for the future:
1-What is present continuous?
Subject+ verb to be+ v+ing+ Object
e.g. We are going out for dinner tonight.
2. People usually use the present continuous to talk about arrangements that they have already made.
e.g. A: what are you doing for National Day?
B: I am going to a street parade.
3. We use present continuous or going to talk about plans, but the present continuous is often used for plans with specific times or places. e.g. A: What are you doing Saturday evening?
B: We are meeting friends at The Sea Grill at 8:30.
4. Going to, but not the present continuous, can also be used to talk about prediction.
e.g. It’s going to rain.{prediction} e.g. It’s raining. {ongoing action}
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
