An Invitation: when someone is asked to go to an event e.g Thanks for the invitation to your birthday party
Traditions: way of acting which people in a particular society group have continued to follow for a long time.
e.g.There is a Tradition in our office that when it is somebody^s 
birthday,they bring in cake for us all to share
Bride:a women who is about to get married. e.g. He returned from New York with his lovely new bride
Groom:a man who is about to get married or has just got married. e.g.The groom was late for the ceremony. 
Sign: to write your name, usually on a written or printed document, to show that you agree with it is contents. e.g. Sign here, please.
Register: a book or record containing a list of names. e.g They signed  their marriage register
Bridesmaid:a girl or woman who during the marriage ceremony helps the woman who is getting married. e.g. Jo asked her sister to be a bridesmaid.
Ribbons: a long narrow strip of material used to tie things together or as a decoration. e.g. He tied up the present with ribbons
Cut:to break the surface of something smaller,using  a sharp tool,  
especially a Knife. e.g. Cut the meat up into small pieces.
Vacation:a holiday Specially when you are travelling away from home for pleasure. e.g. They  went to Europe on vacation.
Honeymoon: a holiday taken by a man and a woman immediately after their marriage. e.g. Where are you going on your honeymoon. 
Nuts: they dry fruit of particular trees which grows in a hard shell and can often be eaten. e.g. I would like to have some nuts.
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
