Use location expressions like across from and outside
New vocabulary:
Department store: a large shop divided into several different parts, each of which sells different things.
e.g. Where can I find a department store
Avenue: ﻿a wide road, with trees or tall buildings on both sides, or a wide countryside path or road with trees on both sides.
e.g. Fremont Avenue﻿

Is there? Are there?^
There is/There are is a common phrase in English, used to indicate that something "exists“ or is in a certain location. The main subject follows the verb when there is/are is used.
e.g. There is an apple on the table.
There is a café around here. There are many students in the class today
Form: Questions:
Is there +a/an+ singular noun? e.g. Is there a bank around here?
Are there +any+ Plural noun?
e.g. Are there any pay phones around here
Answers:
e.g. Is there a bank around here?
Yes, there is.                                No, there is not.
e.g. Are there any pay phones around here?
Yes, there are.                             No, there are not

Lesson B: Getting Around
In this unit, you learn how to ……… Use Can and Could to offer help and ask for directions
New Vocabulary:
Direction: instructions that you give to someone about how to find a particular place. e.g. Can you give﻿ me directions to﻿ your house? Museum: ﻿a building where objects of historical, scientific or artistic interest are kept. e.g. a museum of modern art﻿
Straight: ﻿continuing in one direction without bending or curving.
e.g. a straight line
Block: ﻿a large, usually tall building divided into separate parts for use as offices or homes. e.g. an office﻿ block
Ferry: ﻿a boat or ship for taking passengers and often vehicles across an area of water, especially as a regular service. e.g. We're going across to France on the﻿ ferry
Terminal: the area or building at a station, airport or port which is used by passengers leaving or arriving by train, aircraft or ship. e.g. Your flight to Perth will leave from Terminal
Aquarium: a glass container in which fish and other water animals can be kept. e.g. we go to the aquarium to see sea animals
Stadium: a large closed area of land with rows of seats around the sides and often with no roof which is used for sports events. e.g. Thousands of football fans packed into the stadium to watch the match
Before you start ……….
-When people go to different places, it’s called getting around.
-How do you usually get around?
Car- Taxi- Bus Subway –Train- Bicycle - Walk
When you want to find out how to get to a place, what can you do?-
look at a map ….. Ask people

-In classroom:
e.g. Can I borrow your pen?

e.g. Can I have a diet soda?
Offers: e.g. How can I help you
Offers and Requests with Can and Could:
Form:-
-{Can and Could} are modal verbs. Modal verbs have the same form for all subjects and are followed by the base form of the verb.
e.g. He can speak French. e.g. They can speak French
Offer:and Requests with Can and Could:
-Yes/No questions:
e.g. He can play basketball. Can he play basketball? (yes/no question) --People tend to use Could in requests to be more polite.
e.g. Could you lend me some money
