In this lesson, you learn how to ………
Use Do you mind …..?
to ask for permission and Would you mind …..? To make requests. Agree to requests in different ways.
New Vocabulary:
Polite: opposite of impolite; ﻿behaving in a way that is socially correct and shows understanding of and care for other people's feelings. e.g. I'm afraid I wasn't very polite to her.﻿
Permission: ﻿If someone is given permission to do something, they are allowed to do it. e.g. She took the car without permission
Borrow: to get or receive something from someone with the intention of giving it back after a period of time. e.g. She used to borrow money and not bother to pay it back.﻿
Expect: to think or believe something will happen, or someone will arrive. e.g. I expect (that)﻿ you'll find it somewhere in your bedroom.
Favor: a kind action that you do for someone. e.g. Could you do﻿ me a favour - would you feed my cat this weekend?
Do you mind …….? Would you mind ………?
- Do you mind …….? and Would you mind …..?Are used to make polite requests and ask permission, especially if the speaker does not know the other person very well.
- Do you mind …..? and Would you mind …?Make the questions sound more tentative.
- They are also used if the speaker is asking for something that he or she feels might be inconvenient for the other person.
Form:
1. Do you mind + if …….?e.g. Do you mind if I use your phone?
2. Would you mind + Verb + ing {Gerund}?
e.g. Would you mind helping me in the kitchen?
Use:
1. The forms can be used to ask permission to do something:
e.g. Do you mind if I open the window?

2. Thy can also be used to ask someone to do something:
e.g. Would you mind giving me a pencil?
Agreeing to Requests:
- To agree to requests with can and could, the following expressions can be used:
1-Yes/ Sure. Go ahead.                     2-Ok. No problem.
e.g. A: Can I use your phone?                 B: Sure. Go ahead.
- To agree with requests with mind, the following expressions can be used:
1- No, go ahead.                       2- No, not at all.                 3-Oh, no. No problem.
e.g. A: Do you mind if I use your phone?                B: No, go ahead.

Typical: showing all the characteristics that you would usually expect from a particular group of things. e.g. I must look like the typical tourist with my shorts and my camera
Electricity: a form of energy, produced in several ways, which provides power to devices that create light, heat, etc e.g. an electricity bill
Make the bed: to make a bed tidy after you have slept in it. e.g. I make my own bed every morning  
Do the dishes: to wash the bowls, plates, cups, etc. that have been used for a meal. e.g. It’s my turn to do the dishes today
Population: all the people living in a particular country, area or place. e.g. In 1992 the population of Cairo was approximately 6 500 000
Turn on/off : to start/ end to show a particular quality. 
e.g. Turn on/ off the lights
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
