New Vocabulary:
Hear: verb(heard ,heard) ﻿to receive or become conscious of a sound using your ears. e.g. My grandfather is getting old and can't hear very well ﻿
Photography: (Noun) ﻿(the activity or job of taking) photographs or films. e.g. She's doing an evening class in photography
Painting: (Noun) a picture made using paint. e.g. The walls are covered in oil paintings
Mood: (Noun) the way you feel at a particular time. e.g. She's in a good/bad﻿ mood
Keeping the conversation going:
*In friendly conversations, people often show interest in the experience of other people, even if they have not had the same experience themselves. They often try to find something to comment on, saying for example, I’ve heard (read) about that and then asking questions to keep the conversation going.
e.g. A: Are you an Atif Eisa fan?
B: umm …….. I’ve heard of him. Is he good?

New Vocabulary:
Busy: (Adjective) If you are busy, you are working hard, or giving your attention to a particular thing. e.g. Mum was busy in the kitchen
Snorkel: (Verb) to use a tube to breathe if you are swimming with your face under water. e.g. I went snorkeling with my friends last weekend
Scuba Diving: (Noun) the sport of swimming under water with special breathing equipment. e.g. I went scuba diving when I was in Oman   (1)
Giant: (adjective) extremely large. e.g. to take giant steps﻿
Turtle: (Noun) an animal which lives in or near water and has a thick shell covering its body into which it can move its head and legs for protection. e.g. I saw a big turtle near the water
Sea Lion: (Noun) a large seal﻿ from the North Pacific Ocean which has large ears and can move on land. e.g. I like watching sea lions trying to catch fish
Penguin: (Noun) a black and white sea bird which cannot fly but uses its small wings to help it swim. e.g. Penguins are very beautiful birds
Species: (Noun) a set of animals or plants in which the members have similar characteristics to each other and can breed with each other. e.g. Over a hundred species of﻿ insect are found in this area
Tropical: (Adjective)  ﻿from or relating to the area between the two tropics. e.g. tropical fish
Teeming: (Adjective) If a place is teeming, it is full of people. e.g. A teeming waiting room
Wander: (verb) ﻿to walk around slowly in a relaxed way or without any clear purpose or direction. e.g. We spent the morning wandering around﻿ the old part of the city
Iguana:(Noun) a large greyish green lizard﻿ of tropical America 
e.g A very colourful iguana﻿
Crab: (Noun) a sea animal that has five pairs of legs and a round flat body covered by a shell, or its flesh eaten as food. e.g. We walked along the beach collecting small crabs
Nestle: (Verb) to rest yourself or part of your body in a warm, comfortable and protected position. e.g. She nestled (her head) against﻿ his shoulder                                                                                                       (2)
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
