Use short responses to show you are a supportive listener. Use superlatives for emphasis
Being a supportive listener:
^A friendly and supportive atmosphere can be created in conversations by agreeing with other speakers. One way of doing this is to use short answers or responses with sure really. These words usually come between the pronoun and verb:
e.g. A: It feels good to be out of the city.            B: It sure does!
^Using Superlative for emphasis: When people feel enthusiastic about something or want to sound more convincing, they use superlative adjectives to give extra emphasis or feelings:
e.g. This is the most incredible place!
Lesson D: Is that a fact?
New Vocabulary: 
Reach: (Verb) ﻿to get to a particular, especially high level, etc e.g. The temperature is expected to reach 30°C today
Subway: (Noun) a railway system in which electric trains travel along passages below ground. e.g. We took the subway uptown to Yankee Stadium
Stained glass: glass which has been coloured and cut into various shapes to form pictures or patterns. e.g. a stained glass window﻿
Chandelier: (Noun) a decorative light which hangs from the ceiling and has several parts like branches for holding bulbs﻿ or, especially in the past, candles ﻿.e.g. His house has a very big chandelier
Talkative: (Adjective) talking a lot. e.g. She's a lively, talkative person
Proficient: (Adjective) skilled and experienced. e.g. She's proficient in﻿ two languages

Escalator: (Noun) a set of stairs moved up or down by electric power on which people can stand and be taken from one level of a building to another. e.g. I'll meet you by the up/down﻿ escalator on the second floor
Altitude: (Noun) ﻿height above sea level. e.g. Mountain climbers use oxygen when they reach higher﻿ altitudes
Poisonous: (Adjective) very harmful and able to cause illness or death. e.g. Can you tell the difference between poisonous mushrooms and edible varieties?
Amphibian: (Noun) an animal, such as a frog﻿, which lives both on land and in water but must produce its eggs in water. e.g. An endangered amphibian.
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
