give opinions with expressions like It seems like and If you ask me.
use expressions like definitely, absolutely, etc., to agree
Before you start …….
 ^Think of something your family used to do together that you don’t do together anymore:
e.g. We used to watch TV together, but we don’t anymore.
e.g. We used to go to the beach every Friday
Giving opinions:
^I think …… It seems like ………. If you ask me, ….., etc., are common expressions that people use at the beginning of a sentence to signal the listener that they are going to express an opinion.
e.g. It seems that there’s a lot of pressure on kids these days
Agreeing:
^There are many expressions that people use to agree with another person’s opinions in conversation. The lesson presents some of the more common ones (e.g. Absolutely, Definitely, Exactly.). There are many more
(e.g. You’re absolutely right, I couldn’t agree more, I tend to agree.)
e.g. A: Kids are way too busy. B: Absolutely
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
