Use phrasal verbs like grow up, get along, and work out
Phrasal verbs:
^A phrasal verb is a Verb + Particle {back- down- up- out}. e.g. Steve and Andrew grew up in the same town.
^Intransitive phrasal verbs do not take objects, and they are not separable- the verb and the particle stay together. e.g. He went away to college.
^Some of the phrasal verbs are reciprocal: the two subjects are doing the same thing to each other. e.g. Steve and Andrew got along well
^The same idea of the reciprocal phrasal verbs can be expressed by using a prepositional phrase with with.
e.g. Steve got along with Andrew, and Andrew got along with Steve
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
