* Yesterday, I played basketball with my friends.
* My father and I watched a match last weekend.
* The train stopped at the station.
* Ahmad took a Spanish class last week.
* Sarah stayed home and studied for the test.
Spelling of simple past verbs:

Add - ed after most verbs:
traveled – walked – talked – helped – answered

Add -d after verbs that end in – e:
welcomed – improved – saved – liked – loved

If a one-syllable verb ends in vowel + consonant double the consonant and add – ed:
shop : shopped - plan : planned – stop : stopped

If the verb ends in a consonant + - y, change the y to i and add –ed:
study : studied – try : tried – hurry : hurried

If the verb ends in a vowel + y, add -ed
play : played – stay : stayed

Simple Past: Negative
* To form the negative of a sentence in the Simple Past you need to use the past form of the auxiliary verb „do‟
 ‘did‘ + ‘not‘ + the base verb

Notice that 
did
 and
 didn
'
t 
are invariable – they do not change no matter which pronoun you use
)I played football. 
I didn't play football.
 
You called me. 
You didn't call me.
 
They stayed home. 
They didn't stay home.
