· A sentence is a group of words that tells a complete thought.
She works hard. (A complete thought)

· A sentence must contain a subject and a verb and convey a complete thought.

Ahmad worked from 8 to 5.
Is there a subject (WHO?) - Yes, Ahmad is the subject.
Is there a verb (DID WHAT?) - Yes, worked is the verb.
· An Incomplete sentence which does not express a complete thought is called a fragment.

· A fragment tries its best to be a sentence, but it just cannot make it. It's missing something. Usually, the verb is missing.

Ahmad in the office
S       (the verb is missing)  C
Is there a subject (WHO?) Yes, Ahmad is the subject.
Is there a verb (DID WHAT?) No, we don't know what Ahmad did.
(B) Parts of the sentence
Subject & Verb

· The main idea in the sentence is given in the subject and verb. The subject tells the reader WHO? And the verb tells the reader DID WHAT?
Subject + verb = sentence
(WHO?) + (DID WHAT) = sentence

Amal worked.
S (WHO?) + V (DID WHAT?)

· A sentence can have a subject and a verb. But usually, sentences have other words, too (complement).

She works in a bank.
S (WHO?)+ V ( DOES WHAT?)+ C

Subjects
1. Nouns are used for the subject of the sentence. Nouns are naming words which identify people, places or things. They provide the WHO? Part in the sentence.
Dammam is a beautiful city.
Ahmad is hardworking.

2.   Subject pronouns (I, YOU, SHE, HE, IT) can act as subjects.
She speaks English well.
I live in Dammam.
3.    In commands, the subject is not mentioned. But, the subject of commands is always understood as "you".
Answer the phone.   = (you) answer the phone
4. Subjects come before the verb and often come at the beginning of the sentence.
She is a beautiful girl.
He is a hardworking employee.


5.   Subjects can be one word or many words.
They told me it was a great job.

6.  Subjects cannot be repeated.
They, Ahmad and Ali told me it was a good job. X

Verbs
· Verbs are words that show action or what is happening.
· The verbs are usually the second word in the sentence, immediately following the subject. But, verbs are not always located in this position. For example in commands, the verb starts the sentence:

Lock the door.
· The subject is you and it is not mentioned. The sentence here starts with the verb.

· Verbs should agree with the subject in number; a singular verb requires a singular subject and a plural verb requires a plural subject.
She is a student.
They are students.

Grammar
Descriptive adjectives  & possessive adjectives
What are Adjectives?
Adjectives are modifiers.  They modify nouns or pronouns.  This means they change the image of a noun or pronoun.
Descriptive adjectives
· Descriptive adjectives describe nouns.
They add some image to your sentence which allows the reader to see, smell, hear, touch, or taste something in the sentence.
· All of the modifiers in the earlier section of the slide show concerning the car were descriptive adjectives.  They made the car red, fast, old-fashioned, and green.  Those words are all descriptive adjectives!
Possessive adjectives
Possessive adjectives show ownership of a noun.
There are fourteen possessive adjectives:
my, mine			our, ours
your, yours		your, yours
his, her, hers, its   	their, theirs
Location of Adjectives
Adjectives can be located in two places in a sentence.
1. The most common location is directly in front of the noun it is modifying.
Ex. the big dog, the new toy
Here, always use a, an, or the before the adjective.
When the adjective is not followed by a noun do not use a, an, or the.
Ex. Ahmad is smart.
2. Another location is after verb to be.
Ex. The game was interesting

The negative statements:
Use didn’t (Did not) + base form of the verb, except with the verb be.
Examples:
need -> didn’t need
want -> didn’t want
be -> wasn’t/weren’t

Present Progressive Tense
To form the present progressive in negative statements, add not after the verb be. 
Subject	       Be      Base form + -ing     
    I                       am
    You                  are
    He/she/it        is        not working
    We/you/they are
  

Present Progressive
Use contractions when using the present progressive in speech or informal writing.
Exemples:
               I’m learning to speed skate.
               She isn’t swimming. 
Remember
When adding –ing to the base form remember:
* When the verb ends in a silent e, drop the e before adding –ing 
ex:  skate	    skating 
* When a one-syllable verb ends in a consonant, a vowel, and a consonant(CVC), double the last consonant before adding –ing 
ex: run	 running 
	Exception: the last consonant is w,x or y
ex: play     playing

Adverbs and expressions of frequency
1. Adverbs and expressions of frequency describe how often someone does something.
Example: Once a week they wash all their clothes.
2. The verbs used with adverbs and expressions of frequency are usually in the simple present tense.
Example: She mops the floor everyday.

3. Adverbs of frequency (Always – Usually – Often – Sometimes – Rarely – Never) usually go after the verb To Be. 
Example: I am usually out with friends on weekends.
However, they usually go before other verbs
Example: I rarely stay at home.
4. Expressions of frequency (Everyday – Once a week – Twice a month …) usually go at the beginning or the end of a sentence.
Example of the beginning: Once a month they visit the museum.
Example of the end: They visit the museum once a month.
